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PRESENTATION

My dear confreres,

GC27 requested an updating of the manual In 
dialogue with the Lord and other resources of 
prayer as an expression of our commitment 
to grow in the Salesian consecrated identity 
(GC27, 67.7).

In the revision of the text, I asked the redaction 
group to keep in mind three elements: the 
multicultural context of the Congregation; the 
new digital world; prayer with the young and 
with our lay mission partners.

Perhaps the group has succeeded in paying 
greater attention to the possibilities offered 
today by the digital world than to the other two 
elements. For this reason, apart from a text that 
could be printed by Provinces or regions, they 
have prepared a digital edition with several 
alternatives, available on the Congregation’s 
website (www.sdb.org). A very handy app 
for Salesian prayer has also been designed 
(Salesians@prayer), which includes, among 
other things, the Salesian Proper, which of its 
nature calls for frequent updating to include 
every new beatification or canonization. The 
digital format best serves this need.
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I hope that you will find these instruments 
useful for personal and community prayer and 
for moments shared with your young people 
and lay mission partners.

May Mary, mother and teacher, help us to grow 
in our dialogue with the Lord.

LECTIO DIVINA

Reading (Lectio). The first step consists of 
an attentive, prayerful reading of a biblical 
passage. It is a listening-reading that patiently 
waits in trust for Jesus, the Word to reveal 
Himself. As the passage is read one or two 
times, be attentive to the phrase or word that 
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stand out for you. After the reading, participants 
may, in an unhurried way, speak that word or 
phrase in turn, without commentary.

Meditation (Meditatio). The scripture is read 
again. Here you ponder and ruminate what 
was read. The Word is savored and meditated 
upon in expectation - like Mary who “pondered 
these things in her heart.” This stage engages 
thought, imagination, emotion and desire. A 
question to be asked is: what does this Word 
mean for my life? After an appropriate time 
of silence, participants may briefly share a 
reflection.

Prayer (Oratio). You begin to dialogue with the 
Lord Jesus, starting from the text, with praise, 
thanksgiving, petitions. It is a response from the 
depths of your heart. A very simple definition of 
saint Teresa of Avila comes to mind: “Praying is 
nothing more than an intimate sharing between 
friends. It means taking time frequently to be 
alone with Him who we know loves us”. After 
an appropriate time of silence, participants may 
voice a prayer.

Contemplation (Contemplatio). You sit 
still with God, realizing that in this deep and 
profound relationship, words are not necessary. 
Be content and at peace with a wordless, quiet 
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rest in God, which brings joy to the heart. 
Remember that contemplation is not your action 
or doing; rather, it is allowing God to act in you.

Action (Actio). Once you know what it is that 
God is calling on you to do, the next step is 
straightforward: do it. This is gospel action, 
which follows from a choice, a decision: a 
specific action is performed that changes the 
heart, that transforms your life.

SPIRITUAL READING

The reading, done communally, unites the minds 
and hearts. Our tradition has it that every day, 

every Salesian community shall “reserve some 
time for spiritual reading.” (Reg. 71)

Examination of conscience

each theme.

Mystics in the Spirit
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I. The Word of God calls us to continual 
conversion (Const. 90)
“You must therefore be perfect just as your 
heavenly Father is perfect” (Mt 5, 48).
Have I slipped into spiritual mediocrity? 
Do I strive to overcome my limitations? Do I 
make compromises that weaken my spiritual 
life? What was the fruit of my last monthly 
recollection? Of the annual retreat? Do I 
seek the voice of the Holy Spirit to guide my 
conscience? How frequently do I approach the 
sacrament of Reconciliation? Am I faithful to 
the personal examination of conscience each 
day?

II. Life of obedience (Const. 64)
“My food is to do the will of the one who sent 
me” (Jn 4, 34)
Do I live obedience as a seeking for the will 
of God in common with my community? Do I 
obey “with a cheerful and humble spirit”? Do 
I collaborate even if I see things differently 
or when my opinion is not heeded? If I am 
the superior, do I direct, guide and encourage 
others with a discreet use of my authority? Do 
I engage in the fraternal chat with the Superior 
as a “privileged moment of dialogue” for my 
own good and for that of the community and 
the apostolate? Do I make efforts to know and 
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to act in accordance with the documents of the 
magisterium?

III. Life of poverty (Const. 72)
“If you wish to be perfect, go and sell what you 
own…...” (Mt 19, 21)

“Happy the pure in heart: they shall see 
God” (Mt 5, 8)
Do I live chastity as an expression of my 
undivided love for God and for the young? 
Does this “resplendent” virtue lead me to 
sincere love for the young? Does it motivate 
me to educate them in the ways of love and 
purity? Do I practice necessary mortification 
and custody of the senses? Do I make discreet 
and prudent use of the means of social 
communication? Do I make use of the natural 
means that contribute to physical health 
and psychological balance? Above all, do I 
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have recourse to the supernatural means for 
sustaining spiritual health such as prayer and 
the sacraments? Do I have a spiritual guide 
with whom I meet regularly and especially in 
moments of trial and difficulty? Do I turn with 
filial trust to Mary, the Immaculate Help of 
Christians?

V. Life of prayer (Const. 86.93)
“We need to pray continually and never lose 
heart” (Lk 18, 1)
Do I respect community prayer times?
Am I faithful to the practice of mental prayer?
Do I cultivate union with God that leads me to 
celebrate the liturgy of life?
Do I meditate on the sacred Scriptures daily so 
as to nourish my union with God?
Is the daily celebration of the Eucharist the 
central act that enlightens my day?
Do I make frequent visits to the Blessed 
Sacrament daily to draw energy and 
constancy in my spiritual life?
Do I celebrate the Liturgy of the Hours with the 
dignity and fervor recommended by Don Bosco?
Am I faithful to praying the Hours which are 
not recited in common?
How attentive am I to the mysteries of the Lord 
celebrated on Sundays and throughout the 
liturgical year?
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What place does Mary hold in my life? Do I 
pray the rosary willingly?
Do I pray to Don Bosco and to our patron saints?

Prophets of fraternity

VI. Fraternal and apostolic 
communion (Const. 49)
“The whole group of believers was united, 
heart and soul” (Acts 4, 32)
Do I carry out the tasks entrusted to me with 
responsibility and in a collaborative spirit? 
Do I participate faithfully and actively in 
community meetings? Do I help create family 
spirit in the community? Do I avoid gossip and 
grumbling?
Am I prompt to forgive, taking the first step 
towards reconciliation, if necessary?
Do I foster a sense of belonging to my 
Province? Do I cultivate a true love for the 
Church by means of a renewed and current 
ecclesial awareness?

Servants of the young

VII. Pastoral charity is at the centre of the 
Salesian spirit (Const. 10)
“The good Shepherd is one who lays down his 
life for his sheep” (Jn 10, 11)
How zealous am I in my pastoral and apostolic 
commitments? Do I dedicate all my time and 
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energy to the mission entrusted to me? Have I 
placed my personal interests before the good 
of the young? Do I seek to improve and update 
my educational and pastoral competencies?
Do I work on improving my character so as 
to be welcoming and loving? Am I a father, 
brother and friend to all I meet, without 
discrimination or prejudice?
Do I allow difficulties to discourage me? Do I 
spread joy and optimism? Do I have a spirit of 
initiative? Do I evaluate my work periodically?

— Is prayer the foundation of the community’s 
seeking and discerning together of the will 
of God?

— Do we offer the young and our lay 
collaborators an example of a praying 
community?

— Do we create moments to share community 
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prayer with our youth? With our lay mission 
partners?

— Are the rhythm and regularity of 
community prayer sufficiently cared 
for? Is there habitual absenteeism from, 
or abandonment of the commitment, to 
community practices of piety?

— Does youth ministry or pastoral activity 
outside the community take confreres 
away from community prayer? Is there a 
willingness to seek practical solutions to 
these difficulties where they exist?

— Are we faithful to our Salesian practices of 
piety and live them in harmony with the 
liturgical life of the Church?

Liturgical prayer
— Does our community participate actively in 

liturgical prayer, with sufficient animation, 
creativity, and variety?

— Are liturgical celebrations well prepared, 
carried out with spiritual reverence and 
enlivened by appropriate music and singing?

— Are the community celebrations of the 
Hours sufficiently devout to inspire 
recollection and assist reflection?

The Eucharist
— Does the maintenance, cleanliness, and 

environment of the church or chapel 
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convey the centrality of the Eucharist in our 
community and Salesian life?

— Is there willing participation in community 
celebrations, planned in accordance with 
community commitments?

— Are the Church’s norms with regard to 
worship and liturgical celebrations of the 
Eucharist known and respected?

— Is care taken to introduce the young and 
our lay mission partners to the central 
importance of the Eucharist?

— Do individual confreres make frequent visits 
to the Blessed Sacrament?

Continuous conversion and reconciliation
— Are the monthly, trimonthly recollections and 

the community penitential celebrations well 
prepared and carried out appropriately?

— Are the liturgical seasons celebrated 
with due awareness, differentiation and 
participation?

— Is the sacrament of Reconciliation, as a 
privileged moment of on-going interior 
renewal, celebrated as a community in the 
Salesian spirit?

Meditation and spiritual reading
— Does the community offer all its members 

the opportunity to make the meditation and 
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spiritual reading in common or at least in 
groups?

— Do we allow it the time required (30 minutes 
for meditation; 20 minutes for spiritual 
reading) and encourage creativity?

— Do we give pride of place to the Sacred 
Scriptures in our meditation?

— Are we mindful to choose spiritual reading 
that is formative? Does our spiritual reading 
help us to learn more about Salesian 
spirituality and to improve our life in 
common as a family?

— Does it help us to grow in the knowledge of 
Salesian spirituality and to improve our life 
in common as a family?

— Is the “Good night” given and received with 
the importance it merits?

Intercessions

L Let us ask the Lord to help us contemplate 
his glory in our daily apostolic activity; let 
us pray for perseverance in times of trial 
and the capacity to inspire holiness in 
the young and our lay mission partners.

If I have all the eloquence of men or of angels, 
but speak without love, I am simply a gong 
booming or a cymbal clashing. If I have 
the gift of prophecy, understanding all the 
mysteries there are, and knowing everything, 
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and if I have faith in all its fullness, to move 
mountains, but without love, then I am nothing 
at all. If I give away all that I possess, piece by 
piece, and if I even let them take my body to 
burn it, but am without love, it will do me no 
good whatever.

Love is always patient and kind; it is never jealous; 
love is never boastful or conceited; it is never 
rude or selfish; it does not take offence, and is not 
resentful. Love takes no pleasure in other people’s 
sins but delights in the truth; it is always ready to 
excuse, to trust, to hope, and to endure whatever 
comes. Love does not come to an end. But if there 
are gifts of prophecy, the time will come when 
they must fail; or the gift of languages, it will 
not continue for ever; and knowledge - for this, 
too, the time will come when it must fail. For our 
knowledge is imperfect and our prophesying 
is imperfect; but once perfection comes, all 
imperfect things will disappear.

— Is our fraternal communion rooted in a

— Do we support each other in genuine co-
responsibility by sharing our joys and 
sorrows, our experiences and our apostolic 
plans in mutual trust and affection?

— Do we practice warm-hearted hospitality?
— How prevalent is loneliness in 

our community? Is there a lack of 
communication among confreres, above all 
at the spiritual level?
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Fraternity as belonging
— Do certain forms of individualism, such 

as seeking work that is more personally 
gratifying or lucrative, alienate confreres 
from the community?

— Do confreres tend to escape from the 
community during leisure time (week-ends, 
evenings spent with relatives and friends...)?

— Does our community feel a sense of 
belonging to the Province, take local 
initiative to implement the provincial 
educational and pastoral plan, and 
participate in Province initiatives?

Fraternity as participation
— Does the community propose initiatives in 

which all the confreres can participate?
— Are confreres mindful about not just 

“informing” others about changes or 
decisions, but actually including individuals 
and groups in the decision-making process?

— Do community members avoid taking on 
roles of service in leadership because “life is 
easier” that way?

— Does our manner of participating in 
community life make our vocation attractive 
to the young people we serve? Do we invite 
them to “come and see” our educational 
mission among the young? Or is this 
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vocational concern relegated only to the 
Provincial vocation delegate or vocation 
commission?

Intercessions
L The love of God unites us in a bond 

of perfection. May that love deepen 
our resolve to be of one heart and one 
soul in our mission to the young. Let 
us pray that in our Father’s love, we 
may be witnesses to the joy of mutual 
friendship and fraternal charity.

None of their members was 
ever in want, as all those who owned land or 
houses would sell them, and bring the money 
from them, to present it to the apostles; it was 
then distributed to any members who might be 
in need.

There was a Levite of Cypriot origin 
called Joseph whom the apostles 
surnamed Barnabas (which means ‘son of 
encouragement’). He owned a piece of land 
and he sold it and brought the money, and 
presented it to the apostles.
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Response
L Sell what you have:
A and you will have treasure in heaven.
L Give your money to the poor:
A and you will have treasure in heaven.
L Glory be to the Father, and to the 

Son and to the Holy Spirit
A Sell what you have: and you will have 

treasure in heaven.

Outlines for the community review
— Do we as a community give true witness 

to poverty: through a simple and humble 
dwelling place, through a sober and austere 
standard of living, through the renunciation 
of superfluous comforts and conveniences, 
through the moderate and reasonable use of 
entertainment, through the constructive use 
of our summer holidays?

— Do we spend community money as poor 
people or do we incur unnecessary and 
unjustifiable expenses?

— Is it obvious to the confreres that those who 
have administrative responsibility do not 
consider themselves “lords”, but responsible 
administrators who are accountable to the 
community?

— Among the expressions of poverty do we 
find: a commitment to on-going professional 
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qualification; the use of updated technology; 
long-term planning for renovations to our 
works; administrative vigilance, compliance 
and transparency regarding all relevant 
laws; preventive health care and healthy 
living?

— Do all confreres in the community share the 
same standard of living, and is that standard 
coherent with evangelical poverty?

— In our spirit of poverty and family, do all 
confreres do their part to maintain the 
common spaces in the section of the house 
reserved for the religious community?

— One quality that distinguishes the poor 
and which characterized our founder is 
hard work. Can the same be said of our 
community and of each confrere?

— Are holidays and leisure time enjoyed in 
a way that is consistent with the vow of 
poverty or with a middle class mentality?

— Does the community engage with the great 
and agonizing problems of the world such 
as hunger, malnutrition, unemployment, 
disease, natural, regional and global 
disasters? Does it study practical ways of 
getting involved, so that the community 
gives concrete witness to Christian 
solidarity in action? Is it prepared to 
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make community and personal sacrifices 
and adopt an austere lifestyle in order to 
translate its solidarity into concrete and 
significant assistance in terms of time, talent 
and treasure?

Intercessions
L Let us pray for docility to the voice of 

his Spirit so that we may follow Christ 
on the way of authentic poverty.

Father, you have called us to follow Christ in 
evangelical poverty:
— help us to live our choice joyfully, to place our 

trust in your Providence and to give ourselves 
entirely to the service of the Gospel.

You have revealed to us that poverty must 
always be an act of love directed to you, an 
expression of true filial trust in your fatherly 
providence:
— grant that we may not reduce our poverty to a 

purely legal observance.

— Does friendship characterize all aspects 
of our life together: moments of work, 
prayer, meals, relaxation, gatherings and 
meetings?

— Do we support each other in genuine co-
responsibility by sharing our joys and 
sorrows, our experiences and our apostolic 
plans in mutual trust and affection?

— Do we practice warm-hearted hospitality?
— How prevalent is loneliness in 

our community? Is there a lack of 
communication among confreres, above all 
at the spiritual level?

Fraternity as belonging
— Do certain forms of individualism, such 

as seeking work that is more personally 
gratifying or lucrative, alienate confreres 
from the community?

— Do confreres tend to escape from the 
community during leisure time (week-
ends, evenings spent with relatives and 
friends...)?
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— Does our community feel a sense of 
belonging to the Province, take local 
initiative to implement the provincial 
educational and pastoral plan, and 
participate in Province initiatives?

Fraternity as participation
— Does the community propose initiatives in 

which all the confreres can participate?
— Are confreres mindful about not just 

“informing” others about changes 
or decisions, but actually including 
individuals and groups in the decision 
making process?

— Do community members avoid taking on 
roles of service in leadership because “life 
is easier” that way?

— Does our manner of participating in 
community life make our vocation 
attractive to the young people we serve? 
Do we invite them to “come and see” our 
educational mission among the young? 
Or is this vocational concern relegated 
only to the Provincial vocation delegate or 
vocation commission?

Community prayer in general
— Do we give prayer its due importance in 

our community? Is there a disconnect 
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between our prayer and our apostolic life 
or are they mutually enriching? Does work 
tend to marginalize prayer time?

— Does prayer help to build up and to 
strengthen the community?

— Is prayer the foundation of the 
community’s seeking and discerning 
together of the will of God?

— Do we offer the young and our lay 
collaborators an example of a praying 
community?

— Do we create moments to share community 
prayer with our youth? With our lay 
mission partners?

— Are the rhythm and regularity of 
community prayer sufficiently cared 
for? Is there habitual absenteeism from, 
or abandonment of the commitment, to 
community practices of piety?

— Does youth ministry or pastoral activity 
outside the community take confreres 
away from community prayer? Is there a 
willingness to seek practical solutions to 
these difficulties where they exist?

— Are we faithful to our Salesian practices of 
piety and live them in harmony with the 
liturgical life of the Church?
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Liturgical prayer
— Does our community participate actively in 

liturgical prayer, with sufficient animation, 
creativity, and variety?

— Are liturgical celebrations well prepared, 
carried out with spiritual reverence and 
and enlivened by appropriate music and 
singing?

— Are the community celebrations of the 
Hours sufficiently devout to inspire 
recollection and assist reflection?

The Eucharist
— Does the maintenance, cleanliness, and 

environment of the church or chapel 
convey the centrality of the Eucharist in 
our community and Salesian life?

— Is there willing participation in community 
celebrations, planned in accordance with 
community commitments?

— Are the Church’s norms with regard to 
worship and liturgical celebrations of the 
Eucharist known and respected?

— Is care taken to introduce the young and 
our lay mission partners to the central 
importance of the Eucharist?

— Do individual confreres make frequent 
visits to the Blessed Sacrament?
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Continuous conversion and reconciliation
— Are the monthly, trimonthly recollections 

and the community penitential 
celebrations well prepared and carried out 
appropriately?

— Are the liturgical seasons celebrated 
with due awareness, differentiation and 
participation?

— Is the sacrament of Reconciliation, as a 
privileged moment of on-going interior 
renewal, celebrated as a community in the 
Salesian spirit?

Meditation and spiritual reading
— Does the community offer all its members 

the opportunity to make the meditation 
and spiritual reading in common or at least 
in groups?

— Do we allow it the time required (30 
minutes for meditation; 20 minutes 
for spiritual reading) and encourage 
creativity?

— Do we give pride of place to the Sacred 
Scriptures in our meditation?

— Are we mindful to choose spiritual reading 
that is formative? Does our spiritual 
reading help us to learn more about 
Salesian spirituality and to improve our life 
in common as a family?
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— Does it help us to grow in the knowledge of 
Salesian spirituality and to improve our life 
in common as a family?

— Is the “Good night” given and received with 
the importance it merits?

With a large crowd gathering and people from 
every town finding their way to him, he used 
this parable: ‘A sower went out to sow his seed. 
As he sowed, some fell on the edge of the path 
and was trampled on; and the birds of the air 
ate it up. Some seed fell on rock, and when it

came up it withered away, having no moisture. 
Some seed fell amongst thorns and the thorns 
grew with it and choked it. And some seed fell 
into rich soil and grew and produced its crop 
a hundredfold.’ Saying this he cried, ‘Listen, 
anyone who has ears to hear!’

His disciples asked him what this parable 
might mean, and he said, The mysteries of the 
kingdom of God are revealed to you; for the 
rest there are only parables, so that

they may see but not perceive,
listen but not understand.

This, then, is what the parable means: the seed 
is the word of God. Those on the edge of the 
path are people who have heard it, and then 
the devil comes and carries away the word 
from their hearts in case they should believe 
and be saved. Those on the rock are people 
who, when they first hear it, welcome the word 
with joy. But these have no root; they believe 
for a while, and in time of trial they give up. As 
for the part that fell into thorns, this is people 
who have heard, but as they go on their way 
they are choked by the worries and riches and 
pleasures of life and do not reach maturity. As 
for the part in the rich soil, this is people with 
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a noble and generous heart who have heard 
the word and take it to themselves and yield a 
harvest through their perseverance.

Listening to God’s Word

From the letter to the Colossians 
(2, 6-7.12-14; 3, 1-4)

You must live your whole life according to the 
Christ you have received - Jesus the Lord;
you must be rooted in him and built on him 
and held firm by the faith you have been 
taught, and full of thanksgiving. Make sure 
that no one traps you and deprives you of 
your freedom by some second-hand, empty, 
rational philosophy based on the principles of 
this world instead of on Christ. You have been 
buried with him, when you were baptised; 
and by baptism, too, you have been raised up 
with him through your belief in the power of 
God who raised him from the dead. You were

dead, because you were sinners and had not 
been circumcised: he has brought you to life 
with him, he has forgiven us all our sins. He 
has overridden the Law, and cancelled every 
record of the debt that we had to pay; he has 
done away with it by nailing it to the cross.

Since you have been brought back to true life 
with Christ, you must look for the things that 
are in heaven, where Christ is, sitting at God’s 
right hand. Let your thoughts be on heavenly 
things, not on the things that are on the earth, 
because you have died, and now the life you 
have is hidden with Christ in God. But when 
Christ is revealed - and he is your life - you too 
will be revealed in all your glory with him.

Personal reflection

Think of God’s mercy, my brothers, and 
worship him, I beg you, in a way that is worthy 
of thinking beings, by offering your living 
bodies as a holy sacrifice, truly pleasing 
to God. Do not model yourselves on the 
behaviour of the world around you, but let 
your behaviour change, modelled by your new 
mind. This is the only way to discover the will 
of God and know what is good, what it is that 
God wants, what is the perfect thing to do.

In the light of the grace I have received I want 
to urge each one among you not to exaggerate 
his real importance. Each of you must judge 
himself soberly by the standard of the faith 
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God has given him. Just as each of our bodies 
has several parts and each part has a separate 
function, so all of us, in union with Christ, form 
one body, and as parts of it we belong to each 
other. Our gifts differ according to the grace 
given us. If your gift is prophecy, then use it as 
your faith suggests; if administration, then use 
it for administration; if teaching, then use it for 
teaching. Let the preachers deliver sermons, 
the almsgivers give freely, the officials be 
diligent, and those who do works of mercy 
do them cheerfully. Do not let your love be a 
pretence, but sincerely prefer good to evil. 
Love each other as much as brothers should, 
and have a profound respect for each other. 
Work for the Lord with untiring effort and with 
great earnestness of spirit. If you have hope, 
this will make you cheerful. Do not give up if 
trials come; and keep on praying. If any of the 
saints are in need you must share with them; 
and you should make hospitality your special 
care.

Listening to God’s Word

Option 1
1 Cor 2, 1-16
Christ is my wisdom

As for me, brothers, when I came to you, it was 
not with any show of oratory or philosophy, 
but simply to tell you what God had 
guaranteed. During my stay with you, the only 
knowledge I claimed to have was about Jesus, 
and only about him as the crucified Christ. Far 
from relying on any power of my own, I came 
among you in great ‘fear and trembling’ and 
in my speeches and the sermons that I gave, 
there were none of the arguments that belong 
to philosophy; only a demonstration of the 
power of the Spirit. And I did this so that your 
faith should not depend on human philosophy 
but on the power of God. But still we have 
a wisdom to offer those who have reached 
maturity: not a philosophy of our age, it is true, 
still less of the masters of our age, which are 
coming to their end. The hidden wisdom of 
God which we teach in our mysteries is the 
wisdom that God predestined to be for our 
glory before the ages began. lt is a wisdom 
that none of the masters of this age have ever 
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known, or they would not have crucified the 
Lord of Glory; we teach what scripture calls:

the things that no eye has seen and no 
ear has heard,
things beyond the mind of man,
all that God has prepared for those who 
love him.

These are the very things that God has 
revealed to us through the Spirit, for the Spirit 
reaches the depths of everything, even the 
depths of God. After all, the depths of a man 
can only be known by his own spirit, not 
by any other man, and in the same way the 
depths of God can only be known by the Spirit 
of God. Now instead of the spirit of the world, 
we have received the Spirit that comes from 
God, to teach us to understand the gifts that 
he has given us. Therefore we teach, not in 
the way in which philosophy is taught, but in 
the way that the Spirit teaches us: we teach 
spiritual things spiritually. An unspiritual 
person is one who does not accept anything 
of the Spirit of God: he sees it all as nonsense; 
it is beyond his understanding because it can 
only be understood by means of the Spirit. 
A spiritual man, on the other hand, is able to 
judge the value of everything, and his own 
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value is not to be judged by other men. As 
scripture says: Who can know the mind of the 
Lord, so who can teach him? But we are those 
who have the mind of Christ.

Option 2
Eph. 4, 1-7.11-16
Various roles in one Spirit

I, the prisoner in the Lord, implore you 
therefore to lead a life worthy of your vocation. 
Bear with one another charitably, in complete 
selflessness, gentleness and patience. Do all 
you can to preserve the unity of the Spirit by 
the peace that binds you together. There is one 
Body, one Spirit, just as you were all called into 
one and the same hope when you were called. 
There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and 
one God who is Father of all, over all, through 
all and within all.

Each one of us, however, has been given his 
own share of grace, given as Christ allotted 
it. And to some, his gift was that they should 
be apostles; to some, prophets; to some, 
evangelists; to some, pastors and teachers; 
so that the saints together make a unity in 
the work of service, building up the body of 
Christ. In this way we are all to come to unity 
in our faith and in our knowledge of the Son 
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of God, until we become the perfect Man, fully 
mature with the fullness of Christ himself. 
Then we shall not be children any longer, or 
tossed one way and another and carried along 
by every wind of doctrine, at the mercy of all 
the tricks men play and their cleverness in 
practising deceit. If we live by the truth and in 
love, we shall grow in all ways into Christ, who 
is the head by whom the whole body is fitted 
and joined together, every joint adding its 
own strength, for each separate part to work 
according to its function. So the body grows 
until it has built itself up, in love.

Gospel: Mk 10, 35-45

James and John, the sons of Zebedee, 
approached him. ‘Master,’ they said to him ‘we 
want you to do us a favour.’ He said to them, 
‘What is it you want me to do for you?’ They 
said to him, ‘Allow us to sit one at your right 
hand and the other at your left in your glory’. 
‘You do not know what you are asking’ Jesus 
said to them. ‘Can you drink the cup that I 
must drink, or be baptised with the baptism 
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with which I must be baptised?’ They replied, 
‘We can’. Jesus said to them, ‘The cup that 
I must drink you shall drink, and with the 
baptism with which I must be baptised you 
shall be baptised, but as for seats at my right 
hand or my left, these are not mine to grant; 
they belong to those to whom they have been 
allotted’.

When the other ten heard this they began to 
feel indignant with James and John so Jesus 
called them to him and said to them, ‘You 
know that among the pagans their so-called 
rulers lord it over them, and their great men 
make their authority felt. This is not to happen 
among you. No; anyone who wants to become 
great among you must be your servant, and 
anyone who wants to be first among you must 
be slave to all. For the Son of Man himself did 
not come to be served but to serve, and to give 
his life as a ransom for many.’

From the Salesian Constitutions 
(Const. 176; 44; 55)

176. The superior of each local community is 
called the rector.
He is first in order of responsibility for its 
religious life, its apostolic activities and the 
administration of its goods.
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With the collaboration of his council he 
animates and governs the community 
according to the Constitutions and general 
Regulations.

44. The apostolic mandate which the Church 
entrusts to us is taken up and put into 
effect in the first place by the provincial 
and local communities. The members have 
complementary functions and each one of 
their tasks is important. They are aware that 
pastoral objectives are achieved through unity 
and joint brotherly responsibility.
The provincial and the rector, as promoters of 
dialogue and teamwork, guide the community 
in pastoral discernment, so that it may 
accomplish its apostolic plan in unity and 
fidelity.

55. The rector represents Christ who unites his 
followers in the service of the Father. He is at 
the centre of the community, a brother among 
brothers, who recognise his responsibility and 
authority.
His first task is to animate the community so 
that it may live faithful to the Constitutions 
and grow in unity. He coordinates the efforts 
of all, bearing in mind the rights, duties and 
capabilities of every member.
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He also has a direct responsibility toward 
each confrere; he helps him realise his own 
personal vocation and carry out the work 
entrusted to him.
He extends his solicitude to the young for 
whom we work and to our collaborators, 
so that they may share in the community’s 
mission with increasing responsibility.
In his words, frequent contacts and opportune 
decisions he is a father, teacher and spiritual 
guide.

Reading of the decree of nomination
(by the Provincial or his substitute, who 
concludes with a brief homily)

The Litany of Saints
L Let us invoke the assistance of Mary 

Most Holy, our Help, and the intercession 
of the Saints upon our community so 
that, guided wisely and growing in 
fraternal collaboration, we may be a 
visible sign in the Church of the universal 
call to holiness in Christ Jesus.

The customary Litany of the Saints follows, 
choosing significant names, glorified members 
of the Salesian Family and the patron saint of 
the new superior. At the end of the litany, the 
Rector makes the profession of faith.
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Profession of faith
I N., firmly believe and profess all and every 
one of the truths contained in the creed:

I believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, of all that is seen 
and unseen.

I believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son 
of God, eternally begotten of the Father. God 
from God, Light from Light, true God from true 
God, begotten, not made, one in Being with the 
Father. Through him all things were made.

For us men and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven: by the power of the Holy 
Spirit he was born of the Virgin Mary, and 
became man.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius 
Pilate; he suffered, died and was buried.

On the third day he rose again in fulfilment of 
the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is 
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will 
come again in glory to judge the living and the 
dead, and his kingdom will have no end.

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the 
giver of life, who proceeds from the Father 
and the Son. With the Father and the Son he 
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is worshipped and glorified. He has spoken 
through the Prophets.

I believe in one, holy, catholic and apostolic 
Church.

I acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness 
of sins.

I look for the resurrection of the dead 
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

Furthermore, I accept and profess all and 
every one of the tenets regarding faith 
and morals that have been proposed for 
belief by the Church, either through solemn 
pronouncement or through ordinary 
magisterium, especially those concerning 
the mystery of the Holy Church of Christ, its 
Sacraments and the Sacrifice of the Mass, as 
well as the primacy of the Roman Pontiff.

Intercessions
P Enlightened and encouraged by these 

teachings and exhortations, let us turn to 
God in supplication, that He may bless us 
and guide our new superior in his ministry 
as spiritual guide of this community.

L For our community consecrated 
to the service of the young in 
the spirit of Don Bosco:

Our communion and spiritual growth are 
nourished, among other things, by moments of 
evaluation and review, enlivened by the presence 
of a Superior, Provincial or Extraordinary. 
The Visitor proposes an annual review of the 
vitality of a Salesian presence. He also meets 
each confrere individually in fraternal dialogue, 
focussed on the spiritual good of each confrere, 
the community, and the improvement of our 
educational-pastoral presence among young 
people. It is an experience of that intense family 
spirit which is the hallmark of our Salesian life.

It is suggested that the visitation begin with 
a prayer service. This could be within the 
Liturgy of the Hours, a liturgy of the Word, 
or an opening prayer of invocation. It could 
conclude with a Eucharistic celebration or with 
a celebration of the Word.

In a Eucharistic celebration, this may be recited 
after the communion hymn. In a Liturgy of the 
Word, it may replace the intercessions.

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PRAYERS TO PATRON SAINTS OF OUR 
CONGREGATION

From the beginning of the Oratory, Don Bosco 
presented the Saints to the young as realistic 
models of the spiritual life. He proposed St 
Joseph as the patron saint of young apprentices, 
and the active charity of St Francis of Sales as a 
style of working for the nascent Congregation.

In the celebrations of the Saints, the Church 
proclaims the paschal mystery fulfilled in 
those who have suffered with Christ and been 
glorified with him; Indeed “she proposes them 
to the faithful as examples drawing all to the 
Father through Christ, and through their merits 
she pleads for God›s favours” (cf. SC 104).

“The feasts of our saints and beatified members 
should be celebrated as family events, and 
devotion to our servants of God should be 
fostered” (Reg. 75).

ILLNESS

The spiritual significance of illness and 
death for the sons of Don Bosco

“The community surrounds its sick and aged 
confreres with care and affection. They, in 
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their turn, accepting their condition and 
serving the community in whatever way they 
can, are a source of blessing for it; they enrich 
its family spirit and deepen its unity” (Const. 
53). The aged and sick confreres are a source 
of blessing for the Salesian community. In 
the experience of illness, especially when 
it is terminal, their apostolic zeal acquires a 
new meaning. They experience the mystery 
of redemptive suffering in a more intimate 
way for themselves and for others. The other 
confreres are united with their suffering 
brother in a genuine spirit of family and 
of sharing in the redemptive sacrifice of 
Christ. The enrichment is mutual. While the 
ailing confrere renews and sanctifies his 
community through his pain and suffering, 
the community awakens in him, through its 
fraternal assistance, ample reserves of love 
and endurance.

“When the hour for him to bring his 
consecrated life to its highest fulfilment 
comes, his brothers help him to enter fully 
into Christ’s paschal mystery. Death for 
the Salesian is made bright by the hope of 
entering into the joy of the Lord. And when 
it happens that a Salesian dies working for 
souls, the Congregation has won a great 
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triumph. The memory of departed confreres 
unites, ‘in a love that will not pass away’, those 
who are still pilgrims with those who are 
already resting in Christ” (Const. 54).

Don Bosco often reassured his first 
missionaries: “In time of fatigue and suffering 
do not forget that we have a great reward 
prepared for us in heaven.” The Salesian is 
an apostle to the very end. He lives, loves and 
dies as an apostle of the young. His life echoes 
the passion of Don Bosco: “I have promised 
God that I would give of myself to my last 
breath for my youngsters.”

In the evenof illness or death, the confreres of 
the community gather together to pray and 
to meditate on the mystery of suffering that 
is accompanied in the history of salvation 
by a specific gift of Christ – the sacrament of 
the Anointing of the Sick – and to “prepare 
ourselves for death”, as Don Bosco used to say. 
This and the following section contain material 
specifically adapted for community prayer, 
taken from the liturgical texts of the Church.

Our solidarity with a confrere who is ill or 
suffering has its origin in Christ who, during 
his life on earth, shared the suffering of the sick 
and worked miracles for them. Our sharing in 
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the sufferings of another is a witness to family 
life that invites all the members to share joys 
and sorrows and to accept them in faith as an 
expression of the will of God.

VISIT TO A SICK PERSON

Blessing of a sick person is an ancient custom 
that dates back to Christ and to the apostles. 
Every community, besides caring for a 
member’s material needs, is mindful of the 
spiritual care of its sick members and seeks in 
Christ the meaning of every circumstance in 
life.

Greeting
P In the name of the Father, and of 

the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
A Amen.
P The peace of the Lord be with you always.
A And with your spirit.

With the following words the minister prepares 
the sick person and those present to receive the 
blessing.

P The Lord Jesus blessed and healed 
sickness and infirmity of every kind. He 
encouraged his disciples to take care of 
the sick, to lay hands on them and to bless

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them in his name. At this celebration, we 
entrust our infirm brother N. to God, that 
he may bear all his sufferings of body 
and spirit patiently, understanding that 
only if he participates in the passion of 
Christ will he share also in the joy of his 
resurrection. May Don Bosco, who cared for 
the health of his boys and Salesians, and 
even worked miracles of healing for them, 
direct all things to his spiritual benefit 
and be our advocate and consolation!

Listening to God’s Word

Option 1
Acts 3, 1-10

Once, when Peter and John were going up to 
the Temple for the prayers at the ninth hour, it 
happened that there was a man being carried 
past. He was a cripple from birth; and they 
used to put him down every day near the 
Temple entrance called the Beautiful Gate 
so that he could beg from the people going 
in. When this man saw Peter and John on 
their way into the Temple he begged from 
them. Both Peter and John looked straight at 
him and said, ‘Look at us’. He turned to them 
expectantly, hoping to get something from 
them, but Peter said, ‘I have neither silver nor

name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, walk!’ Peter 
then took him by the hand and helped him to 
stand up. Instantly his feet and ankles became 
firm, he jumped up, stood, and began to walk, 
and he went with them into the Temple, 
walking and jumping and praising God. 
Everyone could see him walking and praising 
God, and they recognised him as the man who 
used to sit begging at the Beautiful Gate of the 
Temple. They were all astonished and unable 
to explain what had happened to him.

And going into Peter’s house Jesus found 
Peter’s mother-in-law in bed with fever. He 
touched her hand and the fever left her, and 
she got up and began to wait on him. That 
evening they brought him many who were 
possessed by devils.

And the prayer of faith will 
save the sick person: the Lord will raise 
him up and if he has committed any 
sins, his sins will be forgiven him.”

 Let us therefore commend our sick brother 
to the grace and power of Christ, that 
he may save him and raise him up.

Seeing their faith, Jesus said to 
the paralytic, ‘My child, your sins are forgiven’.

Now some scribes were sitting there, and they 
thought to themselves, ‘How can this man talk 
like that? He is blaspheming. Who can forgive 
sins but God?’ Jesus, inwardly aware that this was 
what they were thinking, said to them, ‘Why do 
you have these thoughts in your hearts? Which 
of these is easier: to say to the paralytic, “Your 
sins are forgiven” or to say, “Get up, pick up your 
stretcher and walk”? But to prove to you that 
the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive 
sins,’ - he said to the paralytic – ‘I order you: get up, 
pick up your stretcher, and go off home.’ And the 
man got up, picked up his stretcher at once and 
walked out in front of everyone, so that they were 
all astounded and praised God saying, ‘We have 
never seen anything like this’.

Option 3
Lk 7, 18b-23
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Summoning two of his disciples, John sent 
them to the Lord to ask, ‘Are you the one who 
is to come, or must we wait for someone else?’ 
When the men reached Jesus they said, ‘John 
the Baptist has sent us to you, to ask, “Are you 
the one who is to come or have we to wait for 
someone else?”’ It was just then that he cured 
many people of diseases and afflictions and of 
evil spirits, and gave the gift of sight to many 
who were blind. Then he gave the messengers 
their answer, ‘Go back and tell John what you 
have seen and heard: the blind see again, the 
lame walk, lepers are cleansed, and the deaf 
hear, the dead are raised to life, the Good News 
is proclaimed to the poor and happy is the 
man who does not lose faith in me.’

DEATH

Death reunites us to Christ

We remember our deceased brother N. with 
fraternal affection. While his passing fills us 
with sorrow, our hearts do not yield to despair 
because we believe that his death is his “birth” 
to new life in the Kingdom of Heaven. We 
are a resurrection people. Beyond the veil 
of suffering and death we find the joy of the 
empty tomb of Jesus. Don Bosco reminds us 
that: “a piece of paradise fixes everything.” 
This is the horizon that now opens up for 
our dear confrere N. who gave his life to God 
in the service of the young as a member of 
our Congregation. As we recall his personal 
virtues, we acknowledge that all the good he 
did for the young, in and through the Church, 
was by the grace of God. With proud and 
grateful hearts, we honour his legacy because 
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he worked, believed, hoped, suffered and 
loved among us as our brother. He lives on in 
our midst, urging us to persevere in our own 
vocation with fidelity and enthusiasm, until 
we too reach our journey’s end in heaven.

The prayerful vigil in the presence of the 
deceased confrere is an act of faith in and a 
testimony to the resurrection. The celebration 
of the Eucharist and the funeral rites are 
eloquent expressions of the paschal realities: 
our pilgrimage of human life, marked by 
weakness and sin, comes by grace to fullness 
of life in Christ, through an intentional and 
profound interior purification. While death ends 
our earthly existence, the communion between 
the living and the dead endures. The daily and 
yearly suffrage offered for the intentions of a 
deceased confrere are occasions for us to renew 
our bonds with him and to strengthen the union 
between the Church militant and the Church 
triumphant.

Suggested prayer services for the dead include 
vigils, the rosary, daily commemoration 
during Evening Prayer, community visits to 
the cemetery and prayers for the grieving 
community.

PRAYER VIGIL FOR THE DECEASED

Presider’s greeting

P Brothers [and sisters], we are gathered 
here in faith, hope and love around our 
brother N. whom God has called from this 
world. He shared our life, he shared our 
beliefs, he worked with us in the vineyard 
of the Lord. And now, he has returned to 
the house of the Father. His passing fills us 
with sorrow. His death affects all of us, as 
a community and as individual confreres 
[and friends]. But we must see his passing 
in the light of faith, and seek its meaning 
and significance in the Word of God. Death 
does not break our connection to our 
brother. It merely transforms it. We can 
still help him, and yes, he can still help us 
through the power of prayer that unites 
us. Let us continue to carry our brother in 
prayer, even as we trust that he will pray 
for us as our intercessor before God.

Introductory prayers

One or more of the following psalms may be 
recited or chanted. They may be chanted in 
two choirs, or alternating between a soloist 
and assembly. Each psalm may be followed by

Each community, as a sign of brotherly 
communion, decides on an opportune moment

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for the daily reading of the necrology (Reg. 47). 
A meaningful moment could be during Vespers, 
just before the final intercession. Occasionally, 
it would be appropriate to recall, in personal 
and community prayer, the memory of all the 
deceased members of the Salesian Family. The 
“Good Night” would be another appropriate 
moment to honour the memory of confreres 
who made an exceptional contribution to the 
Congregation at the local, provincial or world level.

Below are suggested formulae for introducing 
and concluding the remembrance of deceased 
confreres. These introductions express our 
gratitude to God for the lives of our deceased 
confreres, and our ongoing prayer for their 
eternal repose.

Introduction

— Let us remember our deceased confreres 
whose death anniversary occurs tomorrow/
today [add date].

— Let us pray for our deceased confreres, 
mindful that our human weakness is healed 
by the merciful love of our God.

— Let us pray for our deceased confreres who 
sought to grow in holiness by dedicating 
themselves to the good of the young in the 
spirit of Don Bosco.
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— Let us implore God’s mercy and peace 
upon our deceased confreres, whose living 
memory is a blessing for those who knew 
and loved them.

Conclusion

Option 1
L Eternal rest grant unto them O Lord, 

and let perpetual light shine upon 
them. May they rest in peace.

Option 2

VISIT TO THE CEMETERY

In addition to the funeraI rites and the daily 
remembrance of deceased confreres, we 
preserve the ancient Christian tradition of 
visiting the cemetery to pray in suffrage for the 
dead, professing our belief in the resurrection of 

...................................................................... 
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those who have fallen asleep in Christ.

Where possible, it is laudable to celebrate a 
community Mass for all the departed confreres 
in the cemetery/chapel or other suitable place. 
The community could go in procession from 
the place where the Mass was celebrated to the 
tomb and offer appropriate prayers. The Order 
of Christian Funerals contains responsorial 
psalms, readings, intercessory prayers that 
are appropriate for such occasions. Prayers at 
the tomb may begin with a brief invitation to 
prayer, followed by a short scripture reading, a 
responsorial psalm, the Our Father and a final 
prayer followed by the blessing of the tomb with 
the sprinkling of holy water.

Prayer of the faithful

P Gracious God, in your loving plan of 
salvation, you created us in your likeness 
and image, redeemed us from sin and 
death and restored us to fellowship in 
your divine life. We entrust our deceased 
brothers to your infinite mercy.

L Look kindly upon those who have 
died in the certain hope of reaching 
their homeland in heaven.

A May they rise from the dust to enjoy 
fullness of life in your presence.
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L Jesus Christ, Son of the living God, 
you conquered death and broke the 
ancient curse, restoring the temple 
in your risen body and unlocking 
for us the gates of heaven.

A Welcome into your dwelling place of 
eternal light and holiness those whom 
you chose to follow you in the service of 
the young.

L Spirit of peace, you consoled our 
deceased brothers in their trials and 
tribulations. They have left this world 
to join those who have preceded them 
in faith from time into eternity.

A Be mindful of us, too, as we continue our 
pilgrimage on earth and seek the eternal 
joy of heaven.

P In faith and hope, we turn to the 
Father and pray as Jesus taught us

A Our Father...

P Let us pray. Welcome, O Lord, into the 
company of your saints our departed 
confreres (names could be mentioned). In 
the name of Jesus Christ, they followed 
the gospel way of perfect love. Grant that 
their mortal remains be raised up at the 
final resurrection.

The tomb may be sprinkled with holy water, 
while all the priests present join in imparting 
the blessing.

GRIEVING A CONFRERE’S PASSING

This community prayer may be offered in the 
chapel or in any other appropriate setting. 
Confreres are invited to sit in a circle, facing one 
other. It is recommended to have a lit candle 
at the centre of the circle as a reminder of the 
Risen Christ who is the focus of our hope and 
consolation. A smaller candle could be prepared 
to be passed around during the fraternal 
sharing.

P In the name of the Father, and of 
the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

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A Amen.
P May the consolation of God the Father, the 

love of Christ the Son, and the life-giving 
presence of the Holy Spirit be with you.

A And with your spirit.

The presider addresses the confreres with these 
or other suitable words.

P The memory of our confrere’s passing 
is foremost in our hearts and minds. In 
our sadness we turn to the Lord of all 
consolation, that he may restore our joy and 
our strength. In this time of grief, let us ask 
the Lord for the grace of renewed trust in 
him who is the God of hope, the God who 
alone can restore peace through the power 
of the Holy Spirit. Although the ways of the 
Lord are not always clear to us, we entrust 
our brother N. to the Risen Jesus who by 
his death and resurrection transforms 
human defeat into Godly victory.

P Let us pray. God of all consolation, be present 
to this community and comfort us as we

N. Be our strength at this time of loss and 
sadness. Surround us with your love. Help us 
to find rest in your paternal embrace. Watch

As brothers, may we be of one mind 
and one heart. Strengthen our fraternal bonds, 
that the memory of our deceased brother 
which unites us in sorrow may also renew in 
us the joy of total self-giving to our Salesian 
vocation.

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ADVENT WREATH SERVICE

Blessing of the Advent wreath

The blessing of the Advent Wreath takes place 
on the First Sunday of Advent, usually in the 
chapel just before Sunday Evening Prayer I, or 
in the community room or dining room after 
Evening Prayer. In the first week of Advent, one 
purple candle is lit. Each week of Advent an 
additional candle is lit. The rose candle is lit on 
Week III, Laetare Sunday. If it is local custom 
to add a fifth Christ-candle to the center of the 
wreath, it is normally lit on Christmas Eve.

Two possible prayer services are offered here. 
The second is more suitable for gatherings 
where young people are present.

Option 1

Introduction
All make the sign of the cross as the presider says:

P Our help is in the name of the Lord.
A Who made heaven and earth.

Scripture Reading

One of the following passages may be read.
Is 9, 1-2, 5-6
Is 63, 16-17, 19
Is 64, 2-7
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R  The Word of the Lord.
A Thanks be to God.

With hands joined, the presider says:

P Lord our God, 
we praise you for your Son, Jesus Christ: 
he is Emmanuel, God with us, the hope of 
the peoples. 
He is the wisdom that teaches and guides 
us, 
he is the Saviour of every nation. 
Lord God, 
let your blessing come upon us 
as we light the candles of this wreath. 
May the wreath and its light 
be a sign of Christ’s promise to bring us 
salvation. 
May he come quickly and not delay. 
We ask this through Christ our Lord.

A Amen.

Prayer before lighting the candle
FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT

Come, Lord Jesus, Word of the Father. Teach us 
to keep vigil. Make us doers of your Word and 
builders of your Church. Help us to recognize 
the signs of your saving presence in the 
ordinary events of daily life. Come, Lord Jesus, 
Maranatha.
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The blessing may conclude with a verse from an 
Advent hymn. The verse however is omitted if 
Evening Prayer is celebrated immediately after 
the wreath blessing and candle lighting.

R2 Hope is like a light shining in a dark place.

A God of Abraham and Sarah and all the 

Patriarchs of old, you are our Father 
too. Your love is revealed to us in Jesus 
Christ, Son of God, and Son of David. 
Help us in preparing to celebrate his 
birth, to make our hearts ready and to 
place our hope in you. Help us today and 
every day to worship you, to hear your 
word, and to do your will by sharing 
your hope with others. We ask this in 
the name of the one who was born in 
Bethlehem.

Week 2 - The Candle of Peace
The first candle is lit before the prayer begins
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The prophets who foretold the birth of Jesus
An advent hymn could be sung

P Light and peace, in Jesus Christ our Lord.
A Thanks be to God

R1 Today is the Second Sunday of Advent and 
we will light the Candle of Peace. 
Last Sunday we lit the first candle of 
our Advent Wreath, and celebrated the 
patriarchs. This first candle reminded 
us of our hope in Christ, our Saviour, 
born a king in the line of King David. 
Jesus was born in Bethlehem, the City 
of David, and we believe that he will 
come again to fulfil all of God’s promises 
to us. Today we light the second candle 
of Advent, the candle of peace.

(A person lights the second candle)

R2 We remember the prophets who spoke of 
the coming of Christ. The prophet Isaiah 
called Christ “the Prince of Peace”. The 
prophets foretold how Jesus would rule 
the world wisely and bless all the nations.

 When Jesus came he taught people the 
importance of being peace-makers. He said 
that those who make peace shall be called 
the children of God. When Christ comes 
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to us he brings us peace and he will bring 
everlasting peace when he comes again. 
We light the Candle of Peace to remind 
us that Jesus is the Prince of Peace and 
that through him peace is possible in our 
hearts, our families, and in the world.

R3 Peace is like a light shining in a dark place. 
As we look at this candle we welcome 
the peace that we find in Jesus Christ.

P Let us pray.
A Lord Jesus, Light of the World, the 

prophets said you would bring peace and 
save your people from trouble. Give peace 
to our hearts this Advent and Christmas 
time. We ask that as we wait for you to 
come again, your peace might reign on 
earth. Help us today and every day to 
worship you, to hear your word, and to 
do your will by sharing your peace with 
each other. We ask it in the name of the 
one who was born in Bethlehem. Amen.

Week 3 - The Pink Candle of Joy
The first and second candles are lit before the 
prayer begins

Mary the Mother of Jesus
An advent hymn could be sung
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L Light and peace, in Jesus Christ our Lord
A Thanks be to God
R1 Last Sunday we lit the Candles of Peace 

and Hope as we remember that Jesus, 
born in Bethlehem, will come again to 
fulfil all of God’s promises and bring us 
everlasting peace. Today we light the 
third candle of Advent, the candle of Joy.

(A person lights the rose candle)

R2 When the angel Gabriel told Mary that 
a special child would be born to her she 
was filled with joy. She sang a song that 
began with the words: “My soul magnifies 
the Lord, my spirit rejoices in God my 
Saviour”. Just as the birth of Jesus gave 
great joy to his mother, so his presence 
in the world brings joy to those who had 
none before. Jesus is our joy because 
he heals those who believe in him.

R3 Our joy comes from the hope and peace 
of knowing Jesus is near to us. The 
candle of joy reminds us that Jesus wants 
to be born in us and that through him 
there will be everlasting joy for all.

 Joy is like a light shining in a dark place. 
As we look at this candle we celebrate 
the joy we find in Jesus Christ.
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P Let us pray
A Thank you God for the joy you give 

us. We ask that as we wait for all your 
promises to come true, and for Christ 
to come again, that we would remain 
in your presence. Help us today, and 
every day to worship you, to hear your 
word, and to do your will by sharing 
your joy with others. We ask this in 
the name of the one who was born in 
Bethlehem. Amen.

Week 4 - The Candle of Love
The first, second and third candles are lit before 
the prayer begins

John the Baptist
An advent hymn could be sung

P Light and peace, in Jesus Christ our Lord.
A Thanks be to God

R1 Last Sunday we lit the candles of hope, 
peace and joy as we remembered 
Jesus, born in Bethlehem, our 
hope, our peace and our joy.

 Today we light the fourth Advent 
candle, the candle of love.

(A person lights the fourth candle)
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R2 In their old age, God gave Zechariah 
and Elisabeth a son named John. John 
spoke to the people bravely in the desert 
denying his own comforts and accepting 
to die for what he believed. John taught 
that we should share what we have 
with others, treat each other kindly and 
show God’s love. He did this because 
he cared for people and wanted them 
to repent and find God’s forgiveness.

R3 Love is like a candle shining in a 
dark place. As we look at the light of 
this candle we celebrate the Christ’s 
love that draws people together.

P Let us pray.
A Lord God, your witness, John the Baptist, 

grew up strong in spirit and prepared 
people for the coming of the Lord. He 
loved your people and baptized them 
in the Jordan River to wash away their 
sins. Help us to have the same kind of 
love as John. Make us witnesses to Jesus 
and help us spread the good news of 
your love to others. As Christmas draws 
closer day by day, help us to be ready to 
welcome Jesus in our hearts. Amen

Christmas Day
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The Last Candle - The Birth of Christ
An advent hymn could be sung

P Light and peace in Jesus Christ our Lord.
A Thanks be to God

R1 Today is Christmas Day, on which 
we recall the hope we have in Christ 
because he is Emmanuel, God with 
us. Today we light again the candles 
of hope, peace, love and joy.

(Each candle will be lit as the leader speaks)

R2 First Candle. We live in hope ….. because 
God keeps his promises to us.

R3 Second Candle. We work for peace 
….. because Jesus is the ‘Prince of 
Peace’ and he calls his children to 
work for peace in his name.

R4 Third Candle. We share joy …. because 
the Holy Spirit fills our hearts and 
minds with the presence of God.

R5 Fourth Candle. We show love ….. because 
Jesus gave everything for us and led 
us to know the forgiveness of God.

R6 Last Candle (Christ candle). Now we 
light our last candle to remember the 
birth of our Lord and Saviour Jesus 
Christ. As the prophets promised so 
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long ago, Jesus came among as our 
brother; and with the shepherds, we are 
filled with wonder and amazement.

(A person lights the white Christ candle)

P Lord, you come as a tiny, fragile baby; 
yet we know that you are mighty God 
and Saviour of the world. May the flame 
of this candle remind us that you are the 
light of the world and that if we follow 
you, we will never walk in darkness, 
but will have the true light of life.

A O come, let us adore him! Amen.

First Day: Mary, Model of Contemplation

Introductory Rites

P May the peace and salvation of God, 
who fulfils his promises through Jesus, 
his only begotten Son, be with you.

P My brothers, let us look to Mary, our 
hope, as we unite our hearts to hers in 
faithful anticipation and contemplation 
of God’s coming among us.

From the Magisterium of the Church

Contemplating Christ with Mary

Jesus was transfigured before them, and “his 
face shone like the sun” (Mt 17,2). The Gospel 
scene of Christ’s transfiguration, in which the 
three Apostles Peter, James and John appear 
entranced by the beauty of the Redeemer, can 
serve as an icon of Christian contemplation. 
To look upon the face of Christ, to recognize its 
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mystery amid the daily events and sufferings 
of his human life, and then to grasp the divine 
splendour definitively revealed in the Risen 
Lord, seated in glory at the right hand of the 
Father: this is the task of every follower of 
Christ and therefore the task of each one of 
us. In contemplating Christ’s face we become 
open to receiving the mystery of Trinitarian 
life, experiencing ever anew the love of the 
Father and delighting in the joy of the Holy 
Spirit. Saint Paul’s words can then be applied 
to us: “Beholding the glory of the Lord, we 
are being changed into his likeness, from one 
degree of glory to another; for this comes from 
the Lord who is the Spirit” (2 Cor 3,18).

The contemplation of Christ has 
an incomparable model in Mary. In a unique 
way the face of the Son belongs to Mary. It was 
in her womb that Christ was formed, receiving 
from her a human resemblance which points 
to an even greater spiritual closeness. No one 
has ever devoted himself to the contemplation 
of the face of Christ as faithfully as Mary. The 
eyes of her heart already turned to him at the 
Annunciation, when she conceived him by the 
power of the Holy Spirit. In the months that 
followed she began to sense his presence and 
to picture his features. When at last she gave 
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birth to him in Bethlehem, her eyes were able 
to gaze tenderly on the face of her Son, as she 
“wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid 
him in a manger” (Lk 2,7).

Thereafter Mary’s gaze, ever filled with 
adoration and wonder, would never leave him. 
At times it would be a questioning look, as 
in the episode of the finding in the Temple: 
“Son, why have you treated us so?” (Lk 2,48); 
it would always be a penetrating gaze, one 
capable of deeply understanding Jesus, 
even to the point of perceiving his hidden 
feelings and anticipating his decisions, as 
at Cana (cf. Jn 2,5). At other times it would 
be a look of sorrow, especially beneath the 
Cross, where her vision would still be that 
of a mother giving birth, for Mary not only 
shared the passion and death of her Son, she 
also received the new son given to her in 
the beloved disciple (cf. Jn 19,26-27). On the 
Easter morning, hers would be a gaze radiant 
with the joy of the Resurrection, and finally, 
on the day of Pentecost, a gaze afire with the 
outpouring of the Spirit (cf. Acts 1,14).

Mary lived with her eyes fixed on Christ, 
treasuring his every word: “She kept all these 
things, pondering them in her heart” (Lk 2,19; 
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cf. 2,51). The memories of Jesus, impressed 
upon her heart, were always with her, leading 
her to reflect on the various moments of her 
life at her Son’s side. In a way those memories 
were to be the “rosary” which she recited 
uninterruptedly throughout her earthly life.

Even now, amid the joyful songs of the 
heavenly Jerusalem, the reasons for her 
thanksgiving and praise remain unchanged. 
They inspire her maternal concern for the 
pilgrim Church, in which she continues 
to relate her personal account of the 
Gospel. Mary constantly sets before the 
faithful the “mysteries” of her Son, with 
the desire that the contemplation of those 
mysteries will release all their saving power. 
In the recitation of the Rosary, the Christian 
community enters into contact with the 
memories and the contemplative gaze of Mary.

St John Paul II, Rosarium Virginis Mariae 10-12

Meditation (recited in unison)
Mary, our Mother,
we turn to you in confidence
because evil has no power over you
who, from the day of your conception,
are full of grace and unblemished in holiness.
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In our daily battle against evil,
you are our comfort, our hope, our strength.
Before he breathed his last on the Cross,
Jesus gave you to us as our Mother.
You do not leave us orphaned.
Although we are sinners, we are also your 
children,
called to that same holiness which you 
personify.

As your children,
we invoke your motherly protection
over us, our families, our city, and our world.
As you, by God’s foreseeing love, were

Listening to God’s Word
A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to the 
Romans (Rom 8,18-27)

I think that what we suffer in this life can 
never be compared to the glory, as yet 
unrevealed, which is waiting for us. The whole 
creation is eagerly waiting for God to reveal 
his sons. It was not for any fault on the part of 
creation that it was made unable to attain its 
purpose, it was made so by God; but creation 
still retains the hope of being freed, like us, 
from its slavery to decadence, to enjoy the 
same freedom and glory as the children of 
God. From the beginning till now the entire 
creation, as we know, has been groaning in 
one great act of giving birth; and not only 
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creation, but all of us who possess the first-
fruits of the Spirit, we too groan inwardly as 
we wait for our bodies to be set free. For we 
must be content to hope that we shall be saved 
- our salvation is not in sight, we should not 
have to be hoping for it if it were - but, as I say, 
we must hope to be saved since we are not 
saved yet - it is something we must wait for 
with patience. The Spirit too comes to help us 
in our weakness. For when we cannot choose 
words in order to pray properly, the Spirit 
himself expresses our plea in a way that could 
never be put into words, and God who knows 
everything in our hearts knows perfectly well 
what he means, and that the pleas of the saints 
expressed by the Spirit are according to the 
mind of God

A brief homily may be given, or a reflection 
by any member of the community, lay mission 
partner, or young person.

Prayer of thanksgiving
P Truly it is right and just to give you thanks, 

and to raise a hymn of blessing and praise 
to your name, 
almighty and eternal God, through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. 
He was announced by all the prophets, 
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the Virgin Mother waited for him and raised 
him with perfect love. 
John proclaimed his coming and pointed 
him out to the world when at last he 
appeared. 
May the same Lord, whose coming we 
anticipate in this season of Advent, 
find us vigilant in prayer 
and exultant in his praise.

A Hail Mary, full of grace.

L —  In your Immaculate Conception, O 
Virgin Mary, you were blessed by 
the Lord and sanctified by God.
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— All holy Virgin, conceived without a 
shadow of sin, you have become the 
Mother of the Lord.

— You are robed in white as with snow, 
your face shines like the sun.

— You are the glory of Jerusalem, the joy of 
Israel, the honour of your people.

— We follow you, O Immaculate Virgin, drawn 
by your beauty, strength and holiness.

P Lord Jesus Christ,

The Annunciation: A call and a response. “Let 
it be done unto me according to your Word”
The story [of the Annunciation] is one of 
the most beautiful in the Gospel of Luke. It 
provides a lens through which we can read our 
present times. The Gospel is not just about an 
historic event; it is always an announcement of 
something new. The narration recalls ancient 
hopes, expresses current expectations and 
anticipates man’s dreams of salvation. All of 
this resonates within Mary who personifies 
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humanity. She is called to place herself 
completely at God’s disposition so that all of 
humanity’s deepest yearnings may be fulfilled. 
“Rejoice”: this is a greeting commonly used by 
the prophets when they address the Daughter 
of Zion. It ensures God’s benevolent will 
towards a person and announces an election 
that brings about unparalleled happiness: 
“Exult! You have been highly favoured”.

“The Lord is with you”: these words of 
reassurance often accompany God’s call 
to a particular mission. They are repeated 
in vocation narratives that play a key role 
in salvation history. This reassurance 
indicates that when God chooses someone 
for a particular vocation and mission, he 
continuously supports them by his presence, 
assistance, company, and covenant. “Nothing 
is impossible for God”: this expression is 
spoken to Sarah, the wife of Abraham, in 
the desperate moment of her sterility, prior 
to her bringing forth offspring as numerous 
as the stars in the sky. It expresses God’s 
decision to intervene in human affairs 
in favour of humanity, overcoming any 
limitation of nature or human freedom in the 
unlikely people whom God chooses for his 
purposes. The Annunciation remains for us 
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the announcement of an event of particular 
importance for humanity. It is the “vocation”, 
the “call” of Mary to collaborate in the plan 
of salvation; and it is her answer in faith that 
would allow her to become an instrument of 
human mediation in God’s divine plan.

Mary is invited, first of all, to believe that the 
event announced by the Angel is possible 
and also to believe in herself (this is the most 
difficult part!); then, she is invited to make a 
commitment, and finally to remain faithful 
to this commitment for her entire life. All this 
requires an unconditional trust in God.

God has the mysterious power of making 
fruitful that which, to the human eye, is 
sterile, limited or lost. The Annunciation, 
therefore, is an invitation to review our faith 
in the action and strength of the Spirit! The 
Annunciation calls us to our vocation. In fact, 
the Annunciation was the inspiration that 
moved us to follow the Lord Jesus, following 
the example of Don Bosco. Proclamations like 
this call us to commitment and responsibility, 
in which we must entrust ourselves to God 
and await the future with trust.

The Annunciation reminds us, above all, how 
our personal response to God should be: 
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docile, trusting, continuous, like that of Mary: 
“Let your word be done in me”. Mary allowed 
herself to be shaped by the Word of God, by 
the Spirit of God, to be the Mother of the Word. 
In the inner sanctuary of her heart, grace and 
the Spirit were at work to perfect in Mary her 
vocation as Mother. And so we appreciate 
anew the expression so dear to the Fathers, 
that Mary conceived Jesus in her soul before 
she conceived him in her womb.

Similarly, each of us must choose to allow our 
obedience in faith to mature in dialogue with 
God and in docility to the Spirit. Sometimes 
in our active, consecrated or lay life, a tension 
arises between our personal relationship with 
God, that is to say, attentiveness, dialogue, 
affectionate acceptance and gratitude of the 
Lord, and - on the other hand - concern for the 
results of our activities. The latter challenges 
us and often tempts us. We want to do more 
and more, and little by little we put all our 
trust in the means and activities, to the point 
that they end up draining us. We need to 
constantly connect our endeavours and plans 
to the source from which they take energy 
and meaning: God’s invitation to collaborate 
with Him. This is the profound meaning of our 
obedience.
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We recognize Mary’s role in the inspiration 
and founding of our Congregation and of the 
Salesian Family. We turn to her as our mother, 
asking that her journey of faith, so beautifully 
displayed at the Annunciation, inspire our 
journeys of faith: may we recognize the inner 
call of God, let ourselves become interiorly 
fruitful under the influence of the Spirit, and 
offer our own “Here I am” to bring forth new 
apostolic life.

From the Church’s magisterium
Mary, “Mother of God’s Word” and “Mother of 
Faith”

The human reality created through the word 
finds its most perfect image in Mary’s obedient 
faith. From the Annunciation to Pentecost 
she appears as a woman completely open 
to the will of God. She is the Immaculate 
Conception, the one whom God made “full of 
grace” (cf. Lk 1.28) and unconditionally docile 
to his word (cf. Lk 1.38). Her obedient faith 
shapes her life at every moment before God’s 
plan. A Virgin ever attentive to God’s word, 
she lives completely attuned to that word; she 
treasures in her heart the events of her Son, 
piecing them together as if in a single mosaic 
(cf. Lk 2.19,51).

In our day the faithful need to be helped to 
see more clearly the link between Mary of 
Nazareth and the faith-filled hearing of God’s 
word. […] The incarnation of the word cannot 
be conceived apart from the freedom of this 
young woman who by her assent decisively 
cooperated with the entrance of the eternal 
into time. Mary is the image of the Church 
in attentive listening of the word of God, 
which took flesh in her. Mary also symbolizes 
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openness to God and others; an active 
listening which interiorizes and assimilates, 
one in which the word becomes a way of life.

Here I would like to mention Mary’s familiarity 
with the word of God. This is clearly evident 
in the Magnificat. There we see in some sense 
how she identifies with the word and enters 
into it; in this marvellous canticle of faith, the 
Virgin sings the praises of the Lord in his 
own words: “The Magnificat – a portrait, so 
to speak, of her soul – is entirely woven from 
threads of Holy Scripture, threads drawn from 
the word of God. Here we see how completely 
at home Mary is with the word of God, with 
ease she moves in and out of it. She speaks 
and thinks with the word of God; the word of 
God becomes her word, and her word issues 
from the word of God. Here we see how her 
thoughts are attuned to the thoughts of God, 
how her will is one with the will of God. Since 
Mary is completely imbued with the word of 
God, she is able to become the Mother of the 
Word Incarnate”.

Furthermore, in looking to the Mother of God, 
we see how God’s activity in the world always 
engages our freedom, because through faith 
the divine word transforms us. Our apostolic 
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and pastoral work can never be effective 
unless we learn from Mary how to be shaped 
by the working of God within us: “devout and 
loving attention to the figure of Mary as the 
model and archetype of the Church’s faith is of 
capital importance for bringing about today 
a concrete paradigm shift in the Church’s 
relation with the word, both in prayerful 
listening and in generous commitment to 
mission and proclamation”.

As we contemplate in the Mother of God a life 
totally shaped by the word, we realize that 
we too are called to enter into the mystery of 
faith, whereby Christ comes to dwell in our 
lives. Every Christian believer, Saint Ambrose 
reminds us, in some way interiorly conceives 
and gives birth to the word of God: even 
though there is only one Mother of Christ in 
the flesh, in the faith Christ is the progeny 
of us all. Thus, what took place for Mary can 
daily take place in each of us, in the hearing 
of the word and in the celebration of the 
sacraments.

Listening to God’s Word
A Reading from the Book of Revelation

CHRISTMAS NOVENA

Scripture Readings

Option 1
Second Letter of Peter (2 Pet 1,2-10)
The Power of God’s Promise

May you have more and more grace and peace 
as you come to know our Lord more and 
more. By his divine power, he has given us all 
the things that we need for life and for true 
devotion, bringing us to know God himself, 
who has called us by his own glory and 
goodness. In making these gifts, he has given 
us the guarantee of something very great and 
wonderful to come: through them you will be 
able to share the divine nature and to escape 
corruption in a world that is sunk in vice. But 
to attain this, you will have to do your utmost 
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yourselves, adding goodness to the faith that 
you have, understanding to your goodness, 
self-control to your understanding, patience 
to your self-control, true devotion to your 
patience, kindness towards your fellow men 
to your devotion, and, to this kindness, love. 
If you have a generous supply of these, they 
will not leave you ineffectual or unproductive: 
they will bring you to a real knowledge of our 
Lord Jesus Christ. But without them a man is 
blind or else short-sighted; he has forgotten 
how his past sins were washed away. Brothers, 
you have been called and chosen: work all the 
harder to justify it. If you do all these things 
there is no danger that you will ever fall away.

Option 2
Letter to the Romans (Rom 6,3-14)

You have been taught that when we were 
baptised in Christ Jesus we were baptised 
in his death; in other words, when we were 
baptised we went into the tomb with him 
and joined him in death, so that as Christ was 
raised from the dead by the Father’s glory, 
we too might live a new life. If in union with 
Christ we have imitated his death, we shall 
also imitate him in his resurrection. We must 
realise that our former selves have been 
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crucified with him to destroy this sinful body 
and to free us from the slavery of sin. When 
a Christian dies, of course, he has finished 
with sin. But we believe that having died with 
Christ we shall return to life with him: Christ, 
as we know, having been raised from the 
dead will never die again. Death has no power 
over him anymore. When he died, he died, 
once for all, to sin, so his life now is life with 
God; and in that way, you too must consider 
yourselves to be dead to sin but alive for God 
in Christ Jesus. That is why you must not let 
sin reign in your mortal bodies or command 
your obedience to bodily passions, why you 
must not let any part of your body turn into an 
unholy weapon fighting on the side of sin; you 
should, instead, offer yourselves to God, and 
consider yourselves dead men brought back to 
life; you should make every part of your body 
into a weapon fighting on the side of God; and 
then sin will no longer dominate your life, 
since you are living by grace and not by law.

Salesian Reading
The first object of our Society is the 
sanctification of its members.

To Don Rua and the other beloved sons of St. 
Francis de Sales living in Turin:
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It is most likely that our Society will be 
definitively approved in the near future. 
I therefore feel the need to speak to my 
beloved sons more frequently. Since it is not 
possible for me to see you all in person, I will 
endeavour at least to reach you by letter.

The first object of our Society is the 
sanctification of its members. Therefore, each 
one on entering must strip himself of every 
other thought, every other concern. Whoever 
enters to enjoy a tranquil life, to seek comfort 
and pursue studies, to escape his parents’ 
commands or be exempt from obedience to 
some superior would have a twisted purpose. 
He would not be living the Saviour’s Sequere 
me, but would be following his own temporal 
interests and not the good of souls.

The apostles were praised by the Saviour and 
were promised an eternal kingdom not because 
they abandoned the world, but because by 
abandoning it they showed themselves ready 
to follow him along the way of tribulation, as 
in fact happened, consuming their life with 
fatigue, penance and suffering, and eventually 
suffering even martyrdom for the faith.

Nor is it a good purpose for one to enter or 
remain in the Society because he believes 
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he is necessary for it. Let each one have this 
firmly etched on his mind and in his heart: 
beginning from the general superior down to 
the least of the members, no one is necessary 
in the Society. God alone is its head, its 
absolute and necessary master. Therefore, its 
members must turn to God, their head and 
true master, the one who will reward them. 
Let each one enrol in the Society out of love 
for God, and out of love for him to work, obey 
and abandon whatever he possesses in the 
world in order to be able to say to the Saviour 
whom we have chosen as a model: ecce nos 
reliquimus [omnia] et secuti sumus te, quid ergo 
dabis nobis? [we have left everything to follow 
you, what then will you give us?]…

So, when we say that everyone must enter 
the Society guided by the sole desire to serve 
God with greater perfection, and to do good 
to himself, he intends to do to himself the true 
good, which is spiritual and eternal.

Whoever is seeking a life of comfort or leisure 
will not fare well in our Society. We base 
ourselves on the word of our Saviour who says: 
“If any want to become my disciples, let them 
sell all that they possess, give the proceeds to 
the poor, and then come follow me”. But where 
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shall he lead us, where shall we follow him, 
if he did not have so much as a place to rest 
his own weary head? “Whoever wishes to be 
my disciple”, says the Lord, “will follow me in 
prayer, through penance, and especially by 
denying himself, taking up the cross of daily 
tribulations, and follow me”. But just how far are 
we to follow him? Until death, and, if he so wills, 
even by death on a cross. This is what anyone 
in our Society must do if he truly desires to 
give himself completely to the sacred ministry, 
to teaching or any other priestly services, 
even if that means coming to a violent death 
in prison, in exile, in chains, tormented by 
water or flames, so that after having suffered 
death with Christ on earth he may enjoy with 
Christ the joys of heaven. This seems to me the 
meaning of the words which St. Paul addresses 
to all Christians: “Qui vult gaudere cum Christo, 
oportet pati cum Christo”… Those who wish to 
rejoice with Christ, must suffer with Christ”.

Once a brother has entered with these 
good dispositions he must show himself 
unpretentious and welcome any office that is 
entrusted to him. Teaching, studying, working, 
preaching, hearing confessions, in church or 
out of church: he must accept the humblest 
tasks cheerfully and without hesitation, 
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because God does not look at the nature of 
our work, but looks at the ends for which 
they are done. Therefore, all responsibilities 
are equally noble, because they are equally 
meritorious in the eyes of God. My dearest 
sons, have confidence in your superiors; they 
must give a strict account to God for your 
works; therefore, they discern your capacity 
and inclinations, trying to meet every need in 
a way that is compatible with your strengths, 
always seeking the greater glory of God and 
the advantage of souls.

Oh! If our brothers enter the Society with this 
attitude, our houses will truly become heaven 
on earth. Peace and harmony will reign among 
the individuals of every community, charity 
will be the daily garment of those in positions 
of authority, and a superior’s every step, 
work and thought will be met with respect 
and obedience. In short, we will be a family 
of brothers gathered around their father to 
promote the glory of God on earth so that one 
day we will able to love him and praise him in 
the immense glory of the blessed in Heaven.

May God fill you and your labour with his 
blessings, the grace of the Lord sanctify your 
actions and help you persevere in goodness.

Final Blessing
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Lent is a privileged time for the conversion of 
each Salesian and every community. It is an 
ideal time for retreats, scrutinies and reviews of 
life, community penitential and reconciliation 
services, and the ancient practice of the “Via 
Crucis” or Way of the Cross.

Two Ways of the Cross are proposed here. The 
first is a meditation of the passion and death 
of Jesus according to St. Luke. The second is 
a meditation written by St John Paul II in the 
Jubilee of 2000. The parts are shared by the 
presider, assembly, and three lectors.

WAY OF THE CROSS (Meditation on the 
Passion according to St Luke)

Hymn

Introductory rites
P In the name of the Father, and of the Son 

and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 
The Lord, Jesus Christ, who precedes us 
on the way of the cross, be with you.

A And with your spirit.

P Brothers, let us meditate on the fulfilment 
of the Scriptures in the condemnation and 
death of the Son of man. We listen to the 
testimony of the apostles and participate 
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in their sorrow. Let us climb Calvary 
with Jesus to share in his experience of 
failure and death as a prelude to the joy 
of fullness of life with him. United with 
Jesus, let us pray and contemplate.

Prologue: The disciples journey with Jesus 
(Lk 9,51-56; 18,31-34)
P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy cross, you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 Now as the time drew near for him to be 
taken up to heaven, he resolutely took the 
road for Jerusalem and sent messengers 
ahead of him. These set out, and they 
went into a Samaritan village to make 
preparations for him, but the people would 
not receive him because he was making 
for Jerusalem. Seeing this, the disciples 
James and John said, ‘Lord, do you want 
us to call down fire from heaven to burn 
them up?’ But he turned and rebuked them, 
and they went off to another village.

R2 Then taking the Twelve aside he said to 
them, ‘Now we are going up to Jerusalem, 
and everything that is written by the 
prophets about the Son of Man is to 
come true. For he will be handed over 
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to the pagans and will be mocked, 
maltreated and spat on, and when they 
have scourged him they will put him to 
death; and on the third day he will rise 
again.’ But they could make nothing of 
this; what he said was quite obscure to 
them, they had no idea what it meant.

P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P Lord Jesus, your journey towards the cross 
is an invitation to follow you: a difficult 
invitation to understand, one that is more 
convenient to forget or abandon. Let your 
Spirit be in us, that, contemplating your 
way of the cross, we may embrace it more 
deeply and live it more faithfully as the 
lens through which we interpret our own 
pilgrim way. You are Christ, our Lord.

A Amen.

First station: Jesus enters Jerusalem (Lk 
19,37-40.41-44.45-48)
P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy cross, you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 As [Jesus] was approaching the downward 
slope of the Mount of Olives, the whole 
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group of disciples joyfully began to 
praise God at the top of their voices for 
all the miracles they had seen. They 
cried out: ‘Blessings on the King who 
comes, in the name of the Lord! Peace 
in heaven and glory in the highest 
heavens!’ Some Pharisees in the crowd 
said to him, ‘Master, check your disciples’, 
but he answered, ‘I tell you, if these 
keep silence the stones will cry out’.

R2 As he drew near and came in sight of 
the city he shed tears over it and said, ‘If 
you in your turn had only understood on 
this day the message of peace! But, alas, 
it is hidden from your eyes! Yes, a time 
is coming when your enemies will raise 
fortifications all round you, when they will 
encircle you and hem you in on every side; 
they will dash you and the children inside 
your walls to the ground; they will leave 
not one stone standing on another within 
you - and all because you did not recognise 
your opportunity when God offered it!’

R3 Then he went into the Temple and began 
driving out those who were selling. 
‘According to scripture,’ he said ‘my 
house will be a house of prayer. But 
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you have turned it into a robbers’ den’. 
He taught in the Temple every day. The 
chief priests and the scribes, with the 
support of the leading citizens, tried to 
do away with him, but they did not see 
how they could carry this out because the 
people as a whole hung on his words.

P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P Lord Jesus, like the disciples in the Gospel, 
it is easier for us to recognize you as the 
prince of peace than the suffering servant. 
How often do we invoke you only in words 
but fail to recognize you in the trials of 
everyday life? Therefore, we pray: let your 
strength be with us, so that we may never 
reject you, eternal God, Word of the Father, 
who lives and reigns over the centuries.

A Amen.

R1 When the hour came he took his place 

at table, and the apostles with him. And 
he said to them, ‘I have longed to eat this 
passover with you before I suffer; because, 
I tell you, I shall not eat it again until it 
is fulfilled in the kingdom of God’. Then, 
taking a cup, he gave thanks and said, ‘Take 
this and share it among you, because from 
now on, I tell you, I shall not drink wine 
until the kingdom of God comes’. Then he 
took some bread, and when he had given 
thanks, broke it and gave it to them, saying, 
‘This is my body which will be given for 
you; do this as a memorial of me’. He did 
the same with the cup after supper, and 
said, ‘This cup is the new covenant in my 
blood which will be poured out for you. 
And yet, here with me on the table is the 
hand of the man who betrays me. The Son 
of Man does indeed go to his fate even 
as it has been decreed, but alas for that 
man by whom he is betrayed!’ And they 
began to ask one another which of them 
it could be who was to do this thing.
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P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P Lord Jesus, on your way to the cross you 
desired to remain with us by giving us 
bread and wine as your body and your 
blood, a sign of salvation and fraternal 
communion. You know all that is within us; 
help us to celebrate the Eucharist worthily 
and to live according to what we believe. 
You are the eternal priest of our salvation.

R2 He then left to make his way as usual to 

the Mount of Olives, with the disciples 
following. When they reached the place 
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he said to them, ‘Pray not to be put to the 
test’. Then he withdrew from them, about 
a stone’s throw away, and knelt down and 
prayed. ‘Father,’ he said ‘if you are willing, 
take this cup away from me. Nevertheless, 
let your will be done, not mine.’ Then an 
angel appeared to him, coming from heaven 
to give him strength. In his anguish he 
prayed even more earnestly, and his sweat 
fell to the ground like great drops of blood. 
When he rose from prayer he went to the 
disciples and found them sleeping for sheer 
grief. ‘Why are you asleep?’ he said to them. 
‘Get up and pray not to be put to the test.’

His followers, seeing what was 
happening, said, ‘Lord, shall we use our 
swords?’ And one of them struck out at the 
high priest’s servant, and cut off his right 
ear. But at this Jesus spoke. ‘Leave off!’ he 
said ‘That will do!’ And touching the man’s 
ear he healed him. Then Jesus spoke to the 
chief priests and captains of the Temple 
guard and elders who had come for him.

He was brought 
before their council, and they said to him, 
‘If you are the Christ, tell us’. ‘If I tell you,’ 
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he replied ‘you will not believe me, and 
if I question you, you will not answer. 
But from now on, the Son of Man will be 
seated at the right hand of the Power of 
God’. Then they all said, ‘So you are the 
Son of God then?’ He answered, ‘It is you 
who say I am’. ‘What need of witnesses 
have we now?’ they said. ‘We have heard 
it for ourselves from his own lips.’

Pilate put to him this 
question, ‘Are you the king of the Jews?’ ‘It 
is you who say it’ he replied. Pilate then said 
to the chief priests and the crowd, ‘I find no 
case against this man’. But they persisted, 
‘He is inflaming the people with his teaching 
all over Judaea; it has come all the way from 
Galilee, where he started, down to here’. When 
Pilate heard this, he asked if the man were 
a Galilean; and finding that he came under 
Herod’s jurisdiction he passed him over to 
Herod who was also in Jerusalem at that time.

P Lord Jesus, help us to give faithful witness 
to you and to proclaim your good news 
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of salvation. Those who were in darkness 
refused your light and rejected you, even 
as you offered your life to save humanity 
from sin and death. Lord Jesus, who prayed 
for those who were not of the world, help us 
to announce your presence and be signs of 
salvation. You are Christ, the Lord of history.

Seventh station: Jesus before Herod

R3 Herod was delighted to see Jesus; he 
had heard about him and had been 
wanting for a long time to set eyes on 
him; moreover, he was hoping to see some 
miracle worked by him. So he questioned 
him at some length; but without getting 
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any reply. Meanwhile the chief priests 
and the scribes were there, violently 
pressing their accusations. Then Herod, 
together with his guards, treated him 
with contempt and made fun of him; 
he put a rich cloak on him and sent 
him back to Pilate. And though Herod 
and Pilate had been enemies before, 
they were reconciled that same day.

P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P  Lord Jesus, we thank you for the strength 
you give to those who suffer injustice and 
persecution. We too, in our weakness, 
need the boldness and courage that 
comes from your Spirit. Give us, Lord, 
your Spirit of strength and love. You are 
the presence that brings salvation.

R1 Pilate then summoned the chief priests 
and the leading men and the people. ‘You 
brought this man before me’ he said ‘as 
a political agitator. Now I have gone into 
the matter myself in your presence and 
found no case against the man in respect 
of all the charges you bring against him. 
Nor has Herod either, since he has sent 
him back to us. As you can see, the man 
has done nothing that deserves death. 
So I shall have him flogged and then let 
him go.’ But they shouted back, ‘Crucify 
him! Crucify him!’ And for the third time 
he spoke to them, ‘Why? What harm 
has this man done? I have found no 
case against him that deserves death, 
so I shall have him punished and then 
let him go’.

You are the innocent 
victim who redeems the innocent.

But Jesus turned to them 
and said, ‘Daughters of Jerusalem, do not 
weep for me; weep rather for yourselves 
and for your children. For the days will 
surely come when people will say, “Happy 
are those who are barren, the wombs that 
have never borne, the breasts that have 
never suckled!” Then they will begin to 
say to the mountains, “Fall on us!”; to the 
hills, “Cover us”. For if men use the green 
wood like this, what will happen when it is 
dry?’ Now with him they were also leading 
out two other criminals to be executed.

Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive 
them; they do not know what they are 
doing’. Then they cast lots to share out his 
clothing. The people stayed there watching 
him. As for the leaders, they jeered at 
him. ‘He saved others,’ they said ‘let him 
save himself if he is the Christ of God, the 
Chosen One.’ The soldiers mocked him too, 
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and when they approached to offer vinegar 
they said, ‘If you are the king of the Jews, 
save yourself’.

‘You 
got the same sentence as he did, but in 
our case we deserved it: we are paying 
for what we did. But this man has done 
nothing wrong. ‘Jesus,’ he said ‘remember 
me when you come into your kingdom.’ 
‘Indeed, I promise you,’ he replied ‘today 
you will be with me in paradise.’

P Lord Jesus, have mercy on us, for we too 
are sinners. We ask for your help and 
forgiveness. After being wrapped in the 
shadow of pain and death, you rose and 
ascended into heaven, where you are 
seated at the right hand of your Father. 
Be mindful of your servants who have 
hoped in you; bring them to that glorious

R2 It was now about the sixth hour and, with 
the sun eclipsed, a darkness came over 
the whole land until the ninth hour. The 
veil of the Temple was torn right down the 
middle; and when Jesus had cried out in a 
loud voice, he said, ‘Father, into your hands 
I commit my spirit’. With these words he 
breathed his last. When the centurion saw 
what had taken place, he gave praise to God 
and said, ‘This was a great and good man’. 
And when all the people who had gathered 
for the spectacle saw what had happened,

they went home beating their breasts. All 
his friends stood at a distance; so also did 
the women who had accompanied him 
from Galilee, and they saw all this happen.

P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and

P Lord Jesus, your anguish over the sins 
of humanity tormented you as much as 
your passion and crucifixion. For our 
sake, you endured loneliness and the fear 
of being abandoned.

R3 Then a member of the council arrived, 
an upright and virtuous man named 
Joseph. He had not consented to what the 
others had planned and carried out. He 
came from Arimathaea, a Jewish town, 
and he lived in the hope of seeing the 
kingdom of God. This man went to Pilate 
and asked for the body of Jesus. He then 
took it down, wrapped it in a shroud and 
put him in a tomb which was hewn in 
stone in which no one had yet been laid.

P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P Lord Jesus, with profound reverence some 
of your followers reposed your lifeless 
body in a newly hewn tomb. But the 
temple of your body was not destined for 
ruin and the tomb could not contain you. 
The empty tomb proclaims your risen 
glory. You are life and resurrection love.

L1 On the first day of the week, at the first sign 
of dawn, they went to the tomb with the 
spices they had prepared. They found that 
the stone had been rolled away from the 
tomb, but on entering discovered that the 
body of the Lord Jesus was not there. As they 
stood there not knowing what to think, two 
men in brilliant clothes suddenly appeared 
at their side. Terrified, the women lowered 
their eyes. But the two men said to them, 
‘Why look among the dead for someone 
who is alive? He is not here; he has risen. 
Remember what he told you when he was 
still in Galilee: that the Son of Man had to be 
handed over into the power of sinful men and 
be crucified, and rise again on the third day?’
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P Christ gave his life for us.
A Let us share it with our brothers and 

sisters.

P Lord Jesus, the shadow of death could not 
obscure your name; what was impossible 
for humanity is possible for God. A new 
day dawns! A song of victory will rise 
from Jerusalem to your glory and praise.

Conclusion
P The passion of Jesus is not over: he continues

us” for the redemption of the world. But the 
death of Jesus in not the end; the resurrection 
removes death’s sting. This is the hope that 
guides our life: we too will pass through death 
to share in the glorious life of the Risen Jesus.

WAY OF THE CROSS (ST JOHN PAUL II)

Introductory rites
Adapted from the introduction of St John Paul II

P In the name of the Father, and of 
the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

A Amen.
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P “If any want to become my followers, 
let them deny themselves and take up 
their cross and follow me.” (Mt 16,24)

For twenty centuries the Church has gathered 
to remember and to re-live the events of the 
final stage of the earthly journey of the Son 
of God. Once again this year, we follow the 
footsteps of Jesus, who “went out, carrying his 
cross, to the place called the place of the skull, 
which is called in Hebrew Golgotha” (Jn 19,17).

We are here because we believe that Jesus’ 
Way of the Cross was not simply a journey 
to the place of execution. We believe that 
every step of the Condemned Christ, every 
action and every word, as well as everything 
felt and done by those who took part in this 
tragic drama, continues to speak to us. In his 
suffering and death, Christ reveals to us the 
truth about God and humanity.

Let us contemplate the full meaning of that 
event, so that what happened then may speak 
with new power to our minds and hearts 
today, and become a source of grace as we 
participate in it.

To share means to have a part. What does it 
mean to have a part in the Cross of Christ? It 
means to experience, in the Holy Spirit, the 
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love hidden within the Cross of Christ. It means 
to recognize, in the light of this love, our own 
cross. It means to take up that cross once more 
and, strengthened by this love, to continue 
our journey through life in imitation of the 
one “who endured the cross, disregarding its 
shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand 
of the throne of God” (Heb 12,2).

Let us pray
Lord Jesus Christ, fill our hearts with the light 
of your Spirit, so that by following you on your 
final journey we may come to know the price 
of our Redemption and become worthy of a 
share in the fruits of your Passion, Death and 
Resurrection. You who live and reign for ever 
and ever.
A Amen.

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FIRST STATION: 
Jesus is condemned to death

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 “Are you the King of the Jews?” (Jn 18,33) 
“My kingdom is not from this world. If 
my kingdom were from this world, my 
followers would be fighting to keep me 
from being handed over to the Jews. But 
as it is, my kingdom is not from here” (Jn 
18,36). Pilate said to him, “So you are a 
king?” Jesus answered, “You say that I am a 
king. For this I was born, and for this I have 
come into the world, to bear witness to the 
truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears 
my voice.” Pilate said in reply, “What is 
truth?” At this point, the Roman Procurator 
saw no need for further questions. He 
went to the Jews and told them: “I find 
no crime in him” (cf. Jn 18,37-38).

R2 The tragedy of Pilate is hidden in the 
question: What is truth? This was no 
philosophical question about the nature 
of truth, but an existential question about 
his own relationship with truth. It was 
an attempt to escape from the voice of 

............................................................................. 
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conscience, which was pressing him 
to acknowledge the truth and follow it. 
When someone refuses to be guided by 
truth he or she is ultimately ready even to 
condemn an innocent person to death.

R3 The accusers sense this weakness in 
Pilate and so they do not yield. They 
relentlessly call for death by crucifixion. 
Pilate’s attempts at half measures are 
of no avail. The cruel punishment of 
scourging inflicted upon the Accused is 
not enough. When the Procurator brings 
Jesus, scourged and crowned with thorns, 
before the crowd, he seems to be looking 
for words which he thinks might quench 
the mob’s thirst for blood. Pointing to Jesus 
he says: Ecce homo! Behold the man! But 
the answer comes back: “Crucify him, 
crucify him!” Pilate then tries to buy time: 
“Take him yourselves and crucify him, 
for I find no crime in him” (Jn 19,5-7).

R1 Pilate is increasingly convinced that 
the Accused is innocent, but this is not 
enough for him to decide in his favour. 
The accusers use their final argument: “If 
you release this man, you are no friend 
of Caesar; everyone who claims to be a

king sets himself against the emperor” (Jn 
19,12). This is clearly a threat. Recognizing 
the danger, Pilate finally gives in and 
pronounces the sentence. But not without 
the contemptuous gesture of washing his 
hands: “I am innocent of this man’s blood; 
see to it yourselves!” (Mt 27,24) 
And so Jesus, the Son of the living 
God, the Redeemer of the world, was 
condemned to death by crucifixion.

R2 Over the centuries the denial of truth 
has spawned suffering and death. It 
is the innocent who pay the price of 
human hypocrisy. Half measures are 
never enough. Nor is it enough to wash 
one’s hands. Responsibility for the blood 
of the just remains. This is why Christ 
prayed so fervently for his disciples in 
every age: Father, “sanctify them in the 
truth; your word is truth” (Jn 17,17).

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, you accepted an 

unjust judgment. Grant to us and to all 
the men and women of our time the 
grace to remain faithful to the truth. Do 
not allow the weight of responsibility 
for the sufferings of the innocent to 
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fall upon us and upon those who come 
after us. To you, O Jesus, just Judge, be 
honour and glory for ever and ever.

A Amen.

SECOND STATION: Jesus takes up his Cross

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R3 The cross. The instrument of a shameful 
death. It was not lawful to condemn a 
Roman citizen to death by crucifixion: it 
was too humiliating. The moment that Jesus 
of Nazareth took up the Cross in order to 
carry it to Calvary marked a turning-point 
in the history of the cross. The symbol of 
a shameful death, reserved for the lowest 
classes, the cross becomes a key. From now 
on, with the help of this key, man will open 
the door of the deepest mystery of God. 
Through Christ’s acceptance of the Cross,

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the instrument of his own self-emptying, 
men will come to know that God is love.

R1 Love without limits: “God so loved the 
world that he gave his only Son, that 
whoever believes in him should not 
perish but have eternal life” (Jn 3,16).

R2 This truth about God was revealed in the 
Cross. Could it not have been revealed in 
some other way? Perhaps! But God chose 
the Cross. The Father chose the Cross for 
his Son, and his Son shouldered it, carried 
it to Mount Calvary and on it offered his 
life. “In the Cross there is suffering, in the 
Cross there is salvation, in the Cross there 
is a lesson of love. O God, he who once has 
understood you, desires nothing else, seeks 
nothing else” (Polish Lenten hymn). The 
Cross is the sign of a love without limits!

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, who accepted the 

Cross from the hands of your brothers, 
transforming it into the sign of God’s 
saving love for humanity, grant us and all 
the men and women of our time the grace 
of faith in this infinite love. By passing 
on to every generation the sign of the 
Cross, may we be authentic witnesses to 
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the Redemption. To you, O Jesus, Priest 
and Victim, be praise and glory forever.

A Amen.

 Our Father...

Chant refrain
A Weakened, prodded, cursed and fallen, 

his whole body bruised and swollen, 
Jesus tripped and lay in pain.

THIRD STATION: Jesus falls the first time

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R3 “God laid on him the sins of us all” (cf. 
Is 53,6). “All of us like sheep have gone 
astray; we have turned everyone to 
his own way; and the Lord has laid on 
him the iniquity of us all” (Is 53,6).

R1 Jesus falls under the Cross. This will happen 
three times along the comparatively short 
stretch of the “via dolorosa”. Exhaustion 
makes Jesus fall. His body is stained with 
blood from the scourging; his head is 
crowned with thorns. All this causes his 
strength to fail. So he falls, and the weight 
of the Cross crushes him to the ground.

............................................................................................................... 
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R2 We must go back to the words of 
the Prophet, who foresaw this fall 
centuries earlier. It is as though he were 
contemplating it with his own eyes: 
seeing the Servant of the Lord, on the 
ground under the weight of the Cross, 
he tells us the real cause of his fall. It is 
this: “God laid on him the sins of us all”. 
It was our sins that crushed the divine 
Condemned One to the ground. It was 
our sins that determined the weight of 
the Cross that he carries on his shoulders. 
It was our sins that made him fall.

R1 With difficulty Christ gets up again 
to continue his journey. The soldiers 
escorting him urge him on with 
shouts and blows. After a moment 
the procession sets out again.

R2 Jesus falls and gets up again. In this way, 
the Redeemer of the world speaks without 
words to all those who fall. He exhorts 
them to get up again. “He himself bore 
our sins in his body on the wood of the 
cross, so that, free from sins, we might 
live for righteousness. By his wounds 
we have been healed” (cf. 1 Pet 2,24).

Prayer
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P O Christ, as you fall under the weight of our 
faults and rise again for our justification, we 
pray, help us and all who are weighed down 
by sin to stand up again and continue the 
journey. Give us the strength of the Spirit to 
carry with you the cross of our weakness. 
To you, O Jesus, crushed under the weight 
of our faults, be our praise and love for ever.

A Amen.

Chant refrain
A Jesus met his grieving Mother, 

she who made the Lord our Brother, 
now the sword her heart has pierced.

FOURTH STATION: Jesus meets his Mother

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R2 “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have 
found favour with God. And now, you will 
conceive in your womb and bear a son, 
and you will name him Jesus. He will be 
great, and will be called the Son of the Most 
High, and the Lord God will give to him the 
throne of his ancestor David. He will reign 

................................................................................................................... 
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over the house of Jacob forever, and of his 
kingdom there will be no end” (Lk 1,30-33).

R3 Mary remembered these words. She often 
returned to them in the secret of her heart. 
When she met her Son on the way of the 
Cross, perhaps these very words came to 
her mind with particular force. “He will 
reign... His kingdom will have no end”, 
the heavenly messenger had said. Now, 
as she watches her Son, condemned to 
death, carrying the Cross on which he 
must die, she might ask herself an obvious 
question: So how can these words be 
fulfilled? In what way will he reign over 
the House of David? And how can it be that 
his kingdom will have no end? Humanly 
speaking, these are reasonable questions.

R1 But Mary remembered that, when she 
first heard the Angel’s message, she had 
replied: “Behold, I am the handmaid of 
the Lord. May it be done to me according 
to your word” (Lk 1,38). Now she sees that 
her word is being fulfilled as the word of 
the Cross. Because she is a mother, Mary 
suffers deeply. But she answers now as she 
had answered then, at the Annunciation: 
“May it be done to me according to your 
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word”. In this way, as a mother would, 
she embraces the cross together with the 
divine Condemned One. On the way of 
the Cross, Mary shows herself to be the 
Mother of the Redeemer of the world.

R2 “All you who pass by the way, look and 
see whether there is any suffering like my 
suffering, which has been dealt me” (Lam 
1,12). It is the Sorrowful Mother who speaks, 
the Handmaid who is obedient to the end, 
the Mother of the Redeemer of the world.

Prayer
P O Mary, who walked the way of the Cross 

with your Son, your mother’s heart torn 
by grief, but mindful always of your fiat 
and fully confident that He to whom 
nothing is impossible would be able to 
fulfil his promises, implore for us and for 
the generations yet to come the grace 
of surrender to God’s love. Help us, in 
the face of suffering, rejection, and trial, 
however prolonged and severe, never 
to doubt his love. To Jesus, your Son, 
honour and glory for ever and ever.

A Amen.

 Our Father …
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Chant refrain
A Simon stopped in hesitation, 

not foreseeing his proud station, 
called to bear the cross of Christ.

FIFTH STATION: Simon of Cyrene 
helps Jesus to carry his Cross

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R3 They compelled Simon to help Jesus (cf. 
Mk 15,21). The Roman soldiers did this 
because they feared that in his exhaustion 
the Condemned Man would not be able to 
carry the Cross all the way to Golgotha. 
Then they would not be able to carry out 
the sentence of crucifixion. They were 
looking for someone to help carry the 
Cross. Their eyes fell on Simon. They 
compelled him to take the weight upon his 
shoulders. We can imagine that Simon did 
not want to do this and objected. Carrying 
the cross with a convict was considered 
an offensive to the dignity of a free man.

R1 Although unwilling, Simon took 
up the Cross to help Jesus.

............................................................................... 
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R2 In a Lenten hymn we hear the words: 
“Under the weight of the Cross Jesus 
welcomes the Cyrenean”. These words 
allow us to discern a total change of 
perspective: the divine Condemned One is 
someone who, in a certain sense, “makes 
a gift” of his Cross. Was it not he who said: 
“He who does not take up his cross and 
follow me is not worthy of me?” (Mt 10,38)

R3 Simon receives a gift. He has become 
“worthy” of it. What the crowd might see 
as an offence to his dignity has, from the 
perspective of redemption, given him a new 
dignity. In a unique way, the Son of God has 
allowed him to share in his work of salvation.

R1 Is Simon aware of this? The evangelist 
Mark identifies Simon of Cyrene as the 
“father of Alexander and Rufus” (15,21). If 
the sons of Simon of Cyrene were known 
to the first Christian community, it can be 
presumed that Simon too, while carrying 
the Cross, came to believe in Christ. 
From being forced, he freely accepted, 
as though deeply touched by the words: 
“Whoever does not carry his cross with 
me is not worthy of me.” By his carrying 
of the Cross, Simon was brought to the 
knowledge of the gospel of the Cross.
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R2 Since then, this gospel has spoken to many, 
countless “Cyreneans”, called in the course 
of history to carry the cross with Jesus.

Prayer
P O Christ, you gave to Simon of Cyrene the 

dignity of carrying your Cross. Welcome us too 
under its weight; welcome all men and women 
and grant to everyone the gift of readiness 
to serve. When we are tempted to turn away 
from those who are crushed by the cross of 
illness, loneliness, hunger or injustice, let us 
help you by helping them. As we carry each 
other’s burdens, help us to become witnesses 
to the gospel of the Cross and witnesses to 
you, who live and reign for ever and ever.

A Amen.

Chant refrain
A Brave but trembling came the woman, 

none but she would flaunt the Roman, 
moved by love beyond her fear.

SIXTH STATION: 
Veronica wipes the face of Jesus

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

...................................................................................... 
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R3 Veronica does not appear in the Gospels. 
Her name is not mentioned, even though the 
names of other women who accompanied 
Jesus do appear. It is possible, therefore, that 
the name refers more to what the woman 
did. In fact, according to tradition, on the 
road to Calvary a woman pushed her way 
through the soldiers escorting Jesus and 
with a veil wiped the sweat and blood 
from the Lord’s face. That face remained 
imprinted on the veil, a faithful reflection, a 
“true icon”. This could be the reason for the 
name Veronica. If this is so, the name which 
evokes the memory of what this woman did 
carries with it the deepest truth about her.

R1 One day, Jesus drew the criticism of 
onlookers when he defended a sinful woman 
who had poured perfumed oil on his feet 
and dried them with her hair. To those who 
objected, he replied: “Why do you trouble 
this woman? For she has done a beautiful 
thing to me... In pouring this ointment 
on my body she has done it to prepare 
me for burial” (Mt 26,10.12). These words 
could likewise be applied to Veronica.

R2 Thus we see the profound eloquence of this 
event. The Redeemer of the world presents 
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Veronica with an authentic image of his 
face. The veil upon which the face of Christ 
remains imprinted becomes a message 
for us. In a certain sense it says: This is 
how every act of goodness, every gesture 
of true love towards one’s neighbour, 
strengthens the likeness of the Redeemer 
of the world in the one who acts that way.

R3 Acts of love do not pass away. Every act 
of goodness, of understanding, of service 
leaves on people’s hearts an indelible 
imprint and makes us ever more like the 
One who “emptied himself, taking the form 
of a servant” (Phil 2,7). This is what shapes 
our identity and gives us our true name.

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, you accepted a woman’s 

selfless gesture of love and in exchange 
allowed future generations to remember 
her by the name of your face. Grant that 
our works, and the works of all those 
who come after us, will make us like 
unto you and will leave in the world 
the reflection of your infinite love. To 
you, O Jesus, splendour of the Father’s 
glory, be praise and glory forever.

Chant refrain
A Can the human heart refrain 

from partaking in her pain, 
in that Mother’s untold pain?

SEVENTH STATION: 
Jesus falls the second time

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 “I am a worm, and no man; scorned 
by men, and despised by the people” 
(Ps 22,6). These words of the Psalmist 
come to mind as we see Jesus fall to the 
ground a second time under the Cross.

R2 Here in the dust of the earth lies the 
Condemned One. Crushed by the weight of 
his Cross. His strength drains away from 
him more and more. But with great effort 
he gets up again to continue his march.

 To us sinners, what does this second 
fall say? More than the first one, it 
seems to urge us to get up, to get up 
again on our way of the cross.

........................................................................ 
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R3 Cyprian Norwid wrote: “Not behind us with 
the Saviour’s Cross, but behind the Saviour 
with our own Cross.” A brief saying, but one 
that conveys much truth! It explains how 
Christianity is the religion of the Cross. It 
tells us that every person here below meets 
Christ who carries the Cross and falls under 
its weight. In his turn, Christ, on the way 
to Calvary, meets every man and woman 
and, falling under the weight of the Cross, 
does not cease to proclaim the good news.

R1 For two thousand years the gospel of the 
Cross has spoken to humanity. For twenty 
centuries Christ, getting up again from 
his fall, meets those who fall. Throughout 
these two millennia many people have 
learned that falling does not mean the end 
of the road. In meeting the Saviour, they 
have heard his reassuring words: “My 
grace is sufficient for you; for my power 
is made perfect in weakness” (2 Cor 12,9). 
Comforted, they have gotten up again and 
brought to the world the word of hope 
which comes from the Cross. Today, we 
are called to penetrate more deeply the 
meaning of this encounter. Our generation 
must pass on to future centuries the good 
news that we are lifted up again in Christ.
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Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, you fall under the 

weight of human sin and you get up 
again to take it upon yourself and cancel 
it. Give to us, weak men and women, the 
strength to carry the cross of daily life 
and to get up again from our falls, so 
that we may bring to future generations 
the Gospel of your saving power. To 
you, O Jesus, our support when we are 
weak, be praise and glory forever.

A Amen.

Chant refrain
A May our sympathy for Jesus 

turn to those who here now need us, 
may we see Christ bruised in them.

EIGHTH STATION: Jesus speaks 
to the women of Jerusalem

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R2 “Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for 
me, but weep for yourselves and for your 
children. For the days are surely coming 

........................................................................ 
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when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren, 
and the wombs that never bore, and the 
breasts that never nursed.’ Then they will 
begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on 
us’; and to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ For if they 
do this when the wood is green, what 
will happen when it is dry?” (Lk 23,28-31). 
These are the words of Jesus to the women 
of Jerusalem who were weeping with 
compassion for the Condemned One.

R3 “Do not weep for me, but weep for 
yourselves and for your children.” At the 
time it was certainly difficult to understand 
the meaning of these words. They 
contained a prophecy that would soon 
come to pass. Shortly before, Jesus had 
wept over Jerusalem, foretelling the terrible 
fate that awaited the city. Now he seems 
to be referring again to that fate: “Weep 
for your children. Weep, because these, 
your very children, will be witnesses and 
will share in the destruction of Jerusalem, 
the Jerusalem which did not know the 
time of her visitation” (cf. Lk 19,44).

R1 If, as we follow Christ on the way of the 
Cross, our hearts are moved with pity 
for his suffering, we cannot forget that 
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admonition. “For if they do this when the 
wood is green, what will happen when 
it is dry?” For our generation, […] rather 
than weep for Christ crucified, it is now 
the time for us to recognize “the time of 
our visitation”. Already the dawn of the 
resurrection is shining forth. “Behold, 
now is the acceptable time; behold, now 
is the day of salvation” (2 Cor 6,2).

R2 To each of us Christ addresses these 
words of the book of Revelation: “Behold, 
I stand at the door and knock; if any one 
hears my voice and opens the door, I 
will come in to him and eat with him, 
and he with me. He who conquers, I will 
grant him to sit with me on my throne, 
as I myself conquered and sat down 
with my Father on his throne” (3,20-21).

Prayer
P O Christ, you came into this world to visit 

all those who await salvation. Grant that 
our generation will recognize the time 
of its visitation and share in the fruits 
of your redemption. Do not permit that 
there should be weeping for us and for 
the men and women of our times because 
we have rejected our merciful Father’s 
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outstretched hand. To you, O Jesus, 
born of the Virgin Daughter of Zion, be 
honour and praise for ever and ever.

A Amen.

Chant refrain
A Jesus fell again in weakness, 

stumbling as we do, to lead us 
through our sorrow and our pain.

NINTH STATION: Jesus falls the third time

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 Once more Christ has fallen to the 
ground under the weight of the Cross. 
The crowd watches, wondering whether 
he will have the strength to rise again.

 Saint Paul writes: “Though he was in the 
form of God, he did not count equality with 
God a thing to be grasped, but emptied 
himself taking the form of a servant, 
being born in human likeness. And 
being found in human form, he humbled 
himself and became obedient unto death, 
even death on a Cross” (Phil 2,6-8).

.................................................................................................................. 
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R2 The third fall seems to express just this: the 
self-emptying, the kenosis of the Son of God, 
his humiliation beneath the Cross. Jesus had 
said to the disciples that he had come not to 
be served but to serve (cf. Mt 20,28). In the 
Upper Room, bending low to the ground 
and washing their feet, he sought, as it were, 
to prepare them for this humiliation of his. 
Falling to the ground for the third time on 
the way of the Cross, he proclaims to us 
once more the mystery of himself. Let us 
listen to his voice! This Condemned Man, 
crushed to the ground beneath the weight 
of the Cross, now very near the place of 
punishment, tells us: “I am the way, and 
the truth and the life” (Jn 14,6). “Whoever 
who follows me will not walk in darkness, 
but will have the light of life” (Jn 8,12).

R3 Let us not be dismayed by the sight of a 
condemned man who falls to the ground 
exhausted under the cross. Within this 
outward sign of the death which is 
approaching, the light of life lies hidden.

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, through your humiliation 

beneath the Cross you revealed to the 
world the price of its redemption. Grant 
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to the men and women of every age the 
light of faith, so that, as they recognize in 
you the Suffering Servant of God and man, 
they may have the courage to follow the 
same path which, by way of the Cross and 
self-emptying, leads to life without end. 
To you, O Jesus, our strength when we 
are weak, be honour and glory forever.

A Amen.

Chant refrain
A Stripped and jeered by his own nation, 

Jesus stood in desolation, 
Giving all he had to give.

TENTH STATION: Jesus is stripped 
and offered gall and vinegar to drink

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 “When he tasted it, he would not drink it” (Mt 
27,34). Jesus did not want a sedative, which 
would have dulled his consciousness during 
the agony. He wanted to be fully aware as 
he suffered on the Cross, accomplishing the 
mission he had received from the Father.

................................................................................................... 
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R2 That was not what the soldiers in charge 
of the execution were used to. Since they 
had to nail the condemned man to the 
Cross, they tried to dull his senses and his 
consciousness. But with Christ this could 
not be. Jesus knows that his death on the 
Cross must be a sacrifice of expiation. 
This is why he wants to remain alert to 
the very end. Without consciousness, 
he could not, in complete freedom, 
accept the full measure of suffering.

R3 Behold, he must mount the Cross, in 
order to offer the sacrifice of the New 
Covenant. He is the Priest. By means of 
his own blood, he must enter the eternal 
dwelling-places, having accomplished 
the world’s redemption (cf. Heb 9,12).

R1 Conscience and freedom: these are the 
essential elements of a fully human action. 
The world has so many ways to weaken 
the will and darken the conscience. 
They must be carefully defended from 
all violence. Even the legitimate attempt 
to control pain must always be done 
with respect for human dignity.

R2 If life and death are to retain their true 
value, the depths of Christ’s sacrifice must 
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be understood, and we must unite ourselves 
to that sacrifice if we are to hold firm.

Prayer
P Lord Jesus who, with supreme dedication, 

accepted death on the Cross for our salvation, 
grant to us and to all the world’s people a 
share in your sacrifice on the Cross, so that 
what we are and what we do may always 
be a free and conscious sharing in your 
work of salvation. To you, O Jesus, Priest 
and Victim, be honour and glory forever.

A Amen.

A Pierced the hands that blessed and 

cured us, 
pierced the feet that walked to free us, 
Walked the hill of Calvary.

ELEVENTH STATION: 
Jesus is nailed to the Cross

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R3 “They tear holes in my hands and my 
feet; I can count every one of my bones” 

........................................................................ 
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(Ps 21,17-18). The words of the Prophet 
are fulfilled. The execution begins. The 
torturers’ blows crush the hands and 
feet of the Condemned One against the 
wood of the Cross. The nails are driven 
violently into his wrists. Those nails will 
hold the condemned man as he endures 
inexpressible torments of his agony. In his 
body and his supremely sensitive spirit, 
Christ suffers in a way beyond words.

R1 With him there are crucified two 
real criminals, one on his right, the 
other on his left. The prophecy is 
fulfilled: “He was numbered among 
the transgressors” (Is 53,12).

 Once the torturers raise the Cross, there 
will begin an agony that will last three 
hours. This word too must be fulfilled: 
“When I am lifted up from the earth, I will 
draw all people to myself” (Jn 12,32).

R2 What is it that “draws” us to the Condemned 
One in agony on the Cross? Certainly, 
the sight of such intense suffering stirs 
compassion. But compassion is not 
enough to lead us to bind our very life 
to the One who hangs on the Cross.
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R3 How is it that, generation after generation, 
this appalling sight has drawn countless 
hosts of people who have made the Cross 
the hallmark of their faith? Hosts of men 
and women who for centuries have lived 
and given their lives looking to this sign?

R1 From the Cross, Christ draws us by the power 
of love, divine Love, which did not recoil from 
the total gift of self; infinite Love, which on 
the tree of the Cross raised up from the earth 
the weight of Christ’s body, to counterbalance 
the weight of the first sin; boundless Love, 
which has utterly filled every absence of love 
and allowed humanity to find refuge once 
more in the arms of the merciful Father.

R2 May Christ, lifted high on the Cross, 
draw us too! In the shadow of the Cross, 
let us “walk in love, as Christ loved us 
and gave himself up for us, a fragrant 
offering and sacrifice to God” (Eph 5,2).

Prayer
P O Christ lifted high, O Love crucified, fill 

our hearts with your love, that we may see 
in your Cross the sign of our redemption 
and, drawn by your wounds, we may live 
and die with you, who live and reign with 
the Father and the Spirit, now and forever.
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A Amen.

Chant refrain
A Life eternal, death defiant, 

bowed his head – the world was silent, 
through his death came life anew.

TWELFTH STATION: Jesus dies on the Cross

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 “Father, forgive them, for they know not 
what they do” (Lk 23,34). At the height 
of his Passion, Christ does not forget 
humanity, especially those who are 
directly responsible for his suffering. 
Jesus knows that more than anything 
else humanity needs love; humanity 
needs the mercy which at this moment 
is being poured out on the world.

R2 “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with 
me in Paradise” (Lk 23,43). This is how Jesus 
replies to the plea of the criminal hanging 
on his right: “Jesus, remember me when 
you come into your kingdom” (Lk 23,42). 
The promise of a new life! This is the first 

..................................................................................................................... 
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fruit of the Passion and imminent Death 
of Christ. A word of hope to humanity!

R3 At the foot of the Cross stood Mary, and 
beside her the disciple, John the Evangelist. 
Jesus says: “Woman, behold your son!” 
and to the disciple: “Behold your mother!” 
(Jn 19,26-27). “And from that moment the 
disciple took her to his own home” (Jn 19,27). 
This is his bequest to those dearest to his 
heart. His legacy to the Church! The desire 
of Jesus as he dies is that the maternal love 
of Mary should embrace all those for whom 
he is giving his life, the whole of humanity.

R1 Immediately after, Jesus cries out: “I am 
thirsty” (Jn 19,28). A word which describes 
the dreadful burning which consumes 
his whole body! It is the one word which 
refers directly to his physical suffering.

 Then Jesus adds: “My God, my God, 
why have you abandoned me?” (Mt 
27,46; cf. Ps 22,2). These words of the 
Psalm are his prayer. Despite their 
tone, these words reveal the depths 
of his union with the Father.

R2 In the last moments of his life on earth, 
Jesus thinks of the Father. From this 



400

moment on, the dialogue will only be 
between the dying Son and the Father 
who accepts his sacrifice of love.

 When the ninth hour comes, Jesus 
cries out: “It is accomplished!” (Jn 19,30) 
Now the work of the redemption is 
complete. The mission, for which he 
came on earth, has reached its goal.

R3 The rest belongs to the Father: “Father, into 
your hands I commit my spirit” (Lk 23,46). 
And having said this, Jesus breathed his 
last. “The veil of the temple was torn in 
two...” (Mt 27,51). The “Holy of Holies” of 
the Jerusalem Temple is opened at the 
moment when it is entered by the Priest 
of the New and Eternal Covenant.

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, in the moment of 

your agony you were not indifferent to 
humanity’s fate, and with your last breath 
you entrusted to the Father’s mercy the 
men and women of every age, with all 
their weaknesses and sins. Fill us and 
the generations yet to come with your 
Spirit of love, so that our indifference 
will not render vain in us the fruits of 
your death. To you, crucified Jesus, 
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the wisdom and the power of God, be 
honour and glory for ever and ever.

A Amen.

A Stunned and stricken, Mary, Mother, 

In your arms we placed our brother, 
“Full of grace” now filled with grief.

THIRTEENTH STATION: Jesus is taken down 
from the Cross and given to his Mother

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy Cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 They have placed the lifeless body of 
the Son in the arms of his Mother. The 
Gospels say nothing of what she felt at that 
moment. It is as though by their silence the 
Evangelists wished to respect her sorrow, 
her feelings and her memories. Or that they 
simply felt incapable of expressing them. 
It is only the devotion of the centuries that 
has preserved the figure of the “Pietà”, 
providing Christian memory with the most 
sorrowful image of the ineffable bond of 
love which blossomed in the Mother’s heart 

.................................................................................................... 
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on the day of the Annunciation and ripened 
as she waited for the birth of her divine 
Son. That love was revealed in the cave at 
Bethlehem and was tested already during 
the Presentation in the Temple. It grew 
deeper as Mary stored and pondered in her 
heart all that was happening (cf. Lk 2,51).

R2 Now this intimate bond of love must be 
transformed into a union which transcends 
the boundary between life and death.

 And thus it will be across the span of the 
centuries: people pause at Michelangelo’s 
statue of the Pietà, […] and so they learn 
the difficult love which does not flee 
from suffering, but surrenders trustingly 
to the tenderness of God, for whom 
nothing is impossible (cf. Lk 1,37).

Prayer
P Hail, holy Queen, Mother of mercy, our life, our 

sweetness and our hope. To you do we cry, 
poor banished children of Eve, to you do we 
send up our sighs, mourning and weeping in 
this valley of tears. Turn then, most gracious 
advocate, your eyes of mercy towards us, and 
after this our exile, show unto us the fruit of 
your womb, Jesus. Implore for us the grace of 
faith, hope and charity, so that we, like you, 
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may stand without flinching beneath the 
Cross until our last breath. To your Son, Jesus, 
our Saviour, with the Father and the Holy 
Spirit, all honour and glory for ever and ever.

FOURTEENTH STATION: 
Jesus is laid in the tomb

P We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.
A Because by your holy cross you have 

redeemed the world.

R1 “He was crucified, died and was buried...” 
The lifeless body of Christ has been laid 
in the tomb. But the stone of the tomb is 
not the final seal on his work. The last 
word belongs not to falsehood, hatred and 
violence. The last word will be spoken 
by Love, which is stronger than death.

R2 “Unless a grain of wheat falls into the 
earth and dies, it remains alone; but if 

................................................................. 
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it dies, it bears much fruit” (Jn 12,24). 
The tomb is the last stage of Christ’s 
dying through the whole course of his 
earthly life; it is the sign of his supreme 
sacrifice for us and for our salvation.

R3 Very soon this tomb will become the first 
proclamation of praise and exaltation of 
the Son of God in the glory of the Father. 
“He was crucified, died and was buried … 
on the third day he rose from the dead”. 
Once the lifeless body of Jesus is laid 
in the tomb, at the foot of Golgotha, the 
Church begins the vigil of Holy Saturday. 
In the depths of her heart, Mary stores and 
ponders the Passion of her Son; the women 
agree to meet on the morning of the day 
after the sabbath, to anoint Christ’s body 
with aromatic ointments; the disciples 
gather in the seclusion of the Upper 
Room, waiting for the Sabbath to pass.

R1 This vigil will end with the meeting at 
the tomb, the empty tomb of the Saviour. 
Then the tomb, the silent witness of 
the Resurrection, will speak. The stone 
rolled back, the inner chamber empty, the 
cloths on the ground, this will be what 
John sees when he comes to the tomb 
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with Peter: “He saw and he believed” (Jn 
20,8). And with him the Church believed, 
and from that moment she never grows 
weary of communicating to the world this 
fundamental truth of her faith: “Christ has 
been raised from the dead, the first fruits of 
those who have fallen asleep” (1 Cor 15,20).

R2 The empty tomb is the sign of the definitive 
victory of truth over falsehood, of good over 
evil, of mercy over sin, of life over death. 
The empty tomb is the sign of the hope 
which “does not deceive” (Rom 5,5). “[Our] 
hope is full of immortality” (cf. Wis 3,4).

Prayer
P Lord Jesus Christ, by the power of the 

Holy Spirit, you were drawn by the 
Father from the darkness of death to the 
light of a new life in glory. Grant that the 
sign of the empty tomb may speak to us 
and to future generations and become 
a wellspring of living faith, generous 
love, and unshakeable hope. To you, 
O Jesus, whose presence, hidden and 
victorious, fills the history of the world, 
be honour and glory for ever and ever.

A Amen.

CLOSING: The Resurrection of Jesus
(Optional. Omitted on Good Friday)

P When the Sabbath was over, Mary 
Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, 
and Salome bought spices, so that they 
might go and anoint him. And very early 
on the first day of the week, when the sun 
had risen, they went to the tomb. They had 
been saying to one another, “Who will roll 
away the stone for us from the entrance to 
the tomb?” When they looked up, they saw 
that the stone, which was very large, had 
already been rolled back. As they entered 
the tomb, they saw a young man, dressed 
in a white robe, sitting on the right side; 
and they were alarmed. But he said to 
them, “Do not be alarmed; you are looking 
for Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. 
He has been raised; he is not here. Look, 
there is the place they laid him” (Mk 16,1-6).

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Apostles’ Creed
 A I believe in God,

VIA LUCIS – THE WAY OF LIGHT

The Via Lucis or the Way of Light is culmination 
of the Via Crucis, the Way of the Cross. It is a 
continuation of the spiritual path of the Apostles 
and the first disciples who passed from utter 
disillusionment at Christ’s passion and death 
to the breath-taking amazement of meeting 
the Risen Saviour. It is presented to youth as 
a journey of faith that invites them to live the 
glorious fullness of the Paschal Mystery. The 
Way of Light follows the pattern of the Way of 
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the Cross: 14 stations, with corresponding New 
Testament passages from the empty tomb to 
Pentecost, with contemporary commentary and 
reflections. It is a quintessentially Easter prayer. 
Finally, as the Way of the Cross proceeds in the 
company of Mary, full of sorrow because of her 
Suffering Son, so along the Way of the Light, 
Mary continues to accompany us, as our Mother 
who rejoices in the resurrection of her Son.

This devotion is the fruit of the spiritual 
experience of the “Witnesses of the Risen Lord 
Towards 2000”, a branch of the Salesian Family.

Introduction
P In the name of the Father, and of 

the Son, and of the Holy Spirit
A Amen.

P Life is a journey. We do not travel alone 
for Jesus has promised us, “I am with you 
always, until the end of time”. Today we 
continue our journey with Jesus in the 
light of God’s word and the Good News 
of the Resurrection. Our mother Mary,

R1 After the sabbath, and towards dawn on 

the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala 
and the other Mary went to visit the 
sepulchre. And all at once there was a 
violent earthquake, for the angel of the 
Lord, descending from heaven, came and 
rolled away the stone and sat on it. His 
face was like lightning, his robe white 
as snow. The guards were so shaken, so 
frightened of him, that they were like 
dead men. But the angel spoke; and he 
said to the women, ‘There is no need for

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you to be afraid. I know you are looking 
for Jesus, who was crucified. He is not 
here, for he has risen, as he said he would. 
Come and see the place where he lay, 
then go quickly and tell his disciples, 
“He has risen from the dead and now he 
is going before you to Galilee; it is there 
you will see him”.

Reflection
R2 O death, where is your victory? O death, 

where is your sting? The risen Jesus, 
victorious over death, has triumphed over 
every earthly power.

sun that never sets. In the storms of life, 
may our hopes turn to you, the dawning 
day that dispels every darkness. Grant 
us living hope that in your light, we 
will overcome every battle against evil, 
temptation and even death itself. Help us 
to think as you think, to love as you love, 
to serve as you serve, and in this way to 
bear witness to your Resurrection. Amen.

Mary Magdalene 
and the disciples are stopped in their 
tracks as they behold the empty tomb, 
speechless and confused: their world is 
about to be shaken by the mysterious truth 
that is beyond human understanding.

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P Eternal Fullness that transforms all 
emptiness, flood into our minds and 
hearts, that we may believe the truth 
proclaimed by the empty tomb. Help us 
to distinguish what is permanent from 
what is temporary, and to understand 
the difference between them. May we 
choose wisely how to live as disciples 
renewed by Jesus’ Passover. Amen.

Her stumbling faith had yet to blossom 
into bold conviction: Jesus is truly risen 
and he reveals his love to those who hope 
in him, bringing to fulfilment the reality 
which even now we possess in faith.

He sees 
resurrection light, and is able to profess 
his faith in Jesus: “My Lord and my God”. 
Thomas’ testimony reminds us that each 
of us bears personal responsibility for 
deepening our faith; it is a responsibility 
and privilege not to be neglected. The 
Spirit assists those who sincerely commit 

..................................................................................................... 
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themselves to this pursuit. Blessed are 
those who have not seen, and yet believe.

Prayer
P O Lord, resurrected Truth, illumine our 

minds, that we may humbly accept God’s 
awesome designs even when we struggle to 
believe. Help us to trust your guiding light, 
especially in the nuanced and perplexing 
situations of our lives. Grant that we may 
never doubt your abiding love and constant 
accompaniment.

continue as it was before encountering 
Jesus. But Jesus awaits them on the 
beach of their lives. He invites them 
to put out into the deep and to throw 
out their fishing nets one more time in 
obedience to his word. At Jesus’ word, 
everything old is made new. They begin 
to see what is invisible to human eyes, 
and to understand in the light of faith!

Prayer
P O Lord, your light illuminates our 

understanding of reality and challenges 
us to see beyond external things. Remind 
us that wherever we go, you are already 
there, waiting for us. May we, like you, trust 
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that our projects will come to fulfilment 
only through obedience to the Father’s 
will; a lesson you taught with your life, 
your death and your resurrection. Help us 
to follow your example and become true 
followers of you, our Risen Lord. Amen.

In response, Jesus made him 
the principal shepherd of his flock.

Fill 
us with love for our Pope, the Successor 
of Peter, to whom you have entrusted 
your flock. May he teach and lead 
your disciples in the ways of faith and 
holiness.

his resurrection. They set out with an 
uncertain step, but returned invigorated 
by the Light of the Risen Christ! Today, 
Jesus sends us to follow in their footsteps 
by proclaiming him with boldness.

to bring the light of the Gospel even to 
the ends of the earth.

took him from their sight.

This is what we have heard from him, and the 
message that we are announcing to you: God

not living the truth. But if we live our lives in the 
light, as he is in the light, we are in union with one 
another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies 
us from all sin.

This so infuriated them 
that they wanted to put them to death.

SEVENTH DAY: THE SPIRIT OF HOLINESS

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to the 
Galatians (Gal 5,16-25)

Justice and holiness are not trophies to be 
earned by accomplishing demanding human 
feats. Rather, they are the gifts of the Spirit, the 
“fruits” of the Spirit. It is the Spirit of Jesus that 
helps us to discover and live the new law of the 
Beatitudes, purifying our hearts and giving us 
its strength.

Let me put it like this: if you are guided by the 
Spirit you will be in no danger of yielding to self-
indulgence, since self-indulgence is the opposite 
of the Spirit, the Spirit is totally against such a 
thing, and it is precisely because the two are so 
opposed that you do not always carry out your 
good intentions. If you are led by the Spirit, no 
law can touch you. When self-indulgence is at 
work the results are obvious: fornication, gross 
indecency and sexual irresponsibility; idolatry 
and sorcery; feuds and wrangling, jealousy, 
bad temper and quarrels; disagreements, 

.................................................................................................................. 
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factions, envy; drunkenness, orgies and similar 
things. I warn you now, as I warned you before: 
those who behave like this will not inherit the 
kingdom of God. What the Spirit brings is very 
different: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 
goodness, trustfulness, gentleness and self-
control. There can be no law against things like 
that, of course. You cannot belong to Christ Jesus 
unless you crucify all self-indulgent passions 
and desires. Since the Spirit is our life, let us be 
directed by the Spirit.

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EIGHTH DAY: THE SPIRIT OF THE CHURCH

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles 
(Acts 2,1-4.14-24)

Born in the mystery of Pentecost, the Church 
lives and grows in the Spirit. It is the creator 
Spirit, who builds the body of Christ. The 
Spirit is the messianic gift, par excellence, 
who draws humanity into a new and definitive 
relationship with God and conforms it to Christ; 
who preserves and nourishes the communion of 
salvation among all people.

When Pentecost day came round, they had 
all met in one room, when suddenly they 
heard what sounded like a powerful wind 
from heaven, the noise of which filled the 
entire house in which they were sitting; and 
something appeared to them that seemed like 
tongues of fire; these separated and came to 
rest on the head of each of them. They were 
all filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to 
speak foreign languages as the Spirit gave 
them the gift of speech. Then Peter stood up 
with the Eleven and addressed them in a loud 
voice: ‘Men of Judaea, and all you who live in 
Jerusalem, make no mistake about this, but 
listen carefully to what I say. These men are 
not drunk, as you imagine; why, it is only the

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third hour of the day. On the contrary, this 
is what the prophet spoke of: In the days to 
come - it is the Lord who speaks - I will pour 
out my spirit on all mankind.

Even on my slaves, men and women, 
in those days, I will pour out my spirit. I will 
display portents in heaven above and signs 
on earth below.

Men of 
Israel, listen to what I am going to say: Jesus 
the Nazarene was a man commended to you 
by God by the miracles and portents and signs 
that God worked through him when he was 
among you, as you all know.

A reading from the First Letter of St. Paul to 
the Corinthians (1 Cor 12,4-11)

In the multiplicity of ministries, in the diversity 
of charisms, in the variety of situations, it is not 
the force of human effort, but the strength of 
the Spirit’s love that gathers the Church in unity, 
giving fulfilment to Christ’s prayer.

There is a variety of gifts but always the same 
Spirit; there are all sorts of service to be done, 
but always to the same Lord; working in all 
sorts of different ways in different people, it is 
the same God who is working in all of them. 
The particular way in which the Spirit is given

PREPARATION FOR 
THE SOLEMNITY OF PENTECOST

The Solemnity of Pentecost closes the Easter 
Season. The Acts of the Apostles recall the 
prolonged time of prayer of the early Church 
waiting for the Holy Spirit. Each community 
designates a moment in their daily prayer 
schedule to emphasize this time of invocation of 
the Spirit.

This prayer can be structured around the 
outline of the Liturgy of the Hours: after a short 
reading one can prolong the reflection with the 
texts taken from the Church’s magisterium and 
from the life of Don Bosco. Intercessions from 
the Liturgy of the Hours may be replaced with 
the prayers suggested below.

First Day. 
THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT: WISDOM

A Reading from the First Letter of Paul to 
the Corinthians (1 Cor 2,6-10)

But still we have a wisdom to offer those who 
have reached maturity: not a philosophy of 
our age, it is true, still less of the masters of 
our age, which are coming to their end. The 
hidden wisdom of God which we teach in our 
mysteries is the wisdom that God predestined 
to be for our glory before the ages began. It 

................................................................................................... 
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is a wisdom that none of the masters of this 
age have ever known, or they would not have 
crucified the Lord of Glory; we teach what 
scripture calls: the things that no eye has seen 
and no ear has heard, things beyond the mind 
of man, all that God has prepared for those 
who love him. These are the very things that 
God has revealed to us through the Spirit, for 
the Spirit reaches the depths of everything, 
even the depths of God.

From the Church’s Magisterium

Looking forward to the solemnity of 
Pentecost, towards which the Easter season is 
proceeding, let us reflect together on the seven 
gifts of the Holy Spirit, which the Tradition of 
the Church has constantly proposed based 
on the famous text of Isaiah, concerning the 
“Spirit of the Lord” (cf. Is 11.1-2).

The first and most exalted of these gifts is 
wisdom, which is a light that is received from 
on high: it is a special participation in that 
mysterious and supreme knowledge which 
is proper to God. We read, in fact, in Sacred 
Scripture: “I prayed, and understanding was 
given me; I called upon God, and the spirit 
of wisdom came to me. I preferred her to 
sceptres and thrones, and I accounted wealth 
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as nothing in comparison with her” (Wis 7.7-8. 
Solomon’s prayer for wisdom).

This superior wisdom is the root of a new 
knowledge, a knowledge imbued with charity, 
thanks to which the soul acquires familiarity 
with divine things and begins to yearn for 
them. St. Thomas speaks of “a certain taste of 
God” (“Summa Theologiae” II ° -II °, q. 45, a. 2, ad 
1), by which the true scholar is not simply one 
who knows the things of God, but the one who 
experiences them and lives them.

Sapiential knowledge also gives us a special 
ability to judge human things according to 
God’s standards, in the light of God. Enlightened 
by this gift, a Christian knows how to see into 
the realities of the world: no one better than he 
can appreciate the authentic values   of creation, 
looking at them with God’s own eyes.

From the Life of Don Bosco

The Holy Spirit, through the gift of Wisdom, 
strengthens in us the virtue of charity, 
immerses us fully in the history of salvation 
and gives us the ability to work in harmony 
with God for the salvation of others. But by 
what path do we come to possess the gift of 
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Wisdom? First of all, we must become docile to 
the action of the Spirit so as to acquire a taste 
for God and his Word, and grow as much as 
possible in the virtue of charity.

When Don Bosco was only nine years old, he 
had a dream that revealed God’s divine plans 
for him. He understood that he had to become 
“the leader of mischievous boys” in order to 
teach them to love what is good. Young John 
protested, telling his interlocutor that this 
task was impossible because he was only a 
helpless child. But his interlocutor replied: 
“I will give you a Teacher, under whose 
discipline you can become wise and without 
which all wisdom becomes foolishness”

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Second Day. 
THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT: FORTITUDE

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to the 
Romans (Rom 8,26-28)

The Spirit too comes to help us in our 
weakness. For when we cannot choose words 
in order to pray properly, the Spirit himself 
expresses our plea in a way that could never 
be put into words, and God who knows 
everything in our hearts knows perfectly 
well what he means, and that the pleas of the 
saints expressed by the Spirit are according 
to the mind of God. We know that by turning 
everything to their good, God cooperates with 
all those who love him, with all those that he 
has called according to his purpose.

At Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit descended 
upon them, those men went out without fear 
and began to announce to everyone the good 
news of Christ crucified and risen. They had 
no fear whatsoever, because they knew they 
were in the hands of the mightiest power. 
Yes, dear brothers and sisters, the Spirit of 
God, wherever it enters, dispels fear; it makes 
us know and feel that we are in the hands of 

............................................................................................................ 
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an omnipotent love: whatever happens, his 
infinite love will not abandon us.

This is demonstrated by the witness of 
martyrs, the courage of confessors of the faith, 
the tireless enthusiasm of missionaries, the 
frankness of preachers, the example of all the 
saints, some even adolescents and children. 
This is demonstrated by the very existence of 
the Church which, despite human limitations 
and failings, continues to cross the ocean 
of history, driven by the breath of God and 
animated by his purifying fire. With this faith 
and this joyful hope we repeat today, through 
the intercession of Mary: “Send forth your 
Spirit, Lord, to renew the earth!”

From the Life of Don Bosco

John Bosco recounts: “One day, several bullies 
planned to annoy and beat up Comollo and 
another harmless boy….I decided to intervene 
but no one paid attention to me. ‘Whoever keeps 
bothering those two had better watch out,’ I said 
loudly. Thereupon several of the more brazen 
and strong among them assumed a threatening 
and defensive stance toward me, while another 
dealt Comollo two resounding slaps across the 
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face. At that I completely forgot myself. Brute 
force and not reason was now moving me. I 
could not grab a chair or a stick because there 
were none and so I gripped one of them by the 
shoulders and used him as a battering ram 
against those bullies. I knocked four of them to 
the floor and the others lost no time in taking to 
their heels.…..” After the description of the scuffle 
in the classroom, Don Bosco, in his memoirs, 
continues as follows “Comollo taught me many 
other lessons”. ‘John’, he said to me as soon as we 
were alone, ‘your strength scares me. Believe me, 
God didn’t give it to you for slaughtering your 
classmates. He wants us to love one another, to 
forgive one another and to do good to those who 
do evil to us’ (BM I, 252-253).

Many years later, when Don Bosco was 
provoked again by two people, he responded 
in a very different way, saying: “The strength 
of the priest is his patience and forgiveness”. 
(Carlo Maria Zanotti)

Third Day. THE GIFTS OF THE HOLY 
SPIRIT: UNDERSTANDING

A reading from the Gospel of John 
(Jn 14,25-27)

I have said these things to you while still with 
you; but the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom 
the Father will send in my name, will teach 
you everything and remind you of all I have 
said to you. Peace I bequeath to you, my own 
peace I give you, a peace the world cannot 
give, this is my gift to you. Do not let your 
hearts be troubled or afraid.

From the Church’s Magisterium

We know well that faith is adherence to God in 
the chiaroscuro of mystery; it is also, however, a 
desire to seek greater and deeper knowledge of 
the truth that has been revealed. Now, this interior 
thrust comes to us from the Spirit, who through 
faith grants the special gift of intelligence almost 

........................................................................ 
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as an intuition of divine truth.

Through this gift, the Holy Spirit who “searches 
the depth of God” (1 Cor 2,10), communicates 
a spark to the believer. This spark has such 
a capacity to penetrate that it can open the 
believer’s heart to the joyful perception of 
God’s loving design. In this way, then, the Spirit 
continually renews the experience of the disciples 
of Emmaus, who, after recognizing the Risen One 
in the breaking of the bread, said to each other: 
“Were not our hearts burning within us while he 
was talking with us along the way, while he was 
explaining the Scriptures to us?”(Lk 24,32)

This supernatural intelligence is given not 
only to individuals, but also to the believing 
community: to the Pastors who, as successors 
of the apostles, are heirs of the specific 
promise made to them by Christ (cf Jn 14,26; 
16,13), and to the faithful who, thanks to the 
“anointing” of the Spirit (cf 1 Jn 2,20 and 27), 
possess a special “sense of faith” which guides 
them in their concrete choices.

From the Life of Don Bosco

Everyone would agree that Don Bosco never 
allowed himself to be influenced by external 
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appearances, no matter what form they 
took. Rather, he saw clearly the substance of 
everything. He looked at all things with an 
inner eye which allowed him to cut to the 
chase and render a precise assessment of 
the deepest realities. Don Bosco did not hide 
the fact that his knowledge grew through his 
continuous efforts as a lifelong learner and 
through a serious commitment to regular 
reading on many topics.

One example of this was Don Bosco’s discovery 
of the book, “The Imitation of Christ”, which 
he described as an opportunity to make a 
qualitative leap in his intellectual development. 
“I am indebted to this book”, acknowledged Don 
Bosco, “for so much doctrine and morality”. In 
fact, the author of the Imitation of Christ taught 
Don Bosco to free his heart from intellectual 
vanity and to go instead to the school of the 
Master of the interior life who opens new 
horizons for his acute mind to contemplate 
with love. Don Bosco perceived deeply 
the importance of opening oneself to the 
illumination of the Holy Spirit.

“Guided by the Spirit, it was easier for him to 
acquire divine truths and to develop further 
his sense of the things of God, avoiding any 
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danger of error or being led astray. In Don 
Bosco’s life, the virtue of humility developed 
little by little as he renounced the temptation 
of displaying how learned he was, and to 
speak instead in ways that were accessible 
to the humble, the little, the uneducated. If 
the gift of knowledge allowed him to see 
his children in the light of God, the gift of 
intelligence made him contemplate the 
foundations of a true Christian education, 
namely, to bring everyone to a true knowledge 
of God. It was the gift of intelligence that 
opened Don Bosco to Christ, the true revealer 
of the Father, and who made him an authentic 
Christian educator. When he wrote his Sacred 
History, he endeavoured to present Jesus 
in the New Testament as a model to imitate 
because his total self-giving reveals the love 
of the Father and in all his words and deeds he 
indicates the way to the Father” (Mario Galizzi).
P Let us pray.

Fourth Day. THE GIFTS 
OF THE SPIRIT: KNOWLEDGE

Option 1
A reading from the First Letter of St. Paul to 
the Corinthians (1 Cor 3,16-19)

Didn’t you realise that you were God’s temple 
and that the Spirit of God was living among 
you? If anybody should destroy the temple of 
God, God will destroy him, because the temple 
of God is sacred; and you are that temple. Make 
no mistake about it: if any one of you thinks of 
himself as wise, in the ordinary sense of the 
word, then he must learn to be a fool before he 
really can be wise. Why? Because the wisdom 
of this world is foolishness to God. As scripture 

................................................................................. 
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says: The Lord knows wise men’s thoughts: he 
knows how useless they are.

Option 2
A reading from the First Letter of St. Paul to 
Timothy (1 Tim 6,3-5.20-21)

Anyone who teaches anything different, and 
does not keep to the sound teaching which is 
that of our Lord Jesus Christ, the doctrine which 
is in accordance with true religion, is simply 
ignorant and must be full of self-conceit - with 
a craze for questioning everything and arguing 
about words. All that can come of this is 
jealousy, contention, abuse and wicked mistrust 
of one another; and unending disputes by 
people who are neither rational nor informed 
and imagine that religion is a way of making 
a profit. My dear Timothy, take great care of all 
that has been entrusted to you. Have nothing to 
do with the pointless philosophical discussions 
and antagonistic beliefs of the ‘knowledge’ 
which is not knowledge at all; by adopting 
this, some have gone right away from the faith. 
Grace be with you.

From the Church’s Magisterium

Thanks to science we can know the true value of 
creatures in their relationship with the Creator.
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We know that contemporary man, precisely 
because of scientific development, is particularly 
exposed to the temptation of giving a naturalistic 
interpretation of the world: before the multiform 
wealth of things, their complexity, variety and 
beauty, he runs the risk of absolutizing them and 
almost making them into gods until they become 
the supreme goal of his own life.

Enlightened by God’s gift of knowledge, man 
discovers the infinite distance that separates 
created things from the Creator, their intrinsic 
limitations, and, when misused because of sin, 
the pitfalls into which they can lead us. It is a 
discovery that leads man to regret his misery 
and urges him to turn with greater enthusiasm 
and confidence to the one who, alone, can fully 
satisfy his yearning for the infinite.
This has always been the experience of the 
saints; but in a completely unique way this 
experience was lived by Our Lady, who with the 
example of her personal journey of faith teaches 
us to walk “among the events of the world, while 
fixing our hearts on what can bring true joy”.

From the life of Don Bosco

The Holy Spirit comes to help our faith with 
the gift of knowledge and gives us the ability 
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to understand, without error of any kind, 
every reality of the physical, human and 
spiritual world, in its relationship with God, 
and to see everything in the light of God, 
the Highest Good and the ultimate end of all 
things. Now, among these existing and visible 
realities, we find above all the human person. 
So many contemplate the natural beauties: 
the mountains, the seas, the sky, etc. which 
leads them to exclaim with conviction: “Truly, 
God exists!” But is it possible to say this with 
conviction when millions of human beings 
are hungry or subject to others as slaves? 
Is not man the most important masterpiece 
of creation? With the Psalmist, I ask myself: 
“When I see the heavens, the work of your 
hands, the moon and the stars which you 
arranged, what is man that you should keep 
him in mind, mortal man that you care for 
him?” And with the Psalmist, I find the answer: 
“And yet you have made him little less than a 
god, with glory and honour you crowned him, 
gave him power over the works of your hands, 
and put all things under his feet”(Ps 8,4.6-7).

The gift of knowledge is the gift through 
which we are helped by the Holy Spirit in a 
particular way to know the created reality and 
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especially human beings in the light of God. 
When the gift of knowledge is not developed, 
due to laziness or lack of opportunity, 
creatures can easily lead to temptation, 
distraction, and deformation. But when things 
are seen in the light of God, that is, with the 
gift of knowledge, they proclaim the Lord, 
reveal him, and are signs of his glory.

Don Bosco’s knowledge developed in this way. 
He loved his young people very much: “My 
dear young people”, he would say to them, 
“you would be hard pressed to find anyone 
who loves you more than I do in Jesus Christ, 
and who wants your happiness more than 
me”. And to his Salesians he loved to repeat: 
“Strive to make yourself loved”. This love 
brought Don Bosco to a profound conviction: 
anyone who loves understands others more 
quickly and more deeply. This “science” is also 
the root of Don Bosco’s optimism. (Carlo Maria 
Zanotti)

Fifth Day. THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT: 
GOOD COUNSEL

A reading from the First Letter of St. Paul to 
the Corinthians (1 Cor 2,9-13)

We teach what scripture calls: the things that 
no eye has seen and no ear has heard, things 
beyond the mind of man, all that God has 
prepared for those who love him. These are the 
very things that God has revealed to us through 
the Spirit, for the Spirit reaches the depths of 
everything, even the depths of God. After all, 
the depths of a man can only be known by 
his own spirit, not by any other man, and in 
the same way the depths of God can only be 
known by the Spirit of God. Now instead of the 
spirit of the world, we have received the Spirit 
that comes from God, to teach us to understand 
the gifts that he has given us. Therefore we 
teach, not in the way in which philosophy is 
taught, but in the way that the Spirit teaches us: 
we teach spiritual things spiritually.

Good counsel, or advice, is given to the 

............................................ 
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Christian to illuminate the conscience in moral 
choices, which arise in everyday life

Good counsel is very much needed today 
because we live in times that are marked by 
a widespread uncertainty about true values. 
There is a need to neutralize certain destructive 
forces, which easily creep into the human 
spirit when it is agitated by the passions, and 
to introduce healthy and positive elements 
in their place. The gift of counsel acts as a 
new breath in the conscience, suggesting to 
it what is lawful, what is appropriate, what 
is most conducive to the good of the soul (cf 
St. Bonaventure, “Collationes de septem donis 
Spiritus Sancti”, VII, 5).

The conscience then becomes like the “healthy 
eye” of which the Gospel speaks (Mt 6.22), and 
acquires a new pupil of sorts, thanks to which it 
is possible to see better what needs to be done 
in a given situation, even if what needs to be 
done is intricate and difficult. Helped by this 
gift, the Christian penetrates the true meaning 
of gospel values, in particular those expressed 
in the Sermon on the Mount (cf Mt 5-7).

From the Life of Don Bosco

Don Cafasso was for Don Bosco, as indeed 
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he was for all the Piedmontese priests and 
saints of the 19th century, a true “Man of 
Good Counsel”. This is demonstrated by his 
relationship with Don Bosco, for whom he 
was a pivotal spiritual guide. One day a young 
John Bosco went to Don Cafasso to tell him 
that he wanted to become a religious. Don 
Cafasso’s response was clear, firm and to the 
point: “no”. But John Bosco did not understand, 
so Don Cafasso explained that “in order for 
a vocation to be firmly determined, it needs 
to be further considered before the Lord and 
matured in prayer”, and he sent John Bosco to 
do the Spiritual Exercises.

But the idea of   becoming a religious did not go 
away. John returned to Don Cafasso and said: 
“I want you to tell me what is the will of God 
for me”. Don Cafasso replied: “Go and take a 
few weeks off and I’ll take care of you”. Even 
Don Cafasso needed to pray for the people 
who sought his spiritual guidance. He was not 
a “vending machine” for advice. There is much 
to learn from him in this regard.

Some days later John was determined to have 
an answer from Don Cafasso. He went to him 
and reported that he had already packed a 
trunk and was ready to go to the convent. 
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Don Cafasso told him to go unpack his trunk 
and offered this counsel: “Continue your work 
among the young. This and nothing else is 
God’s will for you”. On hearing Don Cafasso’s 
advice, John lowered his head with a smile. He 
finally knew God’s will for him, and so came to 
understand that even the dream he had when 
he was nine years old, which repeated itself on 
various occasions, but which he found hard to 
believe, had truly come by divine inspiration. 
From that day onward, John dedicated his life 
entirely to young people and matured into Don 
Bosco, “the Man of Good Counsel” for young 
people.

Sixth Day. THE GIFTS OF 
THE SPIRIT: PIETY

A reading from the Second Letter of St. 
Paul to Timothy (2 Tim 1,6-9)

That is why I am reminding you now to fan 
into a flame the gift that God gave you when 
I laid my hands on you. God’s gift was not 
a spirit of timidity, but the Spirit of power, 
and love, and self-control. So you are never 
to be ashamed of witnessing to the Lord, or 
ashamed of me for being his prisoner; but 
with me, bear the hardships for the sake of 
the Good News, relying on the power of God 
who has saved us and called us to be holy - not 

.................................................... 
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because of anything we ourselves have done 
but for his own purpose and by his own grace. 
This grace had already been granted to us, in 
Christ Jesus, before the beginning of time.

From the Church’s Magisterium

With the gift of piety the Spirit heals our 
hardened hearts and opens them to tenderness 
towards God and towards our brothers and 
sisters. Tenderness, as a sincerely filial attitude 
towards God, is expressed in prayer. The 
experience of one’s existential poverty, of the 
emptiness that earthly things leave in the 
soul, arouses in man the need to turn to God to 
obtain grace, help and forgiveness.

The gift of piety guides and nurtures this 
need, enriching it with sentiments of deep 
trust in God, whom we experience as a 
good and provident Father. This is St. Paul’s 
conviction when he tells us: “God sent forth 
his Son … so that we might receive adoption as 
sons. And because you are sons, God has sent 
the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying, 
‘Abba! Father!’ Therefore, you are no longer a 
slave but a son…” (Gal 4.4-7; cf Rom 8.15).

Tenderness, as an authentically fraternal 
opening towards one’s neighbour, manifests 
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itself in meekness. With the gift of piety, the 
Spirit instils in the believer a new capacity 
for love for his brothers and sisters, making 
his heart participate in some way in the very 
meekness of the Heart of Christ. The “pious” 
Christian always sees others as so many 
children of the same Father, called to be part 
of the family of God which is the Church. He 
is therefore inclined to treat them with the 
concern and the amiability of a frank, fraternal 
relationship.

Moreover, the gift of piety extinguishes in the 
heart those sources of tension and division 
which are bitterness, anger and impatience, 
and nourishes feelings of understanding, 
tolerance and forgiveness. This gift, therefore, 
is at the root of that new human community 
which is rooted in the civilization of love.

From the Life of Don Bosco

The gift of piety is the deep feeling of being 
children; it is the intimate ease with which 
one can call God “Father”. Piety is therefore at 
the root of every authentic devotion, of every 
spirituality, and of every Christian prayer. One 
testimony describes the piety of Don Bosco as 
“simple, and yet his concentration in prayer was 
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enchanting. Still and recollected in his physical 
demeanour, his hands clasped on the kneeler 
or leaning against his chest, his head tilted 
slightly, his gaze fixed, his face smiling, with no 
affectation; so pious was his bearing that those 
who saw him were themselves stimulated to 
pray well, perceiving in his face the splendid 
reflection of his faith and love of God”.

For Don Bosco, piety was also an important 
educational force. He understood that piety 
was a means to bring each young person 
and indeed everyone to God, the source of all 
happiness. It can be said that Don Bosco spent 
his whole life loving Jesus, especially in the 
Eucharist, and inspiring others to do the same. 
How often he exhorted the young with these 
or similar words: “Ah, my dear ones, when 
you enter the Church, fix your eyes on the 
tabernacle, where Jesus Christ is truly present. 
Although you don’t see him, he is there! Revive 
your faith; consider that in every tabernacle 
lives the One before whom all the legions of 
Angels tremble and all the hosts of the Saints 
bow down”.

“The Holy Tabernacle, that is, the Eucharistic 
Jesus, is the source of all blessings and all 
grace”.
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Fr. Albera, who grew up at Don Bosco’s school, 
wrote these words to the Salesians: “If the 
Salesian is not solidly pious, he will never 
be fit to be an educator. But the best way to 
teach piety is by example ... The great illness 
of many people in the service of God is the 
agitation and exaggeration with which they 
deal with external things. How difficult it is to 
put healthy limits on our various activities and 
keep them from dragging us into activism! Let 
us do all we can to stay fervent in our piety. 
And what is fervour but a burning desire, a 
generous desire to please God in all things” 
(Carlo Maria Zanotti).

P Let us pray. 
Come, Holy Spirit, 
as you came upon the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
that we too may ponder the example and 
teachings of Jesus, 
and treasure them in our hearts. 
Transform us by your life-giving presence 
among us.

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Seventh Day. THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT: 
FEAR OF THE LORD

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to the 
Philippians (Phil 2,12-16)

So then, my dear friends, continue to do as I 
tell you, as you always have; not only as you 
did when I was there with you, but even more 
now that I am no longer there; and work for 
your salvation ‘in fear and trembling’. It is God, 
for his own loving purpose, who puts both the 
will and the action into you. Do all that has 
to be done without complaining or arguing 
and then you will be innocent and genuine, 
perfect children of God among a deceitful 
and underhand brood and you will shine in 
the world like bright stars because you are 
offering it the word of life. This would give me 
something to be proud of for the Day of Christ, 
and would mean that I had not run in the race 
and exhausted myself for nothing.

From the Church’s Magisterium

Sacred Scripture affirms that “the beginning of 
wisdom is the fear of the Lord” (Ps 111 [110],10; 
Prov 1,7). But what is this fear? Certainly not 
that “fear of God” which pushes us to avoid 
thinking and remembering him, as if from

something or someone who disturbs and 
worries us. This was the state of mind that, 
according to the Bible, led our ancestors, after 
sin, to “hide themselves from the Lord God 
among the trees of the garden” (Gen 3,8); this 
was also the attitude of the unfaithful and 
wicked servant of the Gospel parable, who hid 
the talent he received underground (see Mt 
25,18.26). But this type of anxious fear is not 
the true concept of the fear-gift of the Spirit.

Here we are dealing with something much 
more noble, lofty and exalted: it is the sincere 
sense of awe and trepidation evoked in man 
before the “tremenda maiestas”, the infinite 
majesty of God, especially when he reflects 
on his own infidelities and on the danger 
of “being weighed on the scales and found 
wanting” (Dan 5,27) at the eternal judgment, 
which no one can escape. The believer 
presents himself and places himself before 
God with a “contrite spirit” and with a “broken 
heart” (cf Ps 51[50],19), knowing full well that 
he must wait for his own salvation “with 
fear and trembling” (Phil 2,12). However, this 
does not mean irrational fear, but a sense of 
responsibility and the need to return to fidelity 
to God’s law.
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It is all this that the Holy Spirit assumes and 
elevates with the gift of the fear of God. It 
certainly does not exclude the trepidation 
that comes from the awareness of sins 
committed and from the perspective of divine 
punishment, but it tempers it with faith in 
divine mercy and with the certainty of the 
paternal concern of God who desires eternal 
salvation for everyone. With this gift, however, 
the Holy Spirit infuses above all a healthy filial 
fear, which is a disposition rooted in love for 
God: the soul is then concerned not to cause 
sorrow to God, whom we loved as our Father, 
not to offend God in anything , to “remain” and 
grow in charity (cf Jn 15,4-7).

From the Life of Don Bosco

There is a beautiful episode from the 
childhood of John Bosco that beautifully 
depicts his filial fear. One day when he was 
only eight years old, Mamma Margaret was 
out and John was home alone. He wanted to   
get something from a high shelf in the kitchen. 
Unable to reach it from the floor, he climbed 
up on a chair and tried again. As his little arm 
stretched towards the prize, he hit a vase full 
of oil that came crashing down on the floor. 
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Realizing that he would not be able to hide 
this accident from his mother, he thought of 
a way to at least reduce her annoyance when 
she learned about it. He cut a long branch 
from a hedge, cleaned it well and went to meet 
his mother as she arrived. He handed her the 
branch. He was not afraid of punishment, 
but it hurt him to know his mother would be 
displeased with him.

This is the true sense of filial fear: avoiding 
anything that displeases your loved ones, 
especially God, who is the most beloved of 
all. Those who truly fear God can no longer 
distinguish between venial sin and mortal sin 
because they always try to avoid every act, 
no matter how small, that is not pleasing to 
God who is so full of love for his creatures. The 
surest sign of filial love is to be aware of the 
horror of sin, even the smallest sin, because of 
the fear of losing our friendship and intimacy 
with God. “Why do we fear God? For one 
reason only. In our weakness and human 
frailty, we have the frightening power to 
separate ourselves from God. More than God, 
we fear our will because it is an easy prey to 
the deceptions and seductions of sin. In short, 
to fear God is to fear losing God”.

A Come Holy Spirit, 

wash us in your grace 
and bring forth a new Pentecost 
in your Church!

 Come down upon your bishops and priests, 
upon consecrated men and women, 
upon all the faithful and those who do not

Eighth Day. THE GIFTS OF 
THE SPIRIT: PEACE

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to the 
Ephesians (Eph 4,1-7)

I, the prisoner in the Lord, implore you 
therefore to lead a life worthy of your vocation. 
Bear with one another charitably, in complete 
selflessness, gentleness and patience. Do all 
you can to preserve the unity of the Spirit by 
the peace that binds you together. There is one 
Body, one Spirit, just as you were all called into 
one and the same hope when you were called. 
There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and 
one God who is Father of all, over all, through 
all and within all. Each one of us, however, has 
been given his own share of grace, given as 
Christ allotted it.

From the Church’s Magisterium

In every person the desire for peace is an 
essential aspiration which coincides in a 

..................................................... 
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certain way with the desire for a full, happy 
and successful human life. In other words, the 
desire for peace corresponds to a fundamental 
moral principle, namely, the duty and right 
to an integral social and communitarian 
development, which is part of God’s plan for 
mankind. Man is made for the peace which is 
God’s gift. All of this led me to draw inspiration 
for this Message from the words of Jesus 
Christ: ‘Blessed are the peacemakers, for 
they will be called children of God’ (Mt 5.9)”. 
This beatitude “tells us that peace is both a 
messianic gift and the fruit of human effort 
… It is peace with God through a life lived 
according to his will. It is interior peace 
with oneself, and exterior peace with our 
neighbours and all creation” (ibid., 2, 3). Indeed, 
peace is the supreme good to ask as a gift from 
God and, at the same time, that which is to be 
built with our every effort.

We may ask ourselves: what is the basis, 
the origin, the root of peace? How can we 
experience that peace within ourselves, 
despite problems, darkness and anxieties? The 
reply is given to us by the readings of today’s 
liturgy. The biblical texts, especially the one 
just read from the Gospel of Luke, ask us to 
contemplate the interior peace of Mary, the 
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Mother of Jesus. During the days in which “she 
gave birth to her first-born son” (Lk 2,7), many 
unexpected things occurred: not only the birth 
of the Son but, even before, the tiring journey 
from Nazareth to Bethlehem, not finding room 
at the inn, the search for a chance place to stay 
for the night; then the song of the angels and 
the unexpected visit of the shepherds. In all 
this, however, Mary remains even tempered, 
she does not get agitated, she is not overcome 
by events greater than herself; in silence she 
considers what happens, keeping it in her 
mind and heart, and pondering it calmly and 
serenely. This is the interior peace which we 
ought to have amid the sometimes tumultuous 
and confusing events of history, events whose 
meaning we often do not grasp and which 
disconcert us.

From the Life of Don Bosco

The Count of Camburzano was a great friend 
and benefactor of Don Bosco. He spoke 
often and willingly of Don Bosco and his 
work, not hiding his admiration for Bosco’s 
ever-expanding work, and especially for the 
supernatural gifts with which God had blessed 
him. One day in Nice, while he was speaking 
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publicly about Don Bosco, Camburzano 
became the object of ridicule. One lady in 
particular challenged him. “I would like to see”, 
she said, “if this good priest of yours might be 
able to tell me the state of my soul”. The lady 
wrote to Don Bosco. So did Count Camburzano.

Don Bosco sent a prompt reply to the count, 
saying: “Kindly inform the lady that, if she 
wants peace, she must reunite with her 
husband, from whom she is separated”. And 
to the unknown lady he wrote: “Madame, 
your conscience will be at peace only when 
you return to the sacrament of reconciliation 
which you abandoned twenty years ago, and 
make amends for all the transgressions you 
have committed in the past”. How did Don 
Bosco know this? The truth is that God came 
to his aid, giving him as much boldness to 
speak the truth as he had zeal for the good 
of souls. Peaceful in the knowledge that God 
was leading him, Don Bosco would not be 
intimidated by anyone in the battle for the 
souls and the good of the Church (BM VI, 13).

P Let us pray. 
Spirit of truth, 
memory and prophetic voice of the Church, 
you search us and you know us, 
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you draw us into the infinite mystery of 
God. 
Lead all people to recognize in Jesus of 
Nazareth 
the Lord of glory, the Saviour of the world, 
the supreme fulfilment of history.

Man is a being made 
for joy, not for sadness, as Paul VI reminded 
Christians and all people of our time with the 
apostolic exhortation “Gaudete in Domino”. 
True joy is a gift of the Holy Spirit. Paul tells 
us that joy is linked to charity (cf. Gal 5,22). It 
cannot therefore be an egoistic experience, 
the fruit of disordered love. True joy includes 
the justice of the kingdom of God, which St. 
Paul describes as a kingdom of “justice, peace 
and joy in the Holy Spirit” (Rom 4,17). It is a 
question of evangelical justice, consisting in 
conformity to the will of God, in obedience 
to his laws, in personal friendship with him. 
Outside of this friendship there is no real joy.

The Gospel is an invitation to joy, a joy that is 
true and profound. Thus, in the Annunciation, 
Mary is invited to joy: “Rejoice (Khaire), full of 
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grace” (Lk 1,28). In the Visitation, Elizabeth is 
full of the Holy Spirit and joy, as she shares 
physically and spiritually, naturally and 
supernaturally, in the stirring of the son who 
is still in her womb: “The child rejoiced in my 
womb” (Lk 1,44). Elizabeth perceives her son’s 
joy, and she manifests it, but in both cases, it 
is the Holy Spirit, according to the evangelist, 
who is the source of this joy. Mary, in her turn, 
is also overcome by joy. A song of exultation 
wells up in her heart in which she expresses 
the humble, clear and profound joy which is 
the fruit of total availability to the Holy Spirit: 
“My spirit rejoices in God, my saviour” (Lk 1,47).

In the Gospel pages concerning the public life 
of Jesus, we read that, at a certain moment, he 
himself “rejoiced in the Holy Spirit” (Lk 10,21). 
Jesus expresses joy and gratitude in a prayer 
that celebrates the benevolence of the Father: 
“I thank you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, 
because you have hidden these things from 
the wise and the intelligent and have revealed 
them to infants; yes, Father, for such was your 
gracious will”. In Jesus, joy is strongest when 
it directs him towards the Father. This remains 
true for any joys inspired and sustained by 
the Holy Spirit in the life of men: true joy is 
recognized by its power to inspire love and 
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gratitude for the Father. Every true joy has the 
Father as its last word.

From the Life of Don Bosco

St. Francis de Sales was fond of saying, “God 
is the God of joy”. Another way of saying 
this might be, in “God Himself everything is 
joy, because everything is gift”. Don Bosco, 
as a profound Christian educator, made joy 
“the constitutive element of his [educational] 
system, inseparable from study, work and 
piety”, “the fruit par excellence of an authentic 
practice of Salesian pedagogy”.

Joy is a basic need of life, a desire that is 
intimately felt especially by the young. For 
Don Bosco, joy is “the result of a Christian 
understanding of life ... Because it is a religion 
of love, salvation, and grace, it follows that 
Christianity gives rise to joy, elation, confident 
and positive optimism”. It is precisely for this 
reason that at any Salesian house, “holiness 
consists in being joyful”. This is eloquently 
exemplified by the life of Dominic Savio and in 
the other biographies written by Don Bosco. “A 
young person”, says Don Caviglia, “who lives in 
the grace of God will naturally experience joy”. 
Don Bosco knew that while all young people, 
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by virtue of their youth, tend to cheerfulness 
and need fun and games, only those who live 
in the grace of God will know true joy.

Don Bosco, obviously, was not the first “to 
make the connection between happiness and 
religion”. (...) His profound conviction that there 
was no conflict between serving God and 
living a happy life was based on the intense 
love he nurtured for his young people: because 
he loved them, he wanted them to be happy 
now and in eternity, as he used to repeat so 
often. (...) The fruit and proof of Don Bosco’s 
pastoral charity is his educational system in 
which “joy plays an indispensable role”. For 
Don Bosco, joy is “not only recreation and fun, 
but an authentic, irreplaceable pedagogical 
reality”, the “trademark of [his] educational 
love”.

From the Letter of St. Paul to the Romans 
(Rom 12,1-12)

Think of God’s mercy, my brothers, and 
worship him, I beg you, in a way that is worthy 
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of thinking beings, by offering your living 
bodies as a holy sacrifice, truly pleasing 
to God. Do not model yourselves on the 
behaviour of the world around you, but let 
your behaviour change, modelled by your new 
mind. This is the only way to discover the will 
of God and know what is good, what it is that 
God wants, what is the perfect thing to do. In 
the light of the grace I have received I want to 
urge each one among you not to exaggerate 
his real importance. Each of you must judge 
himself soberly by the standard of the faith 
God has given him.

Let the preachers deliver sermons, 
the almsgivers give freely, the officials be 
diligent, and those who do works of mercy 
do them cheerfully. Do not let your love be a 
pretence, but sincerely prefer good to evil.

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great earnestness of spirit. If you have hope, 
this will make you cheerful. Do not give up if 
trials come; and keep on praying.

After this the Lord appointed seventy-two

From a letter from Don Bosco to Don 
Lasagna (BM XVII, 568)

My dear Fr. Lasagna,
I have been wanting to write to you for several 
months now, but as my hands have become 
old and weary I kept putting off this pleasure. 
But now it seems the time is right for me to 
share with you some thoughts that I send to 
you as a written testament of one who has 
always loved you and continues to do so.
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You have confirmed for me what I already 
believed was the Lord’s will for the Catholic 
Missions that have been entrusted to you. Your 
intuition is correct. Mary will continue to be 
your faithful guide. You will certainly have to 
face difficulties and even malice on the part 
of the world, but don’t be discouraged. Mary 
will protect you. We want souls and nothing 
else. Never get tired of reminding our brothers 
of this. O Lord, we are prepared to endure all 
sorts of crosses and thorns and persecutions, 
if we can save souls and save our own at the 
same time.

We are quickly approaching the annual retreat 
season in America. Insist on the charity and 
sweetness of Saint Francis of Sales that we 
must imitate: on the exact observance of our 
rules, on the constant reading of the Chapter 
deliberations, on carefully meditating the 
particular regulations of the houses. Believe 
me, dear Fr. Lasagna, I too have had to deal with 
confreres who completely ignore our precious 
deliberations, and others who have never read 
those parts of the rules or disciplines that 
concern the duties entrusted to them.

Another plague that is menacing our 
communities is the forgetfulness or, more 
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specifically, the disregard for the rubrics of 
the Breviary and of the Roman Missal. I am 
convinced that the spiritual exercises will 
achieve their goal if they manage to help 
every Salesian pray the Mass and the Breviary 
with an exact observance of the rubrics.

In some other letters that I have managed to 
send in these days, I have insisted upon the 
importance of nurturing vocations for both 
Salesians and the Daughters of Mary Help of 
Christians.

Study, make plans, spare no costs, do whatever 
it takes to get more priestly vocations for the 
Church, especially for the Missions. When you 
can speak to our sisters or to our brothers, please 
assure that I have received their letters and 
greetings with much delight, and that it brought 
profound consolation to my heart to know that 
they have been keeping me in their prayers.

May Mary bless and protect our Congregation. 
Heaven’s help will never fail us: our 
collaborators are increasing, enthusiasm 
seems to be growing, material means may not 
be abundant, they are certainly enough.

God bless you, dear Fr. Lasagna, and all our 
sons and daughters, religious and students. 
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May Mary continue to guide us all safely on 
the path to heaven.

My health is faltering a little, but I keep on 
going the best I can.

P Mary’s role in the history of salvation and 
all the privileges that God has granted 
her are connected to the mystery of her 
motherhood: Mother of the Redeemer and 
Mother of all the redeemed. St. Paul VI, at 
the end of the third session of the Second 
Vatican Council, solemnly proclaimed 
her “Mother of the Church”. Precisely 
because she is Mother, Mary is the Help 
of the Church, of the Help of Pastors and 
the Help of all Christians. Therefore, the 
Blessed Virgin is invoked by the Church 
“under the titles of Advocate, Auxiliatrix, 
Adjutrix, and Mediatrix” (LG 62).
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 Mary found in Don Bosco a zealous 
advocate of her role as helper. How often he 
reminded his children that “the Madonna 
wishes us to honour Her under the title of 
Mary, Help of Christians” (BM VII, 197). As 
we strive to become more like the Blessed 
Virgin in her capacity for listening and 
prayer, let us entrust ourselves with greater 
confidence to her motherly assistance.

P Lord, our God, you have given us the Blessed 
Virgin Mary as Mother of the Church 
and powerful Help of Christians. As our 
knowledge of her deepens, grant that we may 
become more aware of her loving initiative in 
our lives. You live and reign for ever and ever.

A Amen.

Liturgy of the Word
The presider may introduce the scripture 
reading with these or similar words.

P In the Old Testament, God raised up women 
of great stature, through whom he wanted 
to reveal his goodness and his power to 
save his people. In these women the Church 
sees “types” or prefigurations of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary and her unique mission in 
salvation history. In this light, we consider 
Judith and her victory over Holofernes.
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First reading

A reading from the Book of Judith 
(Jud 13,11-15.17-20)

From a distance, Judith shouted to the guards 
on the gates, ‘Open the gate! Open! For the 
Lord our God is with us still, displaying his 
strength in Israel and his might against our 
enemies, as he has today!’ Hearing her voice, 
the townsmen hurried down to the town gate 
and summoned the elders. Everyone, great and 
small, came running down, since her arrival 
was unexpected. They threw the gate open, 
welcomed the women, lit a fire to see by and 
crowded round them. Then Judith raised her 
voice and said, ‘Praise God! Praise him! Praise 
the God who has not withdrawn his mercy 
from the House of Israel, but has shattered 
our enemies by my hand tonight!’ She pulled 
the head out of the bag and held it for them to 
see. ‘This is the head of Holofernes, general-in-
chief of the Assyrian army; here is the canopy 
under which he lay drunk! The Lord has struck 
him down by the hand of a woman’! Overcome 
with emotion, the people all fell on their knees 
and worshipped God, exclaiming as one man, 
‘Blessings on you, O our God, for confounding 
your people’s enemies today!’ Uzziah then said 
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to Judith: ‘May you be blessed, my daughter, 
by God Most High, beyond all women on earth; 
and may the Lord God be blessed, the Creator of 
heaven and earth, by whose guidance you cut 
off the head of the leader of our enemies. The 
trust you have shown shall not pass from the 
memories of men, but shall ever remind them 
of the power of God. God grant you to be always 
held in honour, and rewarded with blessings, 
since you did not consider your own life when 
our nation was brought to its knees, but warded 
off our ruin, walking undeterred before our 
God.’ All the people answered, ‘Amen! Amen!’

Second Reading

From the Canticle of Judith (Jud 16,1-2a.13-15)

A You are the glory of Jerusalem, the 
honour of our people.

 Praise my God with the tambourine, 
sing to the Lord with the cymbal, 
let psalm and canticle mingle for him, 
his name, invoke it!

 For the Lord is a God who shatters war; 
he has pitched his camp in the middle of 
his people 
to deliver me from the hands 
of my enemies.
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 ‘I will sing a new song to my God. 
Lord, you are great, you are glorious, 
wonderfully strong, unconquerable.

 May your whole creation serve you! 
For you spoke and things came into being,

Third Reading

P Faithful to the example of Don Bosco, our 
Salesian tradition has always promoted 
devotion to the Virgin Mary and sought 
to deepen our appreciation of her role 
as Mother and Help of the Church and 
of Christians. What follows are some 
reflections from the homily of Fr Ángel 
Fernández Artime for the Solemnity of 
Pentecost, prior to the feast of Mary Help of 
Christians in Turin-Valdocco, in the context 
of the 2015 bicentenary of Don Bosco’s birth.

R1 Dear young people, dear everyone, do you 
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want to live in the Spirit of Jesus? Then 
stay close to Mary at all times, and you 
will become true missionary disciples, 
moved by the Spirit. I repeat, Mary is 
the best guarantee we have of living 
intimately in the Spirit of God! Mary is the 
young virgin of the Annunciation and the 
virgin mother who was with the apostles 
at Pentecost. She was the protagonist in 
these two pivotal moments in the history 
of humanity and of all creation. The 
Annunciation and Pentecost are the two 
exceptional milestones without which 
we cannot explain human history. They 
are two very solemn moments where the 
true central protagonist is the Spirit of 
God in person, and with Him, the fullness 
of the Triune God. These two moments 
highlight the unique bond between the 
Holy Spirit and Mary, the Mother of Jesus.

R2 In the first event, the Annunciation, 
Mary participates in an unexpected way, 
in a surprising, “creative” action of the 
Spirit. In 1874, a contemporary of Don 
Bosco, Metropolitan Philaret, of Moscow, 
expressed in a sermon for the Feast of 
the Annunciation that: “In the days of 
the creation of the world, when God 
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pronounced his life-giving and almighty 
‘Let there be’, the word of the Creator 
introduced creatures into the world. But 
on that unprecedented day in the history 
of the world, when Mary pronounced her 
short and obedient ‘Let it be’, something so 
unexpected happened that I barely have 
the courage to say it: the word of a creature 
introduced the Creator into the world”.

R3 Indeed, he “barely” [had] the courage to say 
“what happened because Mary’s response 
gave a surprisingly new opening for the Spirit 
to accomplish the will of the Father, namely, 
that God’s eternal Son was able to become 
man. Without Mary’s availability to the action 
of the Spirit, our history today would not be 
the history marked by the presence of the 
Son, Jesus, the Risen Lord who gives meaning 
to our life and whom we want to follow. Here, 
a young woman, a girl, let herself not only 
be guided by the Spirit, but allowed herself 
to be fully inhabited by him. In so doing, 
she has radically changed the history of the 
world. She became a collaborator with the 
Spirit and remained so for her entire life.

R1 You see, dearest young people, how 
powerful it can be to say “Yes” to God… “Let 
it be done” according to your will. You are 
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courageous by nature, because courage 
is proper to young people and to those 
who, over the years, have preserved their 
youthfulness deep in their hearts. Do not 
be afraid to say “Yes” to the Lord of Life 
and to become collaborators, you too, with 
the Spirit of the Lord. If you do, you will 
see that your life, although not without 
difficulties, will be a life worth living.

R2 The second event in which Mary is present 
in a significant way is Pentecost (...). Let us 
allow her to take our hands. Let us allow her 
to lead us into the mystery of intimate and 
effective prayer. Let us allow her to help us.

 Once, in a Regina Caeli message, Pope 
Benedict XVI expressed with great 
conviction: “In any place where Christians 
gather in prayer with Mary, the Lord gives 
his Spirit”. My dearest friends, there are 
many places in our world today where 
dark storm clouds loom on the horizon, 
where the future seems bleak, and families 
and communities are tall on betrayals 
and short on smiles. In our world today, 
the possibility of living in harmony with 
others and enjoying tenderness and love 
is no more obvious than it was in ages 
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past. But we can be like Mary, that young 
woman, that girl who was able to change 
the world and who, once she became a 
collaborator of the Spirit, helped other 
disciples to become collaborators as well. 
This is why Mary is Mother and Teacher.

R3 Don Bosco understood this very well. 
Mamma Margaret was able to show by 
her example and her simple words how 
Our Lady helps us to be open to the 
Spirit who transforms us into courageous 
missionary disciples of Jesus, the Lord.

First Reading

P Mary, seat of wisdom, helper of educators 
and maternal support of the young, nurture 
in your children, whom God entrusts to us, a 
profound desire for divine Wisdom as their 
trustworthy guide on their journey of life.

Second Reading

P In our call to Salesian life, we recognize 
the motherly intervention of Mary. She 
teaches us to be apostles to the young. 
Like Don Bosco, we feel supported and 
encouraged by her motherly presence as 
we rely on her help to fulfil this delicate 
mission. “We entrust ourselves to her … that 
we may become witnesses to the young 
of her Son’s boundless love” (Const. 8).

R1 I would like to comment on the biblical 
passage of the wedding feast at Cana, 
in the light of the interpretation that 
Don Bosco offers in his booklet, “The 
Wonders of the Mother of God”. This is 
the most beautiful text written by Don 
Bosco on Mary Help of Christians and 
Mother of the Church. In it he writes:

 “At the wedding at Cana, Mary manifests 
her zeal and her power of intercession 
with her son Jesus. Vinum not habent: 
Mary prays, pleads and intercedes as a 
tender and merciful Mother. One of the 
characteristics of mercy is to make the 
needs of others our own. Concern and 
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diligence in foreseeing and providing the 
appropriate help at the right moment is 
both an expression and fruit of the intimate 
union of the Mother with her Son in the 
work of salvation. Mary shines forth as 
a splendid example of faith, a teacher of 
trust, love and obedience, and an example 
of humility, promptness and prudence.”

R2 Mary prays, begs and intercedes. These 
three verbs describe Mary’s maternal 
mediation. Mary is the woman who 
intercedes with the power of love. The 
power of prayer must sustain us on our 
journey, in our relationships, in the choices 
we make, and in the hardships and trials 
of family life. The family must not deprive 
itself of the protection of prayer. When the 
wine of joy, harmony, and peace runs short, 
prayer must intensify. Many people and 
many families are marked by loneliness, 
abandonment and often resentment, 
because they have run short of the wine 
of joy that enhances the flavour to life. The 
weakness and fragility of the family today 
is often due to the absence of prayer and 
the spiritual emptiness that follows. “The 
family that prays together, stays together,” 
said Blessed Mother Teresa of Calcutta.

R3 Mary is a tender and merciful Mother 
who confirms the truth of God’s love from 
generation to generation. It is precisely in 
the daily life of our families, and in marital, 
parental and fraternal relationships, that 
the merciful love of God must be revealed. 
Our relationships are often wounded, 
unhealthy and resentful. They need to 
experience a love that welcomes, a love that 
offers and seeks forgiveness, a love that 
is able to rebuild relationships and open 
them and extend them to new horizons.

 One of the qualities of mercy is to make 
the needs of others our own. This insight 
helps us to understand that true love, the 
love that heals, comes from the ability 
to be moved by the needs of the other. 
This is compassion: taking to heart and 
doing something about the tears, the 
mistakes, the needs of a husband, wife, son, 
brother, sister, grandparent or relative… 
healing and renewing the relationships.

R1 Concern and diligence in foreseeing and 
providing: in this expression we have a 
wonderful synthesis of our preventive 
system which Don Bosco learned through 
the inspiration and guidance of Mary Help 
of Christians and at the school of Mamma 
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Margaret. Led by Mary Help of Christians, 
we too learn the art of an attentive, intuitive 
love, like that of a mother, a woman who can 
foresee and provide discreetly and at the 
right time. What a lesson for family life! It 
is the practice of this attentive, prompt and 
diligent love that builds and strengthens 
the network of emotional relationships 
in the family, in the daily exercise of a 
charity that makes visible the foreseeing 
and provident love of God. The light it 
radiates is the light of mercy and salvation 
for the whole world, the light of truth for 
every person, for individual families, and 
for the universal human family. This light 
encourages us to bring human warmth 
to those family situations where, for 
various reasons, peace, harmony and 
forgiveness are absent. Practical solidarity 
is also needed, especially towards 
families who are experiencing difficult 
situations of illness, unemployment, 
discrimination, or emigration.

R2 Mary as a splendid example of faith: Mary 
was present at a wedding feast at the 
beginning of Jesus’ public life. His presence 
at the beginning of a new family reminds 
us that Jesus should always have first 
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place at the heart of the family. When 
parents and children breathe together 
this atmosphere of faith, they have an 
energy that allows them to face even 
the most difficult trials. Faith is a lamp 
that shines. It has to be transmitted as 
a precious heritage from generation to 
generation through the testimony of a 
life inspired by authentic gospel values.

R3 Teacher of trust, love and obedience: Once 
again Mary is the teacher at whose school 
we can learn wisdom, as young John was 
told in his dream at nine years of age. She 
is the teacher of trust, love and obedience 
as she demonstrated in the miracle of the 
wedding at Cana. She trusted her Son 
and turned to him to plead for what was 
needed. She showed her love for the young 
couple. She displayed obedience in faith 
to God’s will and she taught the servants 
to obey, telling them to do whatever 
Jesus told them. Relationships within the 
family grow where there is trust, where 
love given and received becomes the 
lifeblood of the family, and where there is 
obedience through listening, availability 
and sharing the journey together.
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R1 Mary is an example of humility, promptness 
and prudence. Humility is the foundation 
of the spiritual life. It is like the foundation 
of a house. Promptness allows of no delay 
in responding to the call of God and to 
the inspirations of the Spirit. It is like 
the walls of the house that define the 
living space. Prudence means ordering 
everything towards goodness. It is like 
the roof of the house that complete 
and protects the dwelling place.

 (…) Today we ask Mary to be the Help of 
the domestic church that is the family, 
defending it from the many that seek 
to destroy it, and freeing it from all 
that is contrary to God’s designs.

P Mary is the Mother and Help of the Church. 
She has a special love for the young, “the 
most delicate and most precious part of 
human society” (Const. 1). Through her 
motherly intercession, she raised up Don 
Bosco and the Salesian Congregation for 
their salvation. Don Bosco was convinced 
of this: “We owe everything to Mary” (BM

Liturgy of the Word

First Reading

P Our souls rejoice in the Lord for entrusting 
Mary with an active maternal presence 
in his saving plan for his people. The 
Church boldly celebrates this presence 
through the liturgy by proposing Masses in 
honour of Mary and proclaiming scripture 
passages that speak of the wisdom of 
God. The Blessed Virgin in the midst 
of the People of God is both the “Seat 
of Wisdom” and an instrument of God’s 
wisdom actively at work in his people.

A Reading from the Book of Sirach (Sir 
24,1.3-4.8-12.19-21)

Wisdom speaks her own praises,
in the midst of her people she glories in 
herself.
‘I came forth from the mouth of the Most High,
and I covered the earth like mist.
I had my tent in the heights,
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and my throne in a pillar of cloud’.
Then the creator of all things instructed me,
and he who created me fixed a place for my 
tent.
He said, “Pitch your tent in Jacob, make Israel 
your inheritance”.
From eternity, in the beginning, he created me,
and for eternity I shall remain.

Second Reading

P Devotion to Mary Help of Christians, 
in the experience and teachings of 
Don Bosco, is not just an accessory 
to Salesian spirituality, but is rather, 
as affirmed by Fr Egidio Viganò, the 
seventh successor of Don Bosco, “an 
essential element of our charism”.

R1 Devotion to Mary as Helper is an integral 
element of the “Salesian phenomenon” in 
the Church, because it becomes a vital 
part of its totality. It would make no sense, 
indeed it would be detrimental, to try to 
separate our spirituality from devotion to 
Mary Help of Christians, just as it would 
be absurd to try to isolate Don Bosco from 
Our Lady. Therefore, devotion to the Help 
of Christians is an essential element of our 
Charism; it permeates every recognizable 
feature and vitalizes its components.
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R2 Without a healthy and vital Marian 
dimension, our spirituality would lose 
its vigour and fruitfulness; conversely, 
giving appropriate attention to a 
profound Marian vitality will reinvigorate 
the whole Salesian vocation.

 This becomes obvious if we recognize 
how our devotion to the Help of Christians 
has a very intimate, mutually life-giving 
connection with both the Salesian “mission” 
and the “spirit” proper to our Charism.

R3 First of all, the intimate link between Mary, 
the Helper and the Salesian mission: it is 
Mary, the “Shepherdess” of dreams, who 
designates the particular parameters of the 
mission and also identifies those to whom 
she will entrust it, assigning to us the field 
of “youth ministry”; it is her characteristic 
as Help of Christians that opens the 
Salesian mission to the great horizons 
of today’s socio-religious challenges, 
and expresses a clear choice in favour of 
service to the universal Church including 
close collaboration with her Bishops; it is 
her maternal goodness that inspires our 
pastoral criteria and teaches us a method 
of supporting those whom we serve.
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R1 Next, we consider the Helper’s profound 
relationship with the Salesian spirit: our 
spirituality finds its inspiration and model 
in Mary, embraced as Help of Christians. 
It is centred on “pastoral charity”, inspired 
by the motherly love of the Madonna and 
reflected in the maternal love of the Church, 
which implies an attentive listening to 
the initiative of God, a total adherence to 
Christ and total availability to his ways; 
a spirit imbued with hope (certain that 
“help” from on High will never fail), an 
unshakeable inner disposition of optimism 
in the natural and supernatural resources 
of man; a spirit of apostolic fruitfulness 
enlivened by zeal for the Church; a spirit 
of industrious initiative and adaptability 
appropriate to the changing vicissitudes 
of our times; a family spirit characterized 
by straightforward relationships, 
goodness and uncomplicated attitudes 
that come from a sincere heart; a spirit 
of magnanimity (as in the “Magnificat”) 
which has the humble boldness to do 
all the good that can be done, even 
when it seems reckless, letting oneself 
be guided by the courage of faith and 
common sense, while steering clear of 
any extremism or perfectionism ...
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R2 In Don Bosco’s experience, devotion to the 
Help of Christians became increasingly 
explicit as his vocation matured. It was at 
the same time both the launching pad for 
his vast apostolic project and the point of 
arrival after a life-long journey of growth. 
So too for us. Devotion to Mary as Help 
of Christians constitutes the concrete 
synthesis of the various components of 
our Salesian spirituality, and the vital 
source of its dynamism and fruitfulness.

Invoking Mary’s intercession

P Mary was called by God, formed by His 
Spirit, and accompanied by Joseph and 
Jesus for one singular purpose: that she 
might grow in faith and remain committed 
to God’s plan for her. Precisely because 
she remained faithful to Jesus, even at 
the foot of the cross, Jesus in his last 
breath gave her to us as our mother.

A Mary, Mother and Teacher of every 
disciple of your Son, we turn to you and 
contemplate you as the first consecrated 
person who responded to the Father’s 
call with an undivided heart and 
an unconditional surrender. Aware 
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that only God makes possible what 
is humanly impossible, you allowed 
yourself to be inhabited and formed by 
the Holy Spirit to conceive the Son of 
God within your being.

P You lived to the full your unique mission 
as Mother of the Son of God. You gave 
Jesus flesh and brought him to the light 
of day. With Joseph, you educated him in 
the ways of truth. Under your care, Jesus 
grew in wisdom, age and grace before 
God and all people. As a true mother 
you passed on to your Son the deepest 
convictions and values   that guided your 
own journey of faith: continuously seeking 
the will of God; joyfully accepting God’s 
will even when you could not understand 
it; pondering God’s action in your life and 
treasuring it in your heart; recognizing and 
responding promptly to those in need.

A It is no surprise, then, to see your 
example reflected in your Son. Jesus 
withdrew to the mountains to spend 
nights in prayer, in communion with the 
Father. Through this supreme expression 
of faith in action, your Son aligned 
himself fully with the Father’s will for 
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him, making this his only program of 
life. Son though he was, Jesus learned 
obedience through what he suffered; and 
having been made perfect, he became 
the source of eternal salvation for all who 
obey him. For this purpose, Jesus had no 
better occupation, no higher concern, no 
other food than to do the Father›s will. 
From you he learned how to live his God-
given vocation in responsible service to 
others: the Son of man did not come to be 
served but to serve and to give his life as 
a ransom for many.

P Mary, our Help, you lived your life 
in the fullness of charity. You reflect 
every Gospel virtue and renew every 
charism of consecrated life. Support us 
in our daily commitment as consecrated 
disciples of your Son, that we may give 
shining testimony to his divine love, 
and so, like you, we may fulfil St. Paul’s 
exhortation to “lead a life worthy of the 
calling to which we have been called.”

A Mary, you were given to Don Bosco as 
mother and teacher. From the first dream 
that gave meaning to his life, you formed 
in him the heart of a father and educator,

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Second Reading

Mary is Mother of Mercy because her Son, 
Jesus Christ, was sent by the Father as the 
revelation of God’s mercy (cf. Jn 3,16-18). Christ 
came not to condemn but to show mercy 
and forgiveness (cf. Mt 9,13). The greatest 
mercy of all is that he is present in our midst, 
calling us to meet him and to confess with 
Peter that he is “the Son of the living God” 
(Mt 16,16). No human sin can erase the mercy 
of God, or prevent him from unleashing all 
his triumphant power, whenever we only call 
upon him. Indeed, sin itself makes even more 
radiant the love of the Father who, in order to 
ransom a slave, sacrificed his Son: his mercy 
towards us is Redemption. This mercy reaches 
its fullness in the gift of the Spirit who bestows 
new life and demands that it be lived. No 
matter how many or how great the obstacles 
which are put in his way by human frailty and 
sin, the Spirit, who renews the face of the earth 
(cf. Ps 104,30), makes possible the miracle of 
the perfect accomplishment of the good.

This renewal, which bestows the ability to do 
what is good, noble, beautiful, pleasing to God 
and in conformity with his will, is in some way 
the flowering of the gift of mercy, which offers 
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liberation from the slavery of evil and gives 
the strength to sin no more. Through the gift 
of new life, Jesus makes us sharers in his love 
and leads us to the Father in the Spirit.

Such is the consoling certainty of Christian 
faith, the source of its profound humanity 
and extraordinary simplicity. At times, in the 
discussions about new and complex moral 
problems, it can seem that Christian morality is 
in itself too demanding, difficult to understand 
and almost impossible to practice. None of 
this is true, since Christian morality consists, 
in the simplicity of the Gospel, in following 
Jesus Christ, in abandoning oneself to him, in 
letting oneself be transformed by his grace 
and renewed by his mercy, which are gifts 
that come to us in the living communion of 
his Church. Saint Augustine reminds us that 
“he who would live has a place to live, and has 
everything needed to live. Let him draw near, 
let him believe, let him become part of the 
body, that he may have life. Let him not shrink 
from the unity of the members”. By the light of 
the Holy Spirit, the living essence of Christian 
morality can be understood by everyone, even 
the least learned, but particularly those who are 
able to preserve an “undivided heart” (Ps 86,11). 
On the other hand, this evangelical simplicity 
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does not exempt one from facing reality in its 
complexity; rather it can lead to a more genuine 
understanding of reality, inasmuch as following 
Christ will gradually bring out the distinctive 
character of authentic Christian morality, while 
providing the vital energy needed to carry it 
out. It is the task of the Church’s Magisterium 
to see that the dynamic process of following 
Christ develops in an organic manner, without 
falsifying or obscuring its moral demands, with 
all of their consequences. The one who loves 
Christ keeps his commandments (cf. Jn 14,15).

Mary is also Mother of Mercy because it is to her 
that Jesus entrusts his Church and all humanity. 
At the foot of the Cross, when she accepts John 
as her son, when she asks, together with Christ, 
forgiveness from the Father for those who 
do not know what they do (cf. Lk 23,34), Mary 
experiences, in perfect docility to the Spirit, 
the richness and the universality of God’s love, 
which opens her heart and enables it to embrace 
the entire human race. Thus, Mary becomes 
Mother of each and every one of us, the Mother 
who obtains for us divine mercy.

Mary is the radiant sign and inviting model of 
the moral life. As Saint Ambrose put it, “The 
life of this one person can serve as a model 
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for everyone”, and while speaking specifically 
to virgins, but within a context open to all, he 
affirms: “The first stimulus to learning is the 
nobility of the teacher. Who can be more noble 
than the Mother of God? Who can be more 
glorious than the one chosen by Glory Itself?” 
Mary lived and exercised her freedom precisely 
by giving herself to God and accepting God’s 
gift within herself. Until the time of his birth, 
she sheltered in her womb the Son of God who 
became man; she raised him and enabled him 
to grow, and she accompanied him in that 
supreme act of freedom which is the complete 
sacrifice of his own life. By the gift of herself, 
Mary entered fully into the plan of God who 
gives himself to the world. By accepting and 
pondering in her heart events which she did 
not always understand (cf. Lk 2,19), she became 
the model of all those who hear the word of God 
and keep it (cf. Lk 11,28), and merited the title of 
“Seat of Wisdom”. This Wisdom is Jesus Christ 
himself, the Eternal Word of God, who perfectly 
reveals and accomplishes the will of the Father 
(cf. Heb 10,5-10). Mary invites everyone to accept 
this Wisdom. To us too she addresses the 
command she gave to the servants at Cana in 
Galilee during the marriage feast: “Do whatever 
he tells you” (Jn 2,5).
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Mary shares our human condition, but in 
complete openness to the grace of God. Not 
having known sin, she is able to have compassion 
on every kind of weakness. She understands 
sinful man and loves him with a Mother’s love. 
Precisely for this reason she is on the side of 
truth and shares the Church’s burden in recalling 
always and to everyone the demands of morality. 
Nor does she permit sinful man to be deceived by 
those who claim to love him by justifying his sin, 
for she knows that the sacrifice of Christ her Son 
would thus be emptied of its power. No absolution 
offered by beguiling doctrines, even in the areas 
of philosophy and theology, can make man truly 
happy: only the Cross and the glory of the Risen 
Christ can grant peace to his conscience and 
salvation to his life.

Liturgy of the Word

First Reading

A reading from the Book of Revelation 
(Rev 11,19a; 12,1-6a.10ab)
A great portent appeared in heaven, a woman 
clothed with the sun.

Then the sanctuary of God in heaven opened 
and the ark of the covenant could be seen 
inside it. Then came flashes of lightning, peals 
of thunder and an earthquake, and violent 
hail. Now a great sign appeared in heaven: a 
woman, adorned with the sun, standing on the 
moon, and with the twelve stars on her head 
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for a crown. She was pregnant, and in labour, 
crying aloud in the pangs of childbirth. Then 
a second sign appeared in the sky, a huge red 
dragon which had seven heads and ten horns, 
and each of the seven heads crowned with 
a coronet.

Then I heard a voice shout from heaven, 
‘Victory and power and empire for ever have 
been won by our God, and all authority for his 
Christ, now that the persecutor, who accused 
our brothers day and night before our God, has 
been brought down’.

Second Reading

Mary, Star of Hope

With a hymn composed in the eighth or ninth 
century, thus for over a thousand years, the 
Church has greeted Mary, the Mother of God, 
as “Star of the Sea”: Ave Maris Stella. Human 
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life is a journey. Towards what destination? 
How do we find the way? Life is like a voyage 
on the sea of history, often dark and stormy, a 
voyage in which we watch for the stars that 
indicate the route. The true stars of our life are 
the people who have lived good lives. They 
are lights of hope. Certainly, Jesus Christ is the 
true light, the sun that has risen above all the 
shadows of history. But to reach him we also 
need lights close by—people who shine with 
his light and so guide us along our way. Who 
more than Mary could be a star of hope for 
us? With her “yes” she opened the door of our 
world to God himself; she became the living 
Ark of the Covenant, in whom God took flesh, 
became one of us, and pitched his tent among 
us (cf. Jn 1,14).

So we cry to her: Holy Mary, you belonged 
to the humble and great souls of Israel who, 
like Simeon, were “looking for the consolation 
of Israel” (Lk 2,25) and hoping, like Anna, 
“for the redemption of Jerusalem” (Lk 2,38). 
Your life was thoroughly imbued with the 
sacred scriptures of Israel which spoke of 
hope, of the promise made to Abraham and 
his descendants (cf. Lk 1,55). In this way we 
can appreciate the holy fear that overcame 
you when the angel of the Lord appeared to

you and told you that you would give birth to 
the One who was the hope of Israel, the One 
awaited by the world. Through you, through 
your “yes”, the hope of the ages became reality, 
entering this world and its history. You bowed 
low before the greatness of this task and gave 
your consent: “Behold, I am the handmaid 
of the Lord; let it be to me according to your 
word” (Lk 1,38). When you hastened with holy 
joy across the mountains of Judea to see your 
cousin Elizabeth, you became the image of 
the Church to come, which carries the hope of 
the world in her womb across the mountains 
of history. But alongside the joy which, with 
your Magnificat, you proclaimed in word and 
song for all the centuries to hear, you also 
knew the dark sayings of the prophets about 
the suffering of the servant of God in this 
world. Shining over his birth in the stable at 
Bethlehem, there were angels in splendour who 
brought the good news to the shepherds, but at 
the same time the lowliness of God in this world 
was all too palpable. The old man Simeon spoke 
to you of the sword which would pierce your 
soul (cf. Lk 2,35), of the sign of contradiction 
that your Son would be in this world. Then, 
when Jesus began his public ministry, you 
had to step aside, so that a new family could 
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grow, the family which it was his mission to 
establish and which would be made up of those 
who heard his word and kept it (cf. Lk 11,27f). 
Notwithstanding the great joy that marked the 
beginning of Jesus’s ministry, in the synagogue 
of Nazareth you must already have experienced 
the truth of the saying about the “sign of 
contradiction” (cf. Lk 4,28ff). In this way you saw 
the growing power of hostility and rejection 
which built up around Jesus until the hour 
of the Cross, when you had to look upon the 
Saviour of the world, the heir of David, the Son 
of God dying like a failure, exposed to mockery, 
between criminals. Then you received the word 
of Jesus: “Woman, behold, your Son!” (Jn 19,26) 
From the Cross you received a new mission. 
From the Cross you became a mother in a new 
way: the mother of all those who believe in 
your Son Jesus and wish to follow him. The 
sword of sorrow pierced your heart. Did hope 
die? Did the world remain definitively without 
light, and life without purpose? At that moment, 
deep down, you probably listened again to 
the word spoken by the angel in answer to 
your fear at the time of the Annunciation: “Do 
not be afraid, Mary!” (Lk 1,30) How many times 
had the Lord, your Son, said the same thing to 
his disciples: “do not be afraid”! In your heart,

you heard this word again during the night of 
Golgotha. Before the hour of his betrayal he had 
said to his disciples: “Be of good cheer, I have 
overcome the world” (Jn 16,33). “Let not your 
hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid” 
(Jn 14,27). “Do not be afraid, Mary!” In that hour 
at Nazareth the angel had also said to you: “Of 
his kingdom there will be no end” (Lk 1,33). 
Could it have ended before it began? No, at 
the foot of the Cross, on the strength of Jesus’s 
own word, you became the mother of believers. 
In this faith, which even in the darkness of 
Holy Saturday bore the certitude of hope, you 
made your way towards Easter morning. The 
joy of the Resurrection touched your heart 
and united you in a new way to the disciples, 
destined to become the family of Jesus through 
faith. In this way you were in the midst of 
the community of believers, who in the days 
following the Ascension prayed with one voice 
for the gift of the Holy Spirit (cf. Acts 1,14) and 
then received that gift on the day of Pentecost. 
The “Kingdom” of Jesus was not as might have 
been imagined. It began in that hour, and of 
this “Kingdom” there will be no end. Thus, you 
remain in the midst of the disciples as their 
Mother, as the Mother of hope. Holy Mary, 
Mother of God, our Mother, teach us to believe, 
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to hope, to love with you. Show us the way to 
his Kingdom! Star of the Sea, shine upon us and 
guide us on our way.

First Reading

Second Reading

“Mater Verbi et Mater laetitiae”

The close relationship between God’s word 
and joy is evident in the Mother of God. Let us 
recall the words of Saint Elizabeth: “Blessed 
is she who believed that there would be a 
fulfilment of what was spoken to her by the 
Lord” (Lk 1,45). Mary is blessed because she 
has faith, because she believed, and in this 
faith she received the Word of God into her 
womb in order to give him to the world. The 
joy born of the Word can now expand to all 
those who, by faith, let themselves be changed 
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by God’s word. The Gospel of Luke presents 
this mystery of hearing and joy in two texts. 
Jesus says: “My mother and my brothers are 
those who hear the word of God and do it” 
(8,21). And in reply to a woman from the crowd 
who blesses the womb that bore him and 
the breasts that nursed him, Jesus reveals 
the secret of true joy: “Blessed rather are 
those who hear the word of God and obey it!” 
(11,28). Jesus points out Mary’s true grandeur, 
making it possible for each of us to attain 
that blessedness which is born of the word 
received and put into practice. I remind all 
Christians that our personal and communal 
relationship with God depends on our growing 
familiarity with the word of God. Finally, I turn 
to every man and woman, including those 
who have fallen away from the Church, who 
have left the faith or who have never heard 
the proclamation of salvation. To everyone 
the Lord says: “Behold, I stand at the door and 
knock; if anyone hears my voice and opens the 
door, I will come in to him and eat with him, 
and he with me” (Rev 3,20).

May every day of our lives thus be shaped by 
a renewed encounter with Christ, the Word 
of the Father made flesh: he stands at the 
beginning and the end, and “in him all things 
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hold together” (Col 1,17). Let us be silent in order 
to hear the Lord’s word and to meditate upon it, 
so that by the working of the Holy Spirit it may 
remain in our hearts and speak to us all the 
days of our lives. In this way the Church will 
always be renewed and rejuvenated, thanks to 
the word of the Lord which remains forever (cf. 1 
Pet 1,25; Is 40,8). Thus, we too will enter into the 
great nuptial dialogue which concludes sacred 
Scripture: “The Spirit and the bride say: ‘Come’. 
And let everyone who hears say: ‘Come!’” The 
one who testifies to these things, says: ‘Surely 
I am coming soon!’ Amen. Come, Lord Jesus!” 
(Rev 22,17.20)

(Lk 1,39-47)
Blessed is she who believed

Mary set out at that time and went as quickly as 
she could to a town in the hill country of Judah. 
She went into Zechariah’s house and greeted 
Elizabeth. Now as soon as Elizabeth heard 
Mary’s greeting, the child leapt in her womb 
and Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit. 
She gave a loud cry and said, ‘Of all women 
you are the most blessed, and blessed is the 
fruit of your womb. Why should I be honoured 
with a visit from the mother of my Lord? For 
the moment your greeting reached my ears, the 
child in my womb leapt for joy. Yes, blessed is 
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she who believed that the promise made her by 
the Lord would be fulfilled.’ And Mary said: ‘My 
soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord and 
my spirit exults in God my saviour.’

Second Reading

From the relationship between the Eucharist 
and the individual sacraments, and from 
the eschatological significance of the sacred 
mysteries, the overall shape of the Christian 
life emerges, a life called at all times to be an 
act of spiritual worship, a self-offering pleasing 
to God. Although we are all still journeying 
towards the complete fulfilment of our hope, 
this does not mean that we cannot already 
gratefully acknowledge that God’s gifts to us 
have found their perfect fulfilment in the Virgin 
Mary, Mother of God and our Mother. Mary’s 
Assumption body and soul into heaven is for 
us a sign of sure hope, for it shows us, on our 
pilgrimage through time, the eschatological 
goal of which the sacrament of the Eucharist 
enables us even now to have a foretaste.

In Mary most holy, we also see perfectly 
fulfilled the “sacramental” way that God comes 
down to meet his creatures and involves them 
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in his saving work. From the Annunciation 
to Pentecost, Mary of Nazareth appears as 
someone whose freedom is completely open 
to God’s will. Her immaculate conception is 
revealed precisely in her unconditional docility 
to God’s word. Obedient faith in response to 
God’s work shapes her life at every moment. 
A virgin attentive to God’s word, she lives in 
complete harmony with his will; she treasures 
in her heart the words that come to her from 
God and, piecing them together like a mosaic, 
she learns to understand them more deeply 
(cf. Lk 2,19.51); Mary is the great Believer who 
places herself confidently in God’s hands, 
abandoning herself to his will. This mystery 
deepens as she becomes completely involved 
in the redemptive mission of Jesus. In the words 
of the Second Vatican Council, “the blessed 
Virgin advanced in her pilgrimage of faith, and 
faithfully persevered in her union with her Son 
until she stood at the Cross, in keeping with 
the divine plan (cf. Jn 19,25), suffering deeply 
with her only-begotten Son, associating herself 
with his sacrifice in her mother’s heart, and 
lovingly consenting to the immolation of the 
victim who was born of her. Finally, she was 
given by the same Christ Jesus, dying on the 
Cross, as a mother to his disciple, with these 
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words: ‘Woman, behold your Son’.” From the 
Annunciation to the Cross, Mary is the one who 
received the Word, made flesh within her and 
then silenced in death. It is she, lastly, who took 
into her arms the lifeless body of the one who 
truly loved his own “to the end” (Jn 13,1).

Consequently, every time we approach the Body 
and Blood of Christ in the eucharistic liturgy, we 
also turn to her who, by her complete fidelity, 
received Christ’s sacrifice for the whole Church. 
The Synod Fathers rightly declared that “Mary 
inaugurates the Church’s participation in the 
sacrifice of the Redeemer.” She is the Immaculata, 
who receives God’s gift unconditionally and is 
thus associated with his work of salvation. Mary 
of Nazareth, icon of the nascent Church, is the 
model for each of us, called to receive the gift that 
Jesus makes of himself in the Eucharist.

Second Reading
Jesus’ gift to his people

On the cross, when Jesus endured in his own 
flesh the dramatic encounter of the sin of the 
world and God’s mercy, he could feel at his 
feet the consoling presence of his mother and 
his friend. At that crucial moment, before fully 
accomplishing the work which his Father had 
entrusted to him, Jesus said to Mary: “Woman, 
here is your son”. Then he said to his beloved 
friend: “Here is your mother” (Jn 19,26-27). These 
words of the dying Jesus are not chiefly the 
expression of his devotion and concern for his 
mother; rather, they are a revelatory formula 
which manifests the mystery of a special 
saving mission. Jesus left us his mother to be 
our mother. Only after doing so did Jesus know 
that “all was now finished” (Jn 19,28). At the foot 
of the cross, at the supreme hour of the new 
creation, Christ led us to Mary. He brought us 
to her because he did not want us to journey 
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without a mother, and our people read in this 
maternal image all the mysteries of the Gospel. 
The Lord did not want to leave the Church 
without this icon of womanhood. Mary, who 
brought him into the world with great faith, 
also accompanies “the rest of her offspring, 
those who keep the commandments of God and 
bear testimony to Jesus” (Rev 12,17). The close 
connection between Mary, the Church and each 
member of the faithful, based on the fact that 
each in his or her own way brings forth Christ, 
has been beautifully expressed by Blessed 
Isaac of Stella: “In the inspired Scriptures, what 
is said in a universal sense of the virgin mother, 
the Church, is understood in an individual 
sense of the Virgin Mary... In a way, every 
Christian is also believed to be a bride of God’s 
word, a mother of Christ, his daughter and 
sister, at once virginal and fruitful... Christ dwelt 
for nine months in the tabernacle of Mary’s 
womb. He dwells until the end of the ages in 
the tabernacle of the Church’s faith. He will 
dwell forever in the knowledge and love of each 
faithful soul”.

Mary was able to turn a stable into a home 
for Jesus, with poor swaddling clothes and an 
abundance of love. She is the handmaid of the 
Father who sings his praises. She is the friend 
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who is ever concerned that wine not be lacking 
in our lives. She is the woman whose heart was 
pierced by a sword and who understands all 
our pain. As mother of all, she is a sign of hope 
for peoples suffering the birth pangs of justice. 
She is the missionary who draws near to us 
and accompanies us throughout life, opening 
our hearts to faith by her maternal love. As a 
true mother, she walks at our side, she shares 
our struggles and she constantly surrounds us 
with God’s love. Through her many titles, often 
linked to her shrines, Mary shares the history of 
each people which has received the Gospel and 
she becomes a part of their historic identity. 
Many Christian parents ask that their children 
be baptized in a Marian shrine, as a sign of their 
faith in her motherhood which brings forth new 
children for God. There, in these many shrines, 
we can see how Mary brings together her 
children who with great effort come as pilgrims 
to see her and to be seen by her. Here they find 
strength from God to bear the weariness and 
the suffering in their lives. As she did with Juan 
Diego, Mary offers them maternal comfort and 
love, and whispers in their ear: “Let your heart 
not be troubled… Am I not here, who am your 
Mother?”

Your father and I have been looking for you 
anxiously

Every year his parents used to go to Jerusalem 
for the feast of the Passover. When he was 
twelve years old, they went up for the feast 
as usual. When they were on their way home 
after the feast, the boy Jesus stayed behind 
in Jerusalem without his parents knowing it. 
They assumed he was with the caravan, and 
it was only after a day’s journey that they 
went to look for him among their relations 
and acquaintances. When they failed to find 
him they went back to Jerusalem looking for 
him everywhere. Three days later, they found 
him in the Temple, sitting among the doctors, 
listening to them, and asking them questions; 
and all those who heard him were astounded 
at his intelligence and his replies. They were 
overcome when they saw him, and his mother 
said to him, ‘My child, why have, you done 
this to us? See how worried your father and 
I have been, looking for you.’ ‘Why were you 
looking for me?’ he replied ‘Did you not know 
that I must be busy with my Father’s affairs?’ 
But they did not understand what he meant. 
He then went down with them and came to 
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Nazareth and lived under their authority. His 
mother stored up all these things in her heart.

Second Reading

Mary, the Mother who cared for Jesus, now 
cares with maternal affection and pain for 
this wounded world. Just as her pierced 
heart mourned the death of Jesus, so now she 
grieves for the sufferings of the crucified poor 
and for the creatures of this world laid waste 
by human power. Completely transfigured, she 
now lives with Jesus, and all creatures sing 
of her fairness. She is the Woman, “clothed in 
the sun, with the moon under her feet, and on 
her head a crown of twelve stars” (Rev 12,1). 
Carried up into heaven, she is the Mother 
and Queen of all creation. In her glorified 
body, together with the Risen Christ, part of 
creation has reached the fullness of its beauty. 
She treasures the entire life of Jesus in her 
heart (cf. Lk 2,19.51), and now understands the 
meaning of all things. Hence, we can ask her 
to enable us to look at this world with eyes of 
wisdom.

At her side in the Holy Family of Nazareth, 
stands the figure of Saint Joseph. Through his 
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work and generous presence, he cared for and 
defended Mary and Jesus, delivering them 
from the violence of the unjust by bringing 
them to Egypt. The Gospel presents Joseph 
as a just man, hard-working and strong. But 
he also shows great tenderness, which is 
not a mark of the weak but of those who are 
genuinely strong, fully aware of reality and 
ready to love and serve in humility. That is 
why Joseph was proclaimed custodian of the 
universal Church. He too can teach us how 
to show care; he can inspire us to work with 
generosity and tenderness in protecting this 
world which God has entrusted to us.
